If you are Interested in a short 
sketch of the New Deal, there is a 
little book which Dr. Jackson hand-
ed me the other day entitled, "The 
Future Comes: A Study of the 
New Deal," by Charles A Beard 
and George H. E. Smith, published 
by the Macmillan Company, 1934. 

A more complete economic study 
of America based upon a knowl-
edge of the facts of the present is 
coming out in a series of books 
published by the Brookings Insti-
tute at Washington, D. C. The 
first of these four books is entitled 
"America's Capacity to Produce." 
It contains over 600 

on 
 pages. The 

second volume Is now the press 
—"America's Capacity to C o n - 
some." The third to be published a 
little later Is entitled "The Forma-
tion of Capital," and the fourth 
yolume, "Income and Economic 
Progress," is to be published before 
the end of the year. The whole 
thesis of these volumes is a study 
of whether and by what means the 
economic activities of our people 
might be organized on a sustaining 
level which would provide ample 
food, adequate clothing comfortable 
housing, and a reasonable mini-
mum of education and recreation 
for all members of society. That Is 
a very challenging thesis. For 
lighter reading and quick surveys, 
read the articles which are con-
stantly appearing, especially the 
one this week in the "Saturday 
Evening Post," "The Background 
of NRA", by General Hugh S. 
Johnson. It you did not hear it, 
read, If possible, a release of Gen-
eral Johnson's NRA Anniversary 
Celebration address at Charleston, 
W. Va., on June 16th, and the ra-
dio address by Edward A. Filene of 
Boston on June 22 entitled, "A 
Merchant Surveys the New Deal."

Teacher qualification was the 
biggest single item considered by 
the committee and the following 
changes were adopted: Beginning 
June 1, 1934 teachers in first class

EDUCATIONAL CODDLING 

Last week the State committee 
on classified and accredited high 
schools of the Texas educational 
system back-tracked in their re-
quirement "that all those who do 
not have degrees must work to- 
ward them at a mlnumum rate of 
18 semester hours every three 
years". They substituted t he 
amendment that ''all teachers who 
have had 15 years or more of 
teaching experience do not have to 
continue their course of study in 
a recognized college." 

Our public schools, especially 
those of smaller towns and cities 
have a very low standard of ef-
ficiency for the student, due partly 
to the pressure applied directly or 
indirectly by the patrons of the 
school, to the inefficiency of the 
faculty, and to the coddling of the 
students. And now conies this set-
back. 

Why? The most logical answer is 
that these teachers with 15 years 
or more of teaching experience 
were naturally in favor of the 
amendment, and were in the ma-
jority. These teachers happen to be 
from the six largest cities in Tex-
as, San Antonio, Dallas, Houston, 
Austin, El Paso, and Waco. This is 
direct proof that the majority of 
the teachers in our public schools 
have not received a degree, and 
have not been to college in many 
years, but have used their anti-
quated methods of teaching on 
modern youth. The representatives 
of the Classroom Teacher's associ-
ation of these previously mention-
ed cities based their objections on 
these reasons: (1) hard times, (2) 
teachers had lost their homes, (31 
dependents supported by the teach-
ers, (01 know how to teach by ex-
perience. 

Evidently these teachers are  
thinking of themselves first and 
the child second. The public school 
is fr the child, according to the 
opini

o 
 on of Dr. Evans, State Sup-

erintendent Woods, and West Tex-
as. The four reasons given above 
show very poor professional spirit. 

What would happen if the medi-
cal and legal professions allowed 
their standards to drop to such a 
level? The old time doctors and 
lawyers who use antiquated meth- 
ods of practice are becoming obso- 
lete. Yet we let our teachers set 
such standards as they can fulfill 
regardless of effects on future gen- 
erations. 

