~ Fort Worth Seminar

Two Tech students will represent the Tech
student ‘government at the Human Relations
Seminar at Texas Christian University Feb. 8-9
when Southwest Conference schools are. sched-
uled to study desegregation.

The Student Council has elected Kent Hance,
B.A. representative to the council. and Bronson
Havard, Torcador assistant news editor, to at-
tend the seminar and speak on desegregation
at Tech and take part in discussions on desegra-
gation at other SWC schools.

The theme of the seminar will be “South-
western Schools . . . Prospects and Problems of
Desegregation.” The TCU seminar committee
proposed the meeting of student leaders in order
that they and other SWC representatives will
have a broader outlook and first hand knowledge
of practical effects of actual and anticipated prob-
lems involved in desegregation.

THE COMMITTEE, IN A LETTER to Charlie
Aycock, president of the student association at
Tech, said, “It is our hope to present resource
material of particular freshness and new s'imula-
tion so that the discussions do not take a philo-
sophical trend toward attitudes about the prob-
lem, but are geared to the level of actual practical
effects that will have to be handled at this school
when undergraduate desegregation comes about."

Speaking about the seminar, Hance said, "I
believe the conference is going to be very bene-
ficial not only to Tech but to the other SWcC

schools also. The problem ol integration is some-
thing that we have to deal wilh everyday and
some of the students in other schools have nol
been able to adapt to the change.”

HAVARD COMMENTED., “If Tech can, by its
participation in this seminar. show the other
SWC schools how they can desegregate without
causing appalling incidences, then we shall achieve
a great deal in improving man's relationship with
his fellow man.”

In preparation for the seminar. Hance and Hav-
ard said that they will study the history of deseg-
regation at Tech and interview administrators
and students. On their return irom TCU, they
will present a formal report to the Student Coun-
cil.

HANCE IS A SOPHOMOREL pre-law major
from Dimmitt. He is the Delta Tau Delta repre-
sentative to the Interfraternity Council and chair-
man of the Special Projects Committee of the
Student Council. He is also a Saddle Tramp
pledge.

Havard, also a sophomore, is a Journalism major
[rom Clute. He is pledging Sigma Delta Chi, the
professional journalism ‘society and is a memboer
of the Newman Club and Tech’s honors program.
He helped organize the Student Honors Council
and was active last year as a member of the
Toreador staff in which he worked with student
government leaders.

Modell said Wednesday that
Brown would remain with the club
he founded in 1946 as a vice presi-

dent and would take on other
duties, not specified. Brown had
agreed to serve out the six years
remaining on his contract at the
same pay, believed to be in excess
of $50,000 a year, and would re-
tain his small stock share in the
club, Modell said.

As fans continued to talk about
the sudden removal and speculate
about a suceessor to the “mas-
ter, proud Paul Brown told in-
terviewers:

“I know this happens to other
people, but I never thought of it
iIn my own regard. It's all part of
the game, though . . . Art Modell
had a legal right to do what he
did. It did come as a shock and
surprise to me, however.”

Now Wofford has re-
covered to become one of the top
threats in league play.
