WASHINGTON, May 18 UP) —
President Roosevelt today cut
short the prison termm of Harl
mu'mo m‘,m'm mm
communist leader, giving several
reasons for his action, among them
an effort to promote popular war
time unity,

The chisf executive signed o
commutation of sentence, ordering
Browder's immediate releass from
Atlanta penitentiary where he had
served approximately 14 months of
a four-year sentence for making
false statements when obtalning a
passport.

Browder left the prison in mid-
afternoon, & few hours after U
president's announcement, and
prison officials sald he would spend
& short time in an Atlanta hotel
before taking a train for New York.

Visiting the communist leader
during the last few hours of his
stay In prison was Robert Minor
bf New York who has been acting
As general secretary for the party
in Browder's absence. Minor lsft
with Browder.

Browder's psentence, In addition
to a $2,000 fine, was unusually long
for the offense In ‘question, a
White House statement sald, add.

The war's unpopularity has been
manifest In various ways to Ameri-
cans who waited five months for
repatriation after the duce of fas-
clam utfered the fataful words that
placed his people at war with yet
another enemy last Dec. 11
Italy's future as an ally of Ger-
many and Japan ia unpredictable.
A collapsa from a food shortage
within this year or-.-the next seems
unlikely. Neither does an sconomic
breakdown seemn Imminent, because
of amsistance being given by CGer-
many In this aphere.

Without - any - apposi-
tion under competent leadership,
the fascist regime probably Is se-
eure for some time to come. .
Yet the war against the Unltes!
Btates Is unpopular and some ob-
sarvers see In Ttaly a people who
dislike thelr German allles and
who care nothing for the Japanese
—a people who are looked upon
for potential assistance when and
if an American-British afmy lands
in Europe to crush Hitlerism.

In fact some say that half the
Italian people now would welcome
such an allied Invasion as a possi-
ble méans or freeing them from the
bumiliating grip held by the Gere
mans.

Not a single anti-American dem-
onstration—evan an offitlally or-
ganized one—has been reported In
Italy. Many Italians in all walks
of life have sought on occasion to
tell Americans of thalr personal
friendship.

Jean Falrcloth was born in
Nashville and ralsed in Murfrees-
boro, the daughter of E, C. Fair-
cloth, prosperous banker, and hia
wife, the former Miss Sallle Beard,
who also was a Murfreesboro girl
The Falrcioth family was promi-
nent in middle Tennessee, and
steeped in military tradition. It
was natural that Jean scgquired an
early penchant for things military.
Bhe also developed & tasts for
world travél, and was "an expe:
rienced globe-trotter -almost be-
fore she was grown. It was dur-
ing a trip to the Orient In Octo-
ber, 1835, that she met General
MacArthur aboard a liner bound
for Shanghai.

The General's - mother, Mrs.
Arthur MacArthur, performed the
historic introduction. Later Miss
Faircioth paid a wvisit to Manila,
where General MacArthur was
working night and day to build up
an army. They wers married In

April, 1937,
No Surprise

It was no surprise to Murfrees-
boro friends when Mrs. MacAr-
thur chose to withstand the dan-
gers of Bataan with her soldier
hushand, nof when =she accom-
panied him his dramatic dash
to Australia.

Typlcal of her loyalty to friends,
whatever their station In life, was
the last letter received from her
here before the Japanese attack of
December 7. It was written No-
vember 24 to Willlam (Cricket)
Seward, an old negro who formerly
had served the Falrcloths, and it
sald:

“Dear Cricket: Another year has
rolled around and agaln I am
sending you some money which
I hope you will enjoy. Buy some-
