The first term will end July 17, when students 
not enrolled for the second term must vacate their 
rooms, and new occupants will move in. The second 
term begins July 18 with registration, and ends with 
summer commencement Aug. 29. 

Last year's enrollment for the first term of the 
summer session was 4,757. Dr. Floyd Boze, dean of 
admissions n.t Tech, h<ls estimated that the figure will 
increase this year. Enrollment for the second term 
was so1newhat lower at 3,202. 

Four Saturdays 11m·e Cla-;l!ICS 

Classes will be based on a five-day week, except 
for the following Saturdays designated as regular 
days of instruction for graduate and undergraduate 
students: June 22, July 6, ]nly 13 and Jnly 20. 

Classes last 1 Y, hours, with the noon break com­
ing at 12:10 p.m. The normal load for a six-week 
sumtner term is six semester hours. A stud ent will not 
be permitted to register for, or sec ure credit in more 
than 14 hours in two terms, including correspond­
ence work. 

Students who have not done work previously at 
T ech will enroll for a maximum of six semester hours, 
exclusive of one-hour ph)'S1ca l education courses and 
one hour's credit i.n orientation. 

Seniors of superior ability may secure approval 
of tl1C1r academic deans to enroll for 15 scmFSter 
hours in the 12-week session 1£ It will enable them to 
be gad u3ted at the close of the current summer ses­
sion.
