Both
nominations were rejected in execu-
tive sesslon yesterday whsn the
reappointment of John D, Reed
as state labor commisslioner was
eonfirmed.

All three wersa naumed to their
jostas originally by Governor W.
Lee O'Daniel. Stevenson reappoint-
ed them for two year terms,

high'ight of Lhe general session
which gradually, at least In the
house, s tending to direet much
of ila efforts towards liberalized
social security and public waelfare
spending.

The big, jovial banker contended
that putting the tax clock one year
ahead, and skipping one year of
Habllity, would bring more money
into the treasury than the present
system does,

He had also told the commit-
tee that “much confusion” had

been caused by discussion of
“forgiving” a year's taxes. He
contended his plan would not In-
volve “forgiving” as the word
meant that there would be & year
when taxpayers made no pay-
menis and the treasury got no
revenue,

“Nothing could be farther from
the truth,” Ruml contended.

“T don't believe the average tax-
payer, In view of the needs of our
government,” Doughton declared,
“wants to get out of an obligation
to his government.”

The three most important differ-
ences between him and the treas-
ury, Ruml saild in a prepared state-
ment he read o the commiites,
“are one point of fact, one point
of principle and one point of
polley "

For more than & year Ruml has
proposed all-out forgiveneas of one
year's taxes to put Individual In-
come tax payers on a current
basin.

Vigorously disagreelng with
treasury opposition, Ruml told the
coammitiee:

“There Is no escaping the con-
clusion that the (ncome tax on
12 incomes must be elther drop-
| ped or deferred™

The treagury, In opposing the
means commifiée that under such
a proposal it would lose $10.-
000,000,000 of paper “asscts.” It
did suggest, however, that ocon-
gress might find it desirable to
“defer” or “forgive” some part
of the tax due next month of 1942
incomes to accomplish a transl-
tlon to pay-as-you-go.

This would provide help
without the objectional feature of
federal control.

Reclplents of old age assistance
payments are being encouraged to
accept smployment when possible
with the assurance that if and
when such employment ends they
will be retorned Immediataly to the
rolls.
J. B, Murchison, director of the
state department of publlc wel-
fare, sald that the guarantee of

quick return to the rolls was made
In order to give more security to
the able-bodied old persons who
now lave opportunity to mccept
jobs due to manpower shortages.
Mrs. Frances Peters, fisld work-
er, urged those In her territory
who secure jobs to advise her so
that she may bes of maximum as
sistance to them. In some In-
stances, she pointed out, regular
employment means that expenses
Increase, Thus, it may be posal-
ble that the new revenue from a
job will not adequately offset the
Increased expenses and thus some
essistance from the state will still
be necessary.
Ordinarily oldsters are placed on
the rolls In order of their applica-
tion but this rule is being walved
in the case of those who now
leave the rolls to take jobs.
Murchison pointed out that
there were two good reasons for
able-bodied old people taking jobs
now: 1) They can help offsel the
acule manpower shortage, and 2)
they can thus permit diversion of
funds which would have been re-
quired for them to some other old
person who Is unable to work.

Honesty Prevails
In Handling Of
Rationed Goods

By and large John Q. Public ia
a pretty honest fellow, grocery
store managers assert on the basis
of thelr sxperience since the siart
of sugar and coffes rationing.

In rush hours and during de
livery periods, the human slement
enters in and eclerks occasionally
forget to ask customers for sugar

or coffes stamps. But—and this is

the clincher as far as grocers ars
concerned—almost invariably thes

| customer turns up next day to sur-

render the stampa.

SBometimes the managers are
called behind doors and away from
others by panic-stricken customers
who have arrived home and found
their sugar stamp still in the book.
They feel that It is their fault,
somehow, that they forgot to give
up the stamp.

But clerks and store keepers,
who know only too well about this
rationing business, are ninety-nine
per cent of the time on their toes
and =ask for sugar amd coffes
stampas and see that they have
them before the rationed article i»
sold.

With other rationed articles In
the offing, the clerks will not have
to be clerks but information bu-
reaus, reminders, and checkers to
see that article for article a ra-
tion stamp is obtained.

What happens when you acci-
dentally forget to hand over your
sugar or coffese stamp and an
equally absent minded clerk for-
gets to ask for one is all on the
red side of the ledger for the gro-
cary owner. When the two articles
waore ratloned, each store had some
small supply of the items on hand.
Whenevet the stamps is missing,
then the available supply Is eaten
into until, sometime, It may turn
up minus.
