White Is Main 
Speaker At Waco 

Dr. W. R. White, instructor in a 
volunteer Bible class at Tech. and 
pastor of the First Baptist Church 
of Lubbock will be the principal 
speaker before the Texas General 
Baptist Committee of 100 convening 
in Waco January 17.

Holmes Webb, attorney 
for the defense, then called two wit-
nesses. Solon Clements and Wilbur 
Edelmon. the defendant. The court 
threw out the testimony' of the for-
mer as being unreliable. Club At-
torney J. W. Jackson then rested 
his case after a short summing up, 
after which the defense did the 
same. Then, after a spirited dis-
cussion, the court returned its ver-
dict.

The committee discussed the following plan 
for financing the purchase of the property: 

Organize a corporation with 5,000 shares 
of common stock at $10.00 a share making a 
total capital stock of 850.000.00. Sell approxi-
mately two-thirds of this stock at once to fac-
ulty members and their families and to friends 
closely associated with the college on the fol-
lowing plan: 

25 percent cash; 10 percent June 1, 1929; 
10 percent Dec. 1, 1929; 5 percent June 1. 1930; 
15 percent June 1, 1931; 10 percent June 1, 
1932. Guarantee to every employee of the Col-
lege that upon his withdrawal from the Col-
lege he may have the option of selling his stock 
back to the corporation at pa.r. The income from 
sale of stock and from rentals plus annual dues 
from club members will make the payents and 
operate the club.
