we could invite him to speak to the 
students he had gone." 

This is the second time Dr. Horn 
has commented on the Toreador to 
staff members this term. On the 
other occasion he stated that he 
was well pleased with the paper. 
Last term he wrote a special letter 
to the staff, complimenting the pa-
per highly. 

Dr. Carter Shows

At a meeting of the deans of 
the college held recently, the ques-
tion of graduating students from 
Tech who are transfers from other 
Institutions and whose transcripts 
show very low grades was discussed 

The grade point rule applies, -  at 
the present time, only to work done 
In Tech. Under the present system, 
a student may present a transfer 
showing only D grades and, by 
making 45 grade points here, be 
graduated, whereas a student who 
has completed all of his work in 
Tech would be required to have at 
least 180 grade points before he Is 
graduated. 

It was In view of these facts the 
following resolution was presented. 

When transcripts of credits are 
presented by students who wish to 
transfer from another college to 
the Technological College, only 
those courses shall be considered 
for credit which are one letter 
above the passing grade in the in-
stitution from which the student 
comes. 

This resolution was presented to 
President Horn for his reaction. It 
will be voted upon at the next meet-
ing of the deans. If it Is adopted a 
statement will be included m the 
next annual catalogue.

Appropriation Is 
Reduced $100.000 

House Committee Cuts Al-
lotment 1Made By Senate; 
Several Professors Lose 
Back Salaries 

In committee session last Satur-
day the appropriations committee 
of the House of Representatives re-
duced Tech's appropriations as vot-
ed by the Senate some days ago by 
0100,000. The amount as voted in 
the appropriations bill which pass-
ed the Senate was 5187,500. Two 
items of $50,000 each were eliminat-
ed by the House committee. This 
$100,000 was to have been used in 
purchasing equipment for the new 
Chemistry and for the new Engi-
neenng Building. These items were 
struck off on the grounds that they 
were not emergency items and 
should be handled at the special 
session which will be held probably 
In April, at which time the biennial 
appropriations bill Is to be taken, 
up. 

The reducton in funds also car-
ried with It the elimination of the 
back salaries of a number of pro-
fessors. Members of the faculty of 
the 1928 Summer session worked on 
a fraction of their regular salaries, 
with the understanding that the 
balance of their compensation was 
to be appropriated at this session 
of the legislature.

fail. Is Is the appreciation of this 
simple truth more than anything 
else that has lead to the recent 
great advancement in the teach-
ing of government In colleges and 
universities. 

The distinctive contribution of 
Political Science as the study of 
Government in has recently been 
formulated in these words: 

Political Science is the study of 
the State. a term which includes all 
forms of political organization. It 
deals with the life of men sa or-
ganized under government and law. 
As its dbstinctive contribution to 
the social studies: it gives an un-
derstanding of social control by 
means of law and of the promotion 
of general welfare by means of go, 
ernmental nelson. 

Political Science includes a study 
of the organization and the activi-
ties o f the states and of the prin-
ciples and ideals which underly po-
itical organization and act!, sties.  
It deals with the relations among 
men which are controlled by the 
stare, with relations of men to the 
State Itself, and with those aspects 
of International life that come un-
der political control. It considers 
the problems of adjusting political 
authority to individual liberty, and 
of determining the distribution of 
governing power among the agen-
cies through which the State's will 
Is formed, expressed, and exeruted. 

Political Science seeks to develop 
in Individuals a sense of their rights 
and responsibilities as members of 
the State. and a realisation of the 
significance of law. 

It substitutes accurate Informa-
tion and Intelligent opinion for 
emotions and prejudices as a basis 
for terming Judgments in politics 
and world affairs—W. A. Jackson.
