Former Student Who Lived 
At Wilson Is Found Dead 
In His Car Near Austin, 
Texas 

Lawrence Lumsden. student at 
Tech the past summer and student 
at Texas University the past fall. 
was found shot to death In a car a 
few hours after he had left a fra-
ternity dance on the night of Dec. 
22nd. While at Tech, Lumsden 
studied French. 

Just prior to his death Lumsden 
had withdrawn from the Univer-
sity of Texas because of 111 health. 

Young Lumsden's fathar, L. 
Lumsden, wealthy banker and 
stockman of Wilson. has engaged
