Looks It Up 
iPries Encyclopedia 

For Gown Custom 

A student pried Into an encyclo-
pedia and found some interesting 
information about the use of caps 
and gownS at graduation time. Fol-
lowing is part of the finding: 

Universities of the thirteenth and 
fourteenth centuries were seeking a 
form of dress that recognized a 
democratic factor when creating the 
precedent of caps and gowns. The 
scholars were then clerics, and so 
their robes were simpler to those of 
clerical orders. 

Plowing robes were the dignified 
dress of the timer, and special 
forms were set aside for the use of 
the various parts of the Univer-
sity. These have persisted, with 
modifications. down to the present 
day. 

It was the cold buildings of me-
diaeval times that made It neces-
sary for the scholars to wear capes 
and hoods. The hood for the head 
has been replaced by the cap. and 
the cape with hood hes been modt-
fled into the present hood, which 
by colors. trimmings and linings, is 
perhaps the moat significant part 
of the costume in American col-
leges. 

Now Custom In United States. 
In the United States there i5 in 

general use a uniform system adapt-
able to each institution. and dif-
fering at each institution only in 
the college colors which line the 
hood,. 

Follow mg is the intercollegiate 
system now in use in the United 1 
States: The gown of the under-  
graduate is black. with round or 
pointed sleeve, open or closed and 
no hood. 

The bachelor's gown differs only 
In the Neeve, which in a long point-
ed one. 

The Master's goals is preferably 
of silk, having long closed sleeves 
with a slit near the upper part for 
the arm. It Is worn open and with 
a hood. 

Doctors also wear gowns, with 
round bell sleeves. The gown is fac-
ed down the fronts and barred on 
the sleeves with black velvet, or 
velvet wholly or partly of the de-
gree color. The hood is also worn. 

Hoods should always be of the 
same materials as the gowns, and 
are lined with silk. showing the 
official colors of the institution, and 
are trimmed with velvet of the col-
or distinctive of the degree. Tassels 
are changed from right to left when 
the degree is confirmed. 

DR. GRANBERY WRITES
