Twenty-seven Russians, driven 

twenty-three years ago from the 

River Don region where Cossacks 

are now planning a major drive 

on the Nazis. entertained a Lub-

bock audienne Monday night. 

The Don Cossack chorus with 

Nicholas Kostrukoff as their lead-

er, came to Lubbock from Santa 

Fe. From here they were to go to 

El Paso, Los Angeles, Portland, 
and Seattle. After Christmas they 
will go to Canada for a series of 
programs, and in February will be-
gin a tour of Army camps in the 
United States to entertain the sol-
diers. Three of their own men are 
in the service, one overseas, and 
the other two in camps in the 
United States. 

Until about a year ago, the mem-
bees of the Cossack chorus were 
forbidden to marry, as music was 
to be their whole lives. However 
the ban was removed and the first 
one to marry was the leader, Kos-
trukoff. Six other members have 
married within the last year, two 
of whom have Russian wives in 
Mexico. The other five have Ameri-
can wives. 

Since the chorus was organized 
In 1926, it has given concerts in 
sixty-four different countries. This 
is the fourth season they have been 
in America. 

V. Fedchenkoff, one of the mem-
bers of the chorus, speaking in 
very nearly perfect English, gave 
his idea of the Lubbock audiences. 
"They like us, and we like them", 
he said. Fedchenkoff arranged 
Song of the Plains, one of the out-
standing numbers on the program. 

Some Tech student. saw a new 
version of jitterbugging back stage, 
when Lobanovaky, one of the dan-
cers. showed them how he would 
do it. When he had finished, the 
students decided their dance was 
slow motion. 

Definitely the Cossack Knife 
Dance was the high spot of the 
performance, with S. Tavasieff do-
ing the dance. In perfect order he 
threw 12 knives from his mouth 
and stuck them in the stage floor. 
Another highlight of the program 
was the number of Evening Bells, 
which was done by special request. 
In a lighter strain, the Cossacks 
sang a comic Russian song, and 
the Laughing Polka. 

The chorus ended its perfor-
mance with the Cossack salute, and 
the singing of the Star-Spangled 
Banner.

Renner To Speak 
Al' Oklahoma A&M 
Dairy Meeting 

K. M. Renner, head of the de-
partment of dairy manufactures, 
will be guest speaker for a three-
day dairy course at Oklahoma A & 
M, Stillwater, Okla., Nov. 16, 
17, and 18. The course is a combi-
nation of the dairy fieldsmen and 
dairy manufactures short courses. 

Prof. Renner will speak each day, 
his first topic being, "Present Sta-
tus of Butter Quality in Improve-
ment Program." His other two sub-
jects are "Maintaining Consumer 
Confidence in Our Milk Supplies" 
and "Stabilizing - Agents in Ice 

Resilita Thom experiments made 
at Tech will be used as examples 
in his speeches. Substitutes for sta-
blizing agents in ice cream have 
been used, such as corn flour, cake 
flour, and soy bean flour. Study 
is being made of their limitations 
and possibilities for use in this 
time of shortages. In spite of their 
food value, it is found that only a 
limited amount can be used with-
out affecting the desirable flavor 
of the ice cream. 

"Under normal conditions milk 
products are without peer, accord-
ing to Prof. Renner.

And lo, he packeth his grip; and 

he hoppeth into his jitney and say-

eth fill 'er up to the gas man and 

hurreyth on his way burning much 

APO Will Sponsor 
Service Project In 
Voluntary Recording 

Voluntary fingerprinting of Tech 
students will start Nov. 22 as a 
service project of Alpha Phi Ome-
ga, President Fike Godfrey an-
nounced today. Emphasizing that 
fingerprinting will be purely op-
tional, Godfrey said the project 
might be considered a part of 
Tech's war effort since the Office 
of Civilian Defense has asked that 
all civilians be fingerprinted as a 
means of identification. 

Alpha Phi Omega, a national 
service fraternity, has carried on 
fingerprinting on college campuses 
throughout the nation. At these 
other universities, which include 
Texas university, North Texas 
State Teachers college, TCU, and 
SMU, the project has met with 
success and been one of the most 
popular carried on, according to 
Dean James G. Allen, faculty spon-
sor of the local Beta Sigma chap-
ter. 

With the aid of the FBI and the 
local police force, Alpha Phi Ome-
ga is going to give Tech students 
an opportunity to cooperate. The 
fingerprints, filed with a national 
bureau, will be used for identifi-
cation purposes in case of accident, 
where other means of identifica-
tion are unavailable, Godfrey said. 

Fingerprinting will take place at 
central spots on the campus. Eight 
separate groups will direct the pro-
Jed. They are headed by Alpha 
Phi Omega members: Brac Big-
gers, Frank Vernon, Max Pinson, 
Marshall Rhea, Jerry Smyth, Clin-
ton Dee Wolf, Robert Hawes, and 
Joe Nix. 

The organization began making 
preparations for fingerprinting last 
Thursday when Lubbock Chief of 
Police Don Reeder spoke to the 
club.

