Crop Judgers Set Record 
The crop judging team suc-

cessfully defended its 1952 inter-
national championship last week 
and chalked up the best team 
record Tech has ever achieved. 
Rollie Taylor, Midland senior, was 
high individual scorer with 1,772 
points out of a possible 1,800. His 
score was 12 points under the 
all-time individual record, set in 
1952 by Bryan Close of Shamrock, 
a member of Tech's first national 
and international championship 
team. 

As a team, the 1953 crop judg-
ers from Tech set a new high of 
5,278 points out of a possible 5,-
400, bettering the national record 
of 5,246 set by Tech's 1952 team. 

In livestock judging, Tech's team 
piled up a score of 9,594 points 
out of a possible 5,000. Ohio State 
placed second, Colorado A&M 
third, Mississippi State fourth, and 
Texas A&M fifth. 

Menzies Places Fifth

was also high in individual honors, 
placing fifth in overall competi-
tion.

In Tech-HSU Tilt Has Book Exhibit 
Several records were broken 

in Texas Tech's 46-12 victory over 
Hardin-Simmons Saturday. 

Three fumbles recovered by the 
Raiders gave them a season total 
of 32, two better than the NCAA 
mark of 30 set by Colorado in 
1999. 

Halfback Bobby Cavazcis scored 
one touchdown to boost his season 
total to 80 points. This makes him 
the highest scoring Raider for one 
season in Tech history. The old 
high mark of 79 was set by Harold 
(Rosy) Crites in 1932. 

The 46 points scored by Tech 
gaVe them 928 points for the year, 
making them the highest scoring 
team in Tech history. 

The Raiders and Cowboys scored 
58 points in the game for the 
highest total in the 20 game his- 

y. 
A victory of 21 points establish-

ed in 1929 by the Cowboys was 
wiped out when Tech won by 34.

The case of a student being vs-

envied away from Texas A&Icel 
campus recently by some of his 
fellow Aggies has caused several 
students to come by the Torea-
dor office to read the letter in 
A&M's newspaper which caused 
the incident. 

Most readers are undoubtedly 
familiar with the details of the 
case. In brief. John Clark, a jun-
ior non-military student from 
Odessa, wrote a letter to the edi-
tors of The Battalion. In the letter 
Clark assailed some traditional 
A&M attitudes and traditions. On 
the night of Thursday, NOV. 2.1, 
a group of students loaded Claris 
and his belongings into his car 
and sent him away from the cam-
pus—to the tune of "The Aggie 
War Hymn" and "Boomer Sooner." 
Much publicity followed. 

Administrators of A&M under-
standably upset by the bad press 
notices that the college was re-
ceiving, unanimously deplored the 
mob action; but only one spokes-
man, the assistant dean of men, 
saw fit to deplore the fact that 
A&M is apparently unwilling to 
tolerate any criticism. 

The Battalion's editorial on the 
matter advocated that "those who 
were behind the expulsion of Clark 
should be punished for bringing 
discredit to A&M by acting as they 
did." 

The administration apparently 
did not agree entirely, since It 
announced. on NOV. 24 that the 
college had made a thorough in-
vestigation of the incident and "no 
further action is contemplated by 
the college." 

Letters concerning the affair 
filled the columns of The Battalion 
for several issues. Among them 
was one from Clark's mother, who 
said in part: ". . . You see, I am 
responsible. I made the mistake of 
teaching my son to be an indi-
vidualist, that his rightful herit-
age was Freedom of Speech and 
Freedom of the Press , .. As you 
bow your howls to give thanks 
if you do) this Thanksgiving Day, 

may your hearts swell with pride 
with your accomplishments . . . 
1Vith best wishes for your con-
tinued success in keeping the Col-
lege Administration under con-
trol." 

Here, in full, is the letter 
written by Clark and published 
in the Battalion both on Nov. 18 
and Nov. 20: 

Editors. The Battalion: 
Dear Darling Aggies, 

I read in Thursday's Batt 
where that some among you is 
again raising the ageless phrase 
of "Old Army has gone to Hell!" 

