Of Higher Equation 
Despi5 , I act that  mathe-

matics first emerged as a science 
thousands at years before his 
birth. Dr. ft. S. Underwood of 
Tech's math facultj will neierthe. 

less-  be considered a "pioneer" in 
the field. 

Next semester. he will introduce 
what he believes to be  a  new 

course in the field. "Extended 
Analytic Geometry." 

Plane and solid geometry arc 

limited  to  two and three vari-
ables. respectively. Dr. Under-
wood's extended geometry is  an 
expansion  of these. It permits  a 
study of equations with any num-
ber of variables. 

A highly technical. 17-page 
article by Dr. Lodetsvood discus-
sing his new findings appeared  as 
the lead article in The American 
Mathematical Monthly for Octo-
ber. It was entitled ."Extended 
Analytic Geometry as Applied to 
Simultaneous Equations." 

Dr. Underwood began his re-
search more than 10 years ago 
and has now published four art-
icles relating to his extension of 
geometric principles. Several in-
stitutions have written him for 
more detail about his discoveries; 
he has yet to receive any indica-
tion that he has been preceded in 
this new field. 

Dr. Underwood who is listed in 
"Who's Who in the Southwest," 
has been a member of Tech fac-
ulty since 1927. He has written 
tour textbooks in the field of 
mathematics and is a frequent 
contributor to orot.-  ssional jour-
nals.

AN EDITORIAL  

More Than a Party Place 
A college Student Union Building should be con-

sidered co-curricular—not extra-curricular. 
This is the idea that appeared in a current pamphlet, 

"The College Union as an Educational Enterprise," by 
Virgil M. Hancher, president of State University of Iowa. 

Mr. Hancher explains his viewpoint by saying a 
Union, to be justified on a college or university campus, 
should be more than just a place to keep students off the 
streets and out of "joints." It should be thought of as 
part of the total educationatenterprise, as an integral part 
of the institution, as contributing a supplementary form 
of education—outside the classroom in one sense, but 
certainly not unrelated to it. 

Unions are getting to be more and more a part of 
college life—not just from the cup-of-coffee side, but 
also from the cultural and educational side. Tech is no 
exception. Our $544,267 building will be two years old 
this March, and it operates on a $10,800 yearly program 
budget. There is a great advantage in our building's 
being so new. Policies and program ideas are still being 
formed. These ideas come from us, the students. 

"The Union is the place for the students to become 
acquainted with the great painting, the great theatre, 
and the great music of the Western World," Said Mr. 
Hancher. 

Because of this idea, our Union had added luncheon 
music hours, lectures on foreign countries and painting 
displays to the calendar. The Union also offers instruc-
tion in bridge, ballroom dancing, square dancing, ping 
pong and billiards. Special events, such as the Football 
Forum, Apple Polish Hours and gift-wrapping instruc-
tions, are on the calendar. Informal dances are held every 
week-end. These are only a few of the programs that 
are educational, as well as lots of fun. 

"I would hope," concluded Mr. Hancher, "that the 
Union would be able to bring together faculty, alumni, 
friends and students in a closer relationship than is pos-
sible without such an organization." 

We can support our Union by being constantly 
aware of all activities, by making program suggestions 
and by participating in Union work. 

Since the Union is designed for our use, it cannot 
survive without our help and active interest.

The song about there being an 

awful lot of coffee in Brazil may 

have been true back in the hey-

day of the Andrews Sisters, but 

1954 finds a little different situa-
tion regarding quantity of the 
popular bean. 

So many rumors have been cir-
culated in the past year as to the 
Cause of currently high coffee 
prices that we decided to find out 
first hand just exactly what was 
going on. And we did—over a 
lunch of barbeque and, strangely 
enough, orangeade. 

Mr. Harry Carlos WrIcerlin of 
Curitiba, Parana, Brazil, was on 
the other side of the "big orange 
drinks," so the information came 
straight from the source of coffee 
—the home of coffer trees. Mr. 
Wekerlin should know what he's 
talking about, too, since coffee 
production in Parana, his home 
state, ranks second in the nation, 
and in Brazil, that ain't hay, 
brother. That's coffee. 

Frost In 1953 

It seems that back in the spring 
of 1953, just as the harvest was 
getting underway on the annual 
coffee crop, a killing frost blew 
over from the Andes, putting out 
of commission some 440 million of 
Brazil's five billion coffee trees. 
With Brazil producing over 50 per-
cent of the world's coffee, this 

was quite a blow. 

And, as if that weren't enough, 

Germany, England, and some oth-

er European countries, whose po-

pulace had been virtually with-

out coffee since before the war, 

suddenly got thirsty for the dark 

beverage. 

Well, we're still feeling the re- 

suit, and since it takes five years 
for a coffee tree to develop en-
ough to produce good coffee in 
quantities large enough to make 
it economical for harvest, we may 
continue to pay dearly for our 
great American habit for some 
time. 

Education Compulsory 

After thoroughly hashing over 
the coffee situation, we went on to 
an even more involved subject: 
education. Brazil has quite a 
scholastic set-up. Formal educa-
tion— book learnin', if you will•-- 
is compulsory for every child be-
tween the ages of seven and 11. 
Al ter this elementary training 
come four years of high school, 
three years in a preparatory 
institution, and then college. 

Universities and colleges are set 
up in the coffee country on three 
levels: small schools primarily for 
one particular subject (i.e. law); 
state supported institutions much 
like our state colleges; and federal 
universities. 

Warm Christmas 

Mr. Wekerlin, head of the in-
formation division of Parana's de-
partment of agriculture, has been 
in the States for some four 
months now, making a study of 
U. S. agriculture in Georgia, Ken-
tucky, North Carolina, Virginia 
and Texas. He plans to be home 
for Christmas. 

Even Christmas in Brazil would 
seem strange to us, coming as it 
does in the middle of the summer. 

Well, lunch was over, and we 
had a 2 o'clock appointment to 
blow up the Chemistry building, 
so the discussion was tabled. Mr. 
Wekerlin hasn't seen the last of 
Tech, though. He's scheduled to 

maim a campus tour Saturday 

morning, highlighted by a coffee 

break at the Union.
