Case Until Friday

The Interfraternity Council court has delayed 
the announcement of its decision in the Sigma 
Chi hazing case until Friday evening. 

Although th; courl has ~ade a decision., Pete 
Feather. IFC preside[\t , reported Wednesday al 
the Annual lFC Awards Banquet that the court 
said its decision was not fully prepared. The 
court will convene Friday at 5 p.m . to read its 
decision. 

Charges were brought against Sigma Chi Nov. 
7 by Feather, acting as prosecutor for IFC, on 
the grounds that the social fraternity violated 
IFC, college and state rules on collegiate hazing. 

Sigma Chi Responsible 
The prosecutor he ld Sigma Chi responsible for 

the "walking"' of two of its active members by 
the tratentity's pledge class. It was admitted in 
the trial testimony by pledge class members that 
they took the actives some 40 miles rrom Lub­
bock a nd left them wilhout means, other than 
by walking, to r.etwn lo Lubbock. 

lN THE TRIAL, Bill Wellborn, de fense coun­
sel, argi1ed that the action was not haz ing as 
defined by hazing statues or Texas law and tha t 
Sigma Chi's legal rights were denied in the case. 

At the Awards Banquet, Edsel Buchanan, 
director of intramural sports, addressed the 
assembled group or IFC officers and members, 
admi nistration officials and campus leaders, and 
members of the Alpine Trio, who provided the 
entertainment. 

Need For New Facility 
"I am looking forward to the day when we 

here at Tech can have a recreational building 
and gymnasium like other schools," Buchanan 

said. "'Sooner or later I think we will have one," 
h e continued. ' 

Buchanan spoke or the need for the new 
facility to provide a center where sports activ­
ities can be carried on every day from 7 a.m. 
until midnight. 

H e offered two ways to finance the building 
construction: (1) By a s tudent fee of $5 per 
semester or (2) By building the center onto 
the present men's gym. 

BUCHANAN PRAISED the fraternity system 
for being able to provide the best organized in­
tramural teams and the role students play in 
the planning or the intramural schedule and 
program.

The 1962 November elections were anything but "off year" elec­
tions for the moderates and liberals, both Democra tic and Republican. 

Alexander Wiley, Homer Capehart, and Walter Judd, all Republican 

stalwarts, were defea ted by their Democratic opponents. Carl Hayden 

defeated his Goldwater Republican challenger for the Senate race in 

Arizona. Gov. Edwin Mechem, a Goldwater supporter, was defeated 

by Democratic Jack Cam_?bell for the governor's race in New Mexico. 
Republican Iowa has a new Democratic governor. 

Here lo Texus, with one or two exceptions, the Republfoans went 
donrn to a crushing defeat. 

This election confirms what has been apparent for some time 
now: that is the so-called "conservative" candidates simply have little 

to offer the American voter . Many of these conservatives, with refer­
ence to West Texas and lower CaJifornia, are s imply frightened and 

conrused people, striking out blindly at first one thing and then an­

other. They are living in a world they don't understand, and un­
fortunately. the world won't stop for them to get off. 

Jn the realm. of domestic affairs, the 88th Congress would do well 
to consider the following problems: First, unemployment is stiU ttigh, 

and the slow extinction of the smaJI farmer is only going to sweU un­
employment in the citieS s till more. 

Second, we ore con\1lncet.1 that a Department or Urban Affairs ls 
needed and ought to be crealetl with all possible dbpatch. 

Third, a s tronge r Civil Rig hts stand by the Adminis tration and 
Congress is needed , especially in regard to federal housing and 
projects financed by national funds , in whole or in part. 

Fourth, fede ral funds to higher education for state supported 

institutions , as well as federal funds to school s supported by religious 
groups, if a method can be found which is in harmony with the recent 
decisions of the Supreme Court, can only serve to strengthen America. 

And, fifth, any tax cut suggested by Congress should be designed 
to stimulate the purchasing power of the middle and lower income 
bracke ts most of all. 

In foreign affairs, we must continue to su1>port the Uni ted Na­
tions, physicaUy und ClnanclaUy. The Cuban situation bas reaffirmed 
the usefulne'>s or the U.N. once more. It is in1portant that we con­
tinue to support India in the struggle to eject the Chinese Com­
munists from its t erritory. 

We ought, moreover , lo reverse our present policy of trying to 
force England into the Common Market. We oughl. instead, to put 
new pressure on France to admit England with terms whjch will not 
endanger the economic stability of the CommonweaH h. 

In conclusion. it is hoped that President K ennedy, after the 
experience of work ing with one Congtess. will depend more on the 
leaders of the liberal-moderate coalition to carry the Administration's 
program through Congress. The American government cannot be 
carried on the shoulders of one man. It won't work, it' s too heavy.
