Veterans Take Action On Ten-Point Program 

Rumblings from TWVA 

Former Student 
Cited For Action 
With Marines 

Ex-Techsan Harry S. Soladay, 
former Marine pilot who plans to 
return to Tech and holds the dis-
tinction of shooting down the first 
enemy plane over Okinawa, was 
recently cited with a fifth gold star 
in lieu of an Air Medal. 

Previous stars and the original 
medal were earned on dive-bomb-
ing missions with VMF 422, better 
known as the "Bochaneers", over 
southern Japan and Formosa. 

Soladay was forced down by flak 
over Ponape. On trying to return 
to his base in the Marshalls, he 
was forced into the water and into 
the company of a shark. Shortl y  
the Leatherneck was rescued from 
both. After overseas duty, Sola-
day returned to Eagle Mountain 
Lake, Fort Worth, where he was 
discharged. 

In the Navy from December 1942 
to November 1943 Soladay was sta-
tioned at the following points in 
the United States: St. Mary's, Nor-
man, Corpus Christi, and El Centro. 
Upon completion of the Naval ca-
det course, he became a marine pi-
lot as part of all naval classes do. 

Returning to civilian life Sora-
day went to work for Aluminum 
Awning Manufacturing company. 
Born In Carlsbad, N. M., Soladay 
is the son of Mr. and Mrs. Ray 
Soladay of Spur, Texas. His wife 
is the former Pat Patterson also 
of Spur.

Close in the wake of last week's 
tragedy, in which Billy Jo White-
head, 19, died from head injuries 
sustained on the Tech football 
field, is another that parallels this, 
In that news was announced Tues-
day of the death of Henry Frnka, 
jr., 17, who died as a result of 
injuries received in a high school 
football game last Friday. 

Frnka, son of Coach and Mrs. 
Henry Frnka, is a former resident 
of Lubbock. Coach Frnka is head 
football mentor at Tulane Univer-
sity. Frnka's father coached foot-
ball at Lubbock high school from 
1928 to 1930. He is a close friend 
of Texas Tech's Football Coach Del 
Morgan, having played football to-
gether at Austin college. 

* * * 
Morley Jennings, for 38 years 

closely connected with football as 
player, coach, and for the past six 
years director of athletics for Tex-
as Tech, observes that the injuries 
such as Whitehead received last 
week, causing his death, marks the 
first fatality in his experience with 
the sport In which he has been of-
ficially connected. 

* * * 
"Certainly the death of Billy 

Whitehead was a severe blow to 
every member of the coaching staff 
and squad alike," Mr. Jennings 
said. "Any history of athletic games 
will bear out that where bodily 
contact is made during.the partici-
pation of the sport, some injuries 
are fatal to players. 

"This is true in football, basket-
ball and other major sports. Al-
though it is a fact that some Amer-
ican games are rough, there Is 
abundance of competition and de-
velopment for the individual," Mr. . 

Jennings concluded. -

The truth of Mr. Jennings state-

ment is, in effect, a statement 
of a typical American trait. We 
play hard, work hard, and in every 
instance have an over-abundance 
of volunteers for commando train-
ing, paratroopers, marine raiders 
and other jobs during the time of 
war, that are both dangerous to 
mind and body.

Texas Tech is proud of it's ath- 

letic representatives. Their spirit 
of a game played clean, win, lose, 
or draw, Is enured in traditions of 
past great Red Raider teams. With 
school spirit typical of Texas Tech, 
the whole student body and fac-
ulty join with the parents and 
friends of these two fine American 
boys who gave their lives in sup-
port of a favorite American sport, 
in mourning and sympathy.

John Case Named 
Assistant Track 
Coach For 1946

John Case, veteran track star 
and assistant track coach at Texas 
Tech doesn't concede a thing to 
youth. At 37 Case can still outrun 
any man on his track team. In 
fact Case, who holds numerous 
college, A.A.U., and service track 
records, ran his fastest mile in 
1943 in the Central A.A.U. meet at 
Chicago at the age of 34. 

Case began his long track ca-
reer in a small Texas high school. 

"I didn't know that you could 
go any farther than the district 
In high school," he said in relatng 
his experiences. He entered his 
first A. A. U. meet in 1938, three 
years after leaving high school. The 
meet was being held at New Or-
leans and young Case had no 
money to ride a train so he net out 
to hitch-hike the thirteen hundred 
miles from his home to New Or-
leans. 

"I took daily work-outs along the 
way to keep in shape," he said. "I 
made the last part of the trip on 
a freight train and got to New 
Orleans just before dawn on the 
day of the meet." He won 3rd place 
In the 1500 meters. 

