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West Texas Museum 
Has Bone To Pick 

Federal Inspection 
Of ROTC Is May 8-9 

Oar of the most unusual court 
battles in the history of West Tex- 
as is expected to get under way on 
May 6  at Levelland, with Texas 
Tech attempting to secure title and 
possession of what appears to be 
the skeleton of a prehistoric mam-
moth. discovered April 15 in the 
Oklahoma Flats section of Hockley 
county by two farm hands. 

D. C. Reed of Austin, owner of 
the farm on which the skeleton 
was  discovered, has executed a 
documentary tender of the bones 
to Tech as a gift, but the discov_ 
crers and defendants in the case, 
Stanley and F. M. Palmer, alleg- 
edly claim the skeleton by "right 
of discovery." 

Tech officials, believing that 
Reed was the rightful owner und-
er the sub-soil laws of Texas, filed 
suit Saturday - afternoon for title 
and posseession of the bones. 

Judge Dan Blair of the 72nd ju-
dicial district has issud a restrain-
ing order enjoining the defendants 
from removing their find from the 
jurisdiction of the court. 

Pending the court hearing on 
May 6, the bones are being kept 
in the Levelland court house under 
lock and key after removal from 
the Reed farm by W. Langston, 
college paleontologist, and a crew 
of students. 

Great care has been taken to 
prevent damage to th skeleton dur-
ing its removal. The bones were 
first coated with plaster of Paris 
to prevent breaking and crumbling. 
They will require much more treat-
ment before they can be assembled 
and placed in the West Texas Mu-
seum, providing the court, upon 
final hearing, finds for Tech in 
the title and possession suit. 

Tech paleontologists had as yet 
made no statement Wednesday 
concerning the exact classification 
of the skeleton, pending inspection 
of the teeth and bones. They had 
reason to believe, however. that 
it might be th remains of a mam-
moth, a prehistoric elephant which 
sometimes reached a height of al- 
most 14 feet and roamed over the 
earth at the same time as prehis-
toric man. Remains of mammoths 
have been found in the Pleistocene 
depsits, especially in Alaska and 
Siberia.

The right to select 
one's friends and associates and 
to form groups, clubs, and asso-
ciations, is a right inherent In the 
American Constitution and which 
has existed ever since this nation 
was founded. 

The right to form or join volun-
tary associations is Of primary 
value to democracy. Greek letter 
societies exist by virtue of that 
right. They have value in main-
taining good scholastic standards 
on a  campus, and in promoting 
proper conduct and acceptable 
campus citizenship. The para- 

ount concern of Greek letter so-

ieties  is  friendship and members, 

and  as a  group of friends, to give 
loyal support to the purposes of 
these organizations. Groups of 
friends of fine standards always 
contribute to the total culture. 
Every member should forthrightly 
meet the issue when thoughtless 
individuals turn their attacks on 
Greek letter socidlies. It is im-

portant to know the good points 
of Greek letter societies and it is 
important to help people under-
stand that the _exercise of this 
right is necessary in order  to  pre- 
srve democracy. 

The real issue in any effort to 
abolish Greek letter societies —
men's or women's—is whether col-
lege students shall enjoy the right 
to form voluntary groups. The 
right to form voluntary groups is 
the most vital right in a democ-
racy. Any study of our Democracy 
shows that it lives by tin, exercise 
of such rights. If  we  look at any 
town, we  see  Masonic orders, Ro-
tary, Kiwanis, clubs of all kinds, 
churches and  a  great Variety of 
groups. 

Before  we  go to college almost 
all of  as  belong  to some  kind of 
group  or  groups. When we leave 
college  we  will be members of 
various groups. It is inconceivable 
that for the few years we are in 
college, we should be denied this 
right which we had before we went 

to college and which we will exer-
cise all of  our  years after college. 

It  is a  right that should flourish 
on a  college campus. But let us 
remember that in order to enjoy 
this right  we  must first believe in 
the organizations or groups we 
join. We cannot even be a member 
of  a  church unless we first accept 
the creed and purposes of a church. 

Unfortunately, the attacks made 
on  Greek letter societies  are  not 
made on the basis of facts or 
thorough knowledge of our total 
society, hot one the lower level  

of appeal to emotional immaturity. 
the unadjusted and the frustrated. 

Let as be honest and admit that 
the opposition to sororities and 
fraternities Is due to their ack 
nowledged superiority in conduct 
and ideals and upon the failure 
of their real admirers to join or 
form associations of equal quality 
and reputation. Let us admit that 
the motive of the opposition is to 
Lear down that which all admire 
in their hearts, not to replace it 
with anything of equal or greater 
merit. 

Greek letter groups have existed 
since the founding of Phi Beta 
Kappa in 1776. All of them were 
not founded at one time. Addition-
al ones were organized as oppor-
tunity developed. That is the Am-
erican way. Greek letter societies 
have never sought to prevent oth- 
er  persons from organizing as 
groups of friends!
