Three men who recently discov-
ered the skeleton of a prehistoric 
mammoth on the D. C. Reed farm 
in Hockley county signed a release 
of their claim to West Texas Muse-
um Saturday in the offices of Cren-
shaw, Dupree, and Milam, attor-
neys appointed to represent Texas 
Tech in a title and possession suit. 

The hearing, scheduled for May 
6, in the 72nd district court at Lev-
elland, has been cancelled, accord-
ing to C. C. Crenshaw, Jr., of the 
law firm.  

D. C. Reed, owner of the farm 
on which the bones were discover-
ed, made a gift of the skeleton to 
the museum at Texas Tech. 

Stanley Palmer, F. M. Palmer, 
and J. F. Miller, discoverers of the 
skeleton, have been accorded the 
$250 previously offered by Tech for 
claim to the bones. 

Dr. W. C. Holden, dean of the 
division of graduate studies and 
curator of West Texas Museum, 
praised Stanley Palmer for his 
skill in uncovering the bones with-
out damaging them and stated that 
a plaque will be placed in the 
museum naming Palmer as the 
finder of the skeleton. 

The specimen has been tentative-
ly identified as an Archldiskodon 
mammoth, according to Dr. Hol-
den, and it probably lived In the 
late Pleistocene or early Recent pe-
riod. 

The skeleton is probably that of 
a young male, say paleontologists 
who have seen the remains, and 
w 4 e n reconstructed, will stand 
about 14 feet high at the shoulder. 

One trained man and assistants 
will require at least a year to re-
construct the mammoth skeleton, 
Dr. Holden states, and cost of re-
construction has been estimated at 
approximately $10,000. 

The remarkable preservation and 
completeness of the skeleton, he 
pointed out, gives great educational 
value to the find and makes it an 
excellent specimen for study in or-
der to learn more about the species.

Four Army Surplus 
Buildings Arrive 

Four wooden buildings, first of 32 
Army surplus to be placed here, 
reached Tech campus Wednesday 
afternoon. J. D. Leftwich, contrac-
tor, accompanied the group on its 
two day trip from Camp Barkley, 
near Abilene. 

Foundations for the buildings had 
been poured last week west and 
north of the Engineering building, 
and placement was started on their 
arrival. The first building was low-
ered from large trailers within two 
hours after arrival at Tech. 

Leftwich said all buildings would 
arrive within about two months, de- 
pending mostly on weather condi- 
ions. The caravan was bothered by 
high winds while at Lamesa during 
Tuesday night's wind and rain 
storm, according to the contractor. 

These buildings, which were used 
as office and instruction houses at 
Camp Barkley, are listed for stor-
age here according to blueprints of 
J. .B Moser, trucker who has con-
tracted for moving all buildings. 

Grazing Experiment 
Proves Successful 

Twelve steer calves carried 
stockers on the Tech farm for a 155 
day period showed an average daily 
gain of 1.3 pounds, it was announc-
ed Tuesday from the office of W. 
L. Sangel, dean of agriculture. 

The calves, which were grazed 78 
days on winter wheat and barley, 
supplemented by minerals, and fed 
11.8 pounds of began fodder per 
day In a dry lot for 77 days, now are 
being used in an irrigated pasture 
experiment initiated May 1. 

They were carried as stockers 
from Nov. 26 to April 30. Average 
initial weight was 432.7 and average 
final weight of 634.4 pounds, an av- 
erage gain of 201.7. 

The grazing experiment is design-
ed to determine the best mixtures of 
pasture grasses for irrigated pas-
tures to produce beef most econom-
ically. 

Six of the calves are being graz-
ed on an irrigated pasture of peren-
nial rye grass and alfalfa, while the 
other six are grazed on perennial 
rye, alfalfa and brome grass. 

When these plots are grazed down 
they will be moved to pastures of 
other grass mixures. 

Observaions will include t h e 
amount of gain on the various grass 
mixtures and the period each mix-
ture will graze the six calves. 

Edwin Dawson, graduate student 
in animal husbandry is in charge of 
the glazing experiment, which is a 
joint enterprise of the animal hum 
bandry and plant indusry depart-
ments.