American minds have been coddl-
dled in public schools and colleges 
for at least a generation. There are 
two types of mental coddling. The 
first is that of the public schools. 
It is democratic coddling, a failure 
to uphold standards. a willingness 
to let youth wobble upward. know-
ing little and that inacurately, pass-
ing nothing well, graduating with 
an education that hits and misses 
like an old typewriter with a torn 
ribbon. 

The other type Is that aristocrat-
ic coddling of the colleges. Boys 
and girls are coddled for entrance 
examinations, coddled t h ro u g h 
their freshman year, coddled often 
for graduation. And then in the 
swirl of American practicalities 
the net of conventionality is loos- 

aned. They can live happily only 
life where ideas never exceed the 

collegiate percentage of complex- 
ity, and where no lies 	or 
esthetic experience 	es outside of 
the range of their curriculum. Of 
what use is a coddled education?

agree with these things instantly, 
or accepting every doctrine that is 
propounded unquestioningly. But 
the real task which you and I have 
is the task of trying to understand. 
And while I ant giving you refer- 
enees, let me admonish you that a 
diligent reading of "The Texas 
Weekly," published by Peter Moly-
neaux, is not only refreshing and 
stimulating, but you will find in 
every issue matters of great 
importance affecting the State of 
Texas. Peter Molyneaux is think-
ing of the future development not 
only of America but of the South 
in particular. He is one of the 
ablest writers on the future of cot-
ton growing in our Southland and 
the relationship of that problem to 
the prosperity of her people, and 
the international problems which 
are no closely tied up with the 
whole of our Southland. 

The more I read and study these 
problems the more I am convinced 
that about nine-tenths of the prob-
lem is pure education coupled with 
a sincere desire on the part of the 
average individual to do the right 
thing, and to accomodate his own 
actions not to his peculiarly selfish 
desires but to the higher ideal. We 
mallet that our own selfish desires 
may be, in a measure, subordinated 
to the larger thought of the good of 
our fellow-men. I ant optimistic, I 
think that the vast majority of our 
people are law-abiding, kind and 
considerate, and that about n
tenths of our troubles come from 
the ten percent or less who are 
reckless and Indifferent, thought-
less and inconsiderate of their fel-
low-men, not only in common, 
everyday affairs, but in these larg-
er matters also. 

This leads me to make one lest 
statement about the parking of 
automobiles on the campus. More 
than ninety percent of the auto-
mobiles which come on the campus 
of Texas Technological College to-
day am driven by people who are 
considerate and kind and who 
honestly cooperate with all of us In 
trying to bring order out of chaos.! 
However, there is a small percent. 
age still who insist on parking 
their cars in such a way that it is 
impossible for others to go through. 
These peoplea r e f ew in 
number, but they are the type of 
people who are going to prevent 
the success of the recovery pro-
gram, selfish in the extreme and 
totally lacking in consideration. I 
do not want to single them out. I 
have watched from the window of 
my office. They are much less than 
ten percent of the people who drive 
automobiles on the campus. Now 
this is the last time I am going to 
mention this subject publicly. I 
think that if we had beds of beau-
tiful flowers in the parkways these 
people would still park their cars 
on the flowers. Apparently, they 
won't give us a chance to grow a 
tree or to do anything towards the 
beautifying of the campus at Texas 
Technological College. Please 

d st d that ninety-odd per-
cent of you are just as fine as you 
can be, thoughtful, considerate, and 
cooperative as anyone can be. I 
am sure these others forget or fail 
to realize just what they are doing. 
If I have offended anyone, I hope 
you will come to my office and let's 
talk it over. 

Two exceptions were made to the 
above rulings. All teachers now in 
service who on September 1. 1934, 
will have taught for 15 years or 
more are exempt from the above 
requirements. The same exemption 
applies to superintendents and 
principals who have held such po-
sitions for 15 years. 

It was recommended, however. 
that local school boards adopt rules 
seekingto keep such teachers 
reasonably progressive through oc-
casional college work (e. g., three 
or four semester hours every three 
years), or adequate travel, or ap-
propriate activity.