Cloth Displayed 
In Museum Bears 
Interesting Past 

Samoan Tapa Article 
Species Of Mulberry 
Tree, "Samoa Ula" 

The Samoan tape cloth which is 
now on display in the museum, has 
an interesting history. The cloth is 
made from a specie of the mul-
berry tree. called by the natives 
"Samoa Ula", which grows straight 
in small stems not unlike raspberry 
canes, but with plants. While the 
plant is in the process of growth, 
it must be kept clean. The plant 
may attain a growth of twelve feet. 
When the bark shows a whitish 
tint, compared with the dark green 
of the plant, the stems are cut 
close to the ground. Numbering 
from one to two dozen, according 
to the size of the stems, they are 
made into bundles and transported 
to the village from the plantations. 

When taken to the house, the 
stems are covered for a week or 
so until the sap has been thorough-
liy dried. After this drying pro-
cess is completed, the sticks are 
stripped of their bark. The strips 
of bark are then rolled up in a 
wheel-like bundle, three to five 
feet in diameter and from two to 
three Inches in thickness. The bark 
is then unrolled and the outer bark 
or skin scraped off. 

Seven distinct sheds, each with 
a name, are used for scraping the 
bark. The clean bark is then tak-
en, placed together in pieces of 
four, and beaten out. When the 
beating is completed, each strip of 
bark Is taken separately and its 
fibres are opened sideways, with 
care. The several pieces are then 
classed according to size, and pla-
ced one on top of the other. Then 
one side of the layers of bark is 
weighted down with a heavy piece 
of wood, and the workers draw out 
the fibres. Each fibre is pulled as 
far as possible without breaking. 
One side being completed In this 
manner, the lot Is turned over, so 
that the side that was on the hot-
torn may receive the same treat- 
ment. 

The cloth thus formed is dried 
in the sun for several days, and 
then Is ready for painting. It is 
then spread over a wooden carved 
board, and a yellow or red clay Is 
scraped and sprinkled over the 
cloth, which is smoothed over with 
a ball made of the same material. 
The outline of the carved board is 
then noticeable on the cloth. 

With a brush made from the seed 
of the pandanus, and sap from a 
native tree for paint, the women 
painters trace these lines with dif-
ferent degrees of shade in the col-
oring matter. 

The tape cloth was presented to 
the museum by Reverend 
P. Gerhard, Episcopal Rector, Abi-
lene, Texas. The cloth was sent to 
him by a friend in Panga Pang, 
Samoa.

Average freshman score on pro-
nunciation Is 63.8 according to Miss 
Helene Blattner, associate profes-
sor of speech. 

Miss Blattner lead a discussion 
on an experimental study of test- 
ing of pronunciation at the first 
meeting of Quarterly club Wesnes-
day night. Miss Blattner has pre-
pared a pronunciation record test 
that has been given to 1,000 fresh-
man students at the University of 
Iowa. Results provided sufficient 
data for predictions as to what the 
average student entering college 
should know in regard to word 
pronunciation. 

An interesting phase in prepar-
ing the test was choice of words, 
says Miss Blattner. It is necessary 
to use words with only one right 
pronunciation, and words with re-
gional differences cannot be used.

The present test prepared by 
Miss Blattner Is now being used 
for army students taking metero-
logy in the University of Iowa. It 
can be used for any group of col-
lege students.

Sixty out of 1,691 students listed 
no preference. 

Statistics for last year, when 
2,860 were enrolled, also show Me-
thodist and Baptist churches with 
the large majority of Tech stu-
dents among their membership.

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STUDENTS of superior leadership ability on the Ole Miss cam- 
pus at the present time are often endowed with the presi- 

dency of three or four organizations. It isn't because these leaders 

wish to excell in every form of extra-curricula activity—it isn't 

because these students are so very superior that their associates 

want then to he the boss in every organization. It's merely be-

cause there is such a shortage of leaders on the campus that 

excessive offices are forced upon the students who have proved 

themselves capable. 

Is this an indication that there are not enough student lead-

ers on the Ole Miss campus? It is not. It is, however, an indica-

tion that some of the students who have leadership ability are 

too downright lazy and careless to care about participating or 

aiding in the functions of any organization. 

If there are no leaders being trained from the younger set 

of students, there will, after a few years, be no student leaders 

remaining on the campus. Then, what will the result be? The 

result will be, in all probability, a complete breakdown of all 
student-manipulated organizations. 

It is true that faculty members should have some part in 

the functioning of the various student committees and organi-

zations. This part should be achieved by cooperating with and 

helping the student leaders. But the actual performance of the 

job should be done by the student leaders, although it is im-

possible to complete the performance of any task on a university 
campus unless the cooperation of the faculty is obtained. 

Bringing the situation up to the present, it is evident that 
the training of students in leadership ability should be em-
phasized more than ever. Leaders of every sort are going to be a 
necessity when we begin our attempt at re-conditioning the 
world. The basic fundamentals for this ability is obtained right 
here. on a university or college campus. A student cannot be 
forced into a position of leadership—it is a matter that concerns 
the student himself. 

(Editor's Note—This editorial appeared in the columns of 
The Mississippian, the weekly publication of the University of 
Mississippi, and is reprinted here through the courtesy of that 
publication. 