The reasoning that those 
gentlemen used in their little 
note of wisdom has indeed got 
entirely out of style now ex-
cept at A&M and other dark 
ages institutions. 

Why should a man be mad 
to go through hardships simp-
ly for the stupid reason that 
someone else had to go through 
them? 

It is a good thing that this 
line of "thought" does not pre-
vail in civilized parts of the 
world or all progress would 
stop. 

I am afraid you children are 
under the impression that a man 
is not a man unless he can) 
take physical punishment. 

I am truly sorry for you. You 
are wondering why that your

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niollment has steadily dropped, 
well why do not you look around 
you and take stock of some of 
your so called great traditions 
here and you will sec. 

You arc always malting fun of

ed today. Exact theme , of the 
yearbook will not be announced 
until it appears next spring. 

Whatever the theme, it will fol-
low a long line of colorful motifs 
which began more than a quarter 
of a century ago. 

Of the 28 annuals published 
since the college opened in 1925, 
the most favored theme seems 
to center around progress, build-
ing and expansion. Closely fol-
lowing is the "As Seen by the 
Camera" idea, 

Various Motifs Used in Previous 28 
which the 1943 edition was con-
structed. 

The 1944 La Ventana tad as 
its theme "The Victory Bells Will 
Ring Out"—this referred t o 
World War II. 

"The Greater Institution Which 
Is to Be" was the central idea 
for 1945. Music was the theme for 
the next annual. It was the "Hit 
Parade of 1946." 

In 1947 the "World" of Texas 
Tech was presented. The book 
was constructed around "The Ed-
ucational Heart of Texas" in 1948. 

"Through the Archway to Col- 
lege Life" was the central theme 
of the 1949 edition. This was 
followed by the Silver Anniversary 
issue in 1950. 

In the first yearbook, the 1926 
edition, a Spanish theme was car-
ried out. The division sheets were 
labeled with Spanish terms such 
as "Las Lindas" and "La Plaza." 

The 1927 publication had a 
western theme. It presented the 
life of a cowboy involved in a 
rodeo of college activities. 

Great scholars—past and pre-
sent were emphasized in 1928. 
Professions which graduates of 
Texas Tech could enter was the 
central idea for the 1929 La Ven-
tana. Color illustrations were fea-
tured. 

Rays of light through the win-
doW of one year of college life 
illuminated the yearbook in 1930. 
In 1931 there was a "Great 
Round-Up" staged in the year- 

• book, published on that famous 
ranch known as Tech. 

Coronado's search for hidden 
treasure was the theme for the 
1932 edition. In 1933, the annual 
framework was built around fos-
sils that inhabited the earth sev-
eral million years ago. "Texas 
Under Six Flags" was the label 
applied to the 1934 rendition. 

Informal caricatures of college 
life tied the 1935 La Ventana to-
gether. The 1936 edition pictured 
campus life and activities through 
the camera lAns. The theme was 
similar in 1937 and was titled 
the "Candid Camera." Unposed 
photos on figurative film were 
presented. A definite theme was 
not .carried out in 1938 because 
the editor felt that no one thing 
characterized the college. In 1939 
the annual w a s geared around 
modernism and originality of de-
sign. 

The progress made in the 15 
years of the college was recorded 
in the 1940 La Ventana. In 1941, 
campus life was presented 
"Around the Clock." 

The 1942 hook was called the 
"Highlight Edition." The front 
of the annual marks the really 
big event of 1942—the declaration 
of war. The rest is dedicated to 
giving a panorama of highlights 
in campus events.

The school was founded in 1872 
as Alabama A&M but the name 
was changed to the present one in 
1899. 

In signing for Tech, Coach Wea-
ver said that he was happy to be 
able to bring the team to his home 
town for this game. Weaver at-
tended high school in Jacksonville. 

Ralph Jordan, Auburn coach, 
said that he was tickled to be 
able to play Tech. He declared 
that the Gator Bowl will have the 
best game in the country. 

Before returning to Lubbock 
the Tech party made all arrange-
ments for housing the Raiders in 
Jacksonville and other details of 
the New Year's stay there.