The next year, 1934, Cane entered 
Texas Tech and remained until 
early in 1938. While at Tech, Case 
net the Border Conference record 
for the 2-mile race. His best time 
for the 2 miles was made at the 
Fat Stock show at Fort Worth in 
1938. The time was 9:52 3-10, which 
still stands. 

For several years after leaving 
Tech, he participated in outdoor 
and A.A.U. meets in Chicago. There 
he net two records in the mile, one 
for 4:29 and a Central A.A.U. rec-
ord of 4:19 5-10, and one in the

He set 
a record of one hour and forty-
three minutes in the 15•mile event. 

After entering the army. Case 
set the one mile record for a serv-
ice track meet at Camp Crowder, 
Missouri. In the Little Olympics 
held for army and navy person-
nel at Nurenburg, Germany, Case 
made one of the most mpressive 
showing% of his long career. He 
won the 800, 1500, and 3000 meter 
cross-country events. placed 3rd in 
the hop-skip-jump, and 4th in the 
high hurdles, all at the age of 

35. 
The most prized of his trophies 

is the one he won for being high 
point man at the Nuremberg meet.

A three-foot circular brush saw

Sawing the trees and subsequent 
poisoning of sprouts has an ad-
vantage over pulling up roots with 
a bulldozer in that it does not 
tear up the pasture land. it was 
pointed out. 

Invading the Cotton Bowl at Dal-

las Oct. 5 the Red Raiders battled 
uphill to defeat the S. M. U. Mus-
tangs 7 to 0 and remain one of the 
few undefeated untied teams In 
the nation. Pigskin action kept 
30,000 fans, including over 3,500 
West Texans, so excited that a 
"hush" had to be requested by the 
officials in the last quarter just 
before Ed Robinett crashed over 
the Mustangs center for the only 
score of the evening. 

Tech's touchdown march started 
from their own 43-yard line where 
Dick Standefer faded 15 yards and 
heaved a 62 yard pass to Ralph 
Earhart who took it on the Pony 
ten and raced to the five before 
Mustang safety man Dave Moon 
brought him down. Charley Rey-
nolds then took it for no gain at 
left end, Leete Jackson picked up 
one on a line smash Then a pen- 
alty for backfield in motion set 
Tech back to the nine but was 
quickly corrected by Roger Smilh 
who bullet-passed to Robinett on 
the one-yard line. Here the offi- 
cials called for silence and on 
fourth down, Robinett crashed 
through the line to pay dirt. 

Roger Smith split the upright 
for the extra point. 

Tech's line play sparkled through 
out the contest and prevented the 
Mustangs from gaining a first down 
by driving the entire first half. 
Tuffy Nabors, Bernie Winkler, R. 
W. Moyers and Co-Captain Jim 
Reed looked especially well. The 
hard-charging Raider line gave the 
Pony backfield no rest and made 
them hurry, cutting down their ef-
ficiency. 

Statistics give S. M. U. the edge 
in every department. They gleaned 
eleven first downs to the Raiders' 
four, they were ahead in yards 
gained with 90 by rushing and 80 
via the air ways as against a total 
ground-air gain of 117 yards for 
the Raiders. The Ponies punting 
average of 36 yards was also best 
by 1.5 yards. 

This victory gives Tech a three 
to two edge over S. M. U. in their 
series so far and was the first 
defeat for the Mustangs this yeAr. 
They were tied by Temple at Phil-
adelphia on Sept. 28. 

Almost 1,500 loyal "Techs.s" 
journeyed to Dallas for the game, 
and over 1,500 more South Plains 
rooters brought the total to well 
above 3,500 They let their pres-
ence be known with a huge pep 
rally in downtown Dallas immedi-
ately upon arrival in that startled 
city and the 109 piece Matador 

Texas Tech's cross-country track 
team will meet the University of 
New Mexico team Nov. 9 In the 
first of a series of intercollegiate 
meets being scheduled for the team 
this fall. 

John Case, assistant track coach, 
announced that the start of the 
cross-country race would be timed 
to finish the race In the stadium 
at half lime of the football game 
between Texas Tech and the Uni-
versity of New Mexico. 

The course for the race will be 
laid out no that the runners will 
enter the stadium track at the 
northwest corner and proceeding 
in front of the west stands mak-
ing a half circle around the field 
finidhing up at the 50-yd. line 
on the east side of the field. 

A cross-country team Is com- 
posed of five members. Winners of 
a meet are determined by taking 
the total scores of all members 
of the team. 

This year's cross-country team is 
the first to represent Texas Tech 
in active competition since before 
the war, therefore Coach Case does 
not have any yardstick by which 
to measure the approximate  

 strength of his team. However, a 
squad of 26 men have been working 
out daily and will have about four 
more weeks in which to get in 
condition for the first meet. 

Coach Case has expressed a de-
sire to see more men turn out for 
the team.