VA Says Ex-GI Is 
Good Loan Risk 

Ex-GI Joe thus far has proved 
to be a good loan risk, according to 
latest Veterans Administration fig-
ures on defaults for loans guaran-

o s teen by the Government under the 
Service men's Readjustment Act 
GI Bill), 
As of March 25, VA had approved 

for guaranty more than 643,000 
home loans with a face value of 
$3,642,000,000 and carrying guaran- 
tee cornmitments of $1,707,000,000. 

As of the same date, claims had 
been made against the guaranty 
by lenders in only 212 home loan 
cases, and 42 of these subsequently 
were withdrawn by the' claimants. 
Of the remainder, 135 claims in the 
net amount of $235,400 have been 
paid—and this amount will be re-
duced by further recovery through 
liquidation of security for the loans. 

VA said the small number of cur-
rent defaults could not be expected 
to reflect the long-term trend. The 
loans are made repayable up to 25 
years. The contracts have been ne-
gotiated since September, 1944, 
when the program went into effect. 

Casualties among veterans who 
went into business with the aid of 
GI loans are considerably higher. 
Of 59,450 such loans totalling $187,-
000,000, some 960 have resulted in 
claims. VA has paid 732 for $680,-
000, also subject to further recov-
ery through liquidation of assets. 

VA said business loans are made 
repayable in much shorter periods 
of time than, real estate loans, 
therefore a higher rate of defaults 
during the 2 1-2 years of operation 
of the GI Bill is to be expected. 

Only 26,700 farm loans, had been 
approved by VA through March 25. 
Claims had been filed against 68, 
of which 42 had been paid in the 
amount of $31,700. Farm loans may 
be amortized over periods up to 40 
years. 

On the other side of the ledger, 
VA said that 12,590 loans of alj 
types had been repaid in full by 
March 25. These included 7,698 
home loans, 3,920 for business and 
972 for farms. Their aggregate 
face value was $42,470,000,

Admittance of Tech to the South- 
west Conference is a good topic for 
discussion at any time. Here is a 
little fuel to add to the fire on this 
subject. This dope can be classi- 
tied as rumor if you wish, but it is 
pretty close to being the straight 
stuff. 

Tech will become a member 
of the Southwest conference when- 
ever she decides the time is right 
to enter. Of the seven members 

opposed to letting Tech in, accord- 
ing to our source in the newspaper 
circles. Of the other six, Arkansas 
is -  willing, as long as it does not 
impair her relations with the con- 
ference. And since It won't she 
will vote "aye" whenever it comes 
time to vote. Three of the remain- 
ing five are definitely hot on the 
idea of admitting Tech. The other 
two are lukewarm, but will vote in 
favor of Tech. 

Tech will enter the Conference 
with the same status that Arkansas 
holds. That is we won't enter into 
conference play in baseball, since 
the trip to Lubbock is too costly for 
all of the members to make the trip 
every spring. Track, tennis and 
golf teams compete in conference 
meets that designate the champion 
and Tech would enter these meets. 
We are already competing in the 
same league with the Southwest 
conference fencing teams, in fact 
Tech won the first and second 
places this spring. 

The rumor that the conference 
will play football schedules like the 
Big Nine isn't true. The Big Nine is 
set up so.  that each member must 
play every other member once 
every three years, and must play at 
least six conference games a year. 
This allows the schools to maintain 
their traditional rivalries and still 
play the rest of the conference 
teams every year or so. But the 
Southwest conference will continue 
as it is now, with every team play- 
ing a complete conference schedule  

every fall. So If it came to a vote 
tomorrow, Tech would become a 
member. Because the pressure on 
the one dissenting vote would be 
so strong that they would change 
their viewpoint, 

The tennis team is entering the 
conference meet in Albuquerque 
this weekend with a record of five 
wins, two losses, and one tie. They 
defeated McMurray, ACC, Hardin- 
Simmons, West Texas, and New 
Mexico, split with Texas Mines for 
a tie, and lost to SMU and TCU. If 
they can bring back the champion- 
ship it will be the first in the chap- 
ters of tennis history, as far as we 
can find out, here at Tech. 

The golf team finishes up their 
season also with the conference 
meet Saturday. This will be 36 
holes of medal play, with the low 
team total winning the crown. Up 
to here the golf team has a 500 per 
cent average, they beat Hardin- 
Simmons twice, and New Mexico 
A&M and ACC once, lost to Texas 
Mines. New Mexico, SMU, and TCU 
and tied McMurray. Allow us one 
prediction for this week and we 
will take D. H. McKinney as the 
Bo rder Conference individual 
champion for this year.