We have reprinted this article here because of its relation to 
our own campus. More and more each day we come to realize 
the shortage of leaders on this campus, and it is interesting to 
note that other 'colleges and universities are suffering in the 
same manner. 

We feel, and have voiced this opinion in the past, that there 
is no need for political troubles at Tech. We strongly believe that 
there are enough leaders scattered across our campus to fill any 
person's shoes, no matter how great the former office holder 
might have been. 

Once again we urge, and shall continue to do so, that every 
individual become interested in the campus activities, Not only 
will it develop a good Techsan, but it will develop an excellent 
American. If we can learn to draw our own conclusions while 
here, and forget what we have been told was the right thing, 
then we are doing our part as citizens. It is time for every per-
son to think alone. There is no need to worry about friendships 
over trivial matters. 

We will earn the respect of every one of our friends if we 
form our own opinions and ideas about current problems. It is 
an indication of a good mind, and a sincere person. There is no 
better recommendation for a person than to have people know 
that he is a firm believer in his ideals, if they are socially and 
morally right, and that the person is a sincere and thoughtful 
individual. 

This will develop leadership, along with a small portion 
of responsibility, which will naturally come. We think that 
Techsans might profit by the lesson given in the article printed 
above, and that better students, citizens, Americans, Techsans 
will be the outcome of such thought.) 

THE smart college woman gets herself organized and goes shop- 
' ing instead of spree spending. The process calls for intelli-
gence, but it is fun and the results are both personally satisfy-
ing and provocative of general approval. You really get your 
money's worth when you quit spending and begin shopping." 
Lynn Christian, writing in the Oklahoma City University Cam-
pus, advocates planning before buying for college women. 

"AMERICA'S appointment with destiny depends in a large 
 measure on our vision and sincere effort to effect an endur-

ing understanding with Russia. The degree to which we succeed 
in gaining an amiable understanding with the Soviet Union would 
have a direct bearing on the duration of the present war and in 
the prevention of World War III." Professor Charles Prince, of 
the Indiana University science department stresses the need for 
immediate cementing of Russo-American friendship. 

"Our one aim is complete victory over our enemies and their 
way of life. To that end we expect our students to choose work 
which will equip them for leadership and service at this time. 
We know that our students will want this training as quickly 
as possible. Therefore, our entire program is planned to permit 
year-round attendance and a wide choice of necessary wartime 
studies. We shall cooperate with all students in their effort to 
obtain the best possible training in the time at their disposal. 

"We are determined, in spite of changes from peacetime 
policies, that standards of instruction and good learning shall 
not be lowered. No educational values will be sacrificed. 

"Our one goal for our students is that they become stal-
wart, understanding, and useful. That, we believe, is the heart 
of education, whether in peace or in war." At the start of its 
1943-1944 year, the Univ. of Miami, Florida, voices its academic 
aims, and, at the same time speaks for all colleges and univer-
sities in this nation at war.

If they light a cigarette, the match used goes back 
into the box. When the cigarette is finished, the stub is torn open, 
tobacco scattered and paper rolled tightly into a small ball. Such 
action prevents a fire hazard and eliminates unsightly trash. In 
classrooms, waste paper is left lying on the desk until end of 
class; then each student on his way out files by the waste paper 
basket and deposits his paper. 

Although it is not our duty to abide by or adopt army regu-
lations here, no harm would be clone if we Techsans practiced 
some, By "pitching in" and helping keep our campus clean, we 
would profit from our changed surroundings as a result. So the 
next time you unwrap a cherished candy bar, keep the wrapper 
to deposit in the nearest trash can. Not only will you feel better, 
but maybe it will be an example for someone who sees you.—G.J.

Calves Fed Milo, 
Cotton Seed And 
Hay In AH Test 

The department of animal hus-

bandry Is repeating a test begun 

in 1942 when 20 grade Hereford 

feeder calves were allowed to graze 
20 acres of mills maise in order to 
determine the feasibility of cattl-
ing down rano. At that time the es-
timated yield of mil° was one ton 
per acre. It required 90 days for 
the calves to consume the 20 acres 
of milo. While they were grazing. 
they were being fed one pound of 
cotton seed cake and one pound of 
alfalfa hay per calf per day. Aver-
age daily gains for the 90-day per-
iod was 1.78 pounds per, calf per 
day, and the cost based on the pre-
vailing 1942 prices was calculdted 
to be $7.57. 

This year's test, begun Tuesday 
will include 40 grade Hereford 
yearling feeder steers which were 
purchased by Tech in December, 
1942 as stocker calves, and fed as 
such until initiation of the recent 
experiment. The 40 yearlings will 
graze on 20 acres of mills (stan-
dard variety), which stands at an 
estimated yield of two tons of 
heads per acre. The field milo will 
be supplemented with two pounds 
of cake per steer per day. 

"It is not known how long it 
will take the steers to consume 
the feed in the field, but because 
they are older cattle and have a 
greater initial weight, it is esti-
mated that it will take them less 
time to consume the ratio In the 
field," stated W. L. Stange', head 
of the department of animal hus-
bandry, today. 

Results of this experiment will 
appear in the Toreador In detail at 
its conclusion.
