‘Concern’

A group of Lubbock citizens for-
mulated initial plans Waednesday
for a “mutual interest” committee
to oppose the “potential threat” to
Texas Tech from Gov. Connally's
proposed higher education systems.

“We realize the potential threat
to Tech and the community if the
school becomes technical,” said Ed
Bray, spokesman for the group.

“However, our immediate aim is
just to keep in touch with the prob-
lem,” he said. “We don't want to
jump into anything until we know
exactly what is happening and the
proposals are in bill form before
the legislature.

“Also,” Bray continued, ‘“we sug-
gest an active campaign to get stu-
dents to talk to their parents and
encourage them to write to their
congressmen — this will insure
opinions from all parts of the
state.

Asks Organizations’ Help

“We fell that some organization
—possibly off-campus, like the Ex-
Students’ Assn.—with the neces-
sary time and concern should do
some work on this proposal and
spread the fact.”

According to Bray, many towns-
people realized the ‘“potential
threat” to Tech when Gov. Connal-
ly's announcements was made last
week, but others became more a-
ward after reading the editorial in
Wednesday's Daily Toreador.

Opposition was also shaping in
other fronts against the governor's
proposal.

Houston Protests

In a telephone interview Wednes-
day representatives of the Univer-
sity of Houston “Cougar’” told the
Toreador that they were “..against
going with the Texas University
System because of the difference
in the schools.”

Earlier in the week, the president
of UH conducted a press confer-
ence 1n which he read his statement
to the Texas Legislature, opposing
Houston's inclusion with the Aus-
tin school.

“We do not believe the overall
benefits of area leadership will
help the Umniversity of Houston."”
he said, “ ... because University of
Texas regents don't know our prob-
lems.”

The “Cougar"” reports that a leg-
islative committee has been as-
signed to study his report.

Tech

A decision to continue Texas
Tech's membership in the Texas
Intercollegiate Student Assn. and
to join the United States Student
Government Assn. (ASG) was
made by the Student Council Wed-
nesday.

BA Rep. Tom Craddick said the
TISA program offered relatively
inexpensive European tour pro-
grams to students of member
schools and he felt Tech students
would benefit from retaining
membership.

Amendment Added
To Change Name

The Student Council yesterday voted to back the
“four university system” bill introduced into the Legis-

lature Wednesday morning.

Council members took the action after more than an
hour of debate on the bill placed before the Senate in a

suprise move by Sens. H. J.

(Doc) Blanchard, Lubbock,

and Dorsey Hardeman, San Angelo.
Agricuiture Rep. Floyd Collins made the motion that the Council
support the four university system bill as in the best interests of Texas

Tech.

The motion carried an amendment made by

Anderson urging, “

. that this system be given a name that will ap-

propriately denote its multi-purpose.”

The amended motion passed
18-6.
In the debate over the resolu-

tion, A&S Rep. Jim Hackney said,
“This (the bill) brings Doc Blan-
chard up to zero in my book. I
don't particularly like the school
arrangement in the system, but I
think the Student Council should
support the move. It is better than
any suggested before.”

Anderson debated, “We have
seen the faculty, students and even
some of the towmnspeople behind
us. We would like to stress that
we have never been against the
governor’s proposal but the plac-
ing of Tech in a technoiogical sys-
tem.”

He said he was In favor of the
bill but felt an amendment was
needed to express the Council's
position on the name change.

Arguing against Anderson’s
amendment, Engineering Rep.
Mike Stinson said, “We are in-
volved in a life or death struggle
and it's’ not over a name change.
What we want is to be he head of
a umversity system.

“Let's leave the name change
1Issue secondary and fight it later.”

A&LS Rep. Marcia Winkleman
commented, “If we do support this
bill we must make it ¢clear how we
feel about the name change.”

During the debate, Council Pres-
ident Ronnie Botkin permitted
persons in the audience of about
40 to express their opinions,

Jim Richardson, a member of
the Joint Name-Change Commuit-
tee, said, “I think we need to con-
sider that if we support Sen. Blan-

chard's bill it could still be con-
strued as supporting Sen. Blan-
chard’s position on the name

change."

Stinson followed up, ‘“‘He makes
a good point. We do not know the
context of Sen. Blanchard's bill or

the Governor's. We should wait
until we know."”
Phil Roberts, chairman of the

Committee of Interested Students,
answered, “We can only act on
what we know, we have waited for
the Govermor but he hasn't said
anything that will clarify his posi-
tion."”

After the Council called the mo-
tion (0 a vote and it passed on a
roll call vote, representatives then

debated how to implement the
resolution.
Stinson blasted what he ¢on-

sidered administration indifference
to student opinion and said that
the Council should try to get ad-
ministrative help.

“We are goilng to have to ask
why our administration has re-
mained silent for three or four
YEears.,

“We are going to have to ask
why our president has remained
silent on this and other issues for
the last three or four years."

Stinson also blasted the state-
ment of the mavor of Lubbock
which appeared in The Daily Tor-
eador oQpinion poll Wednesday.

“I move that the Student Coun-
cil pass a resolution that the pres-
ident of our college muake known

Legislation
Calls For
New Plan

Two West Texas senators intro-
duced the first bill in the Texas
Senate Wednesday calling for re-
alignment of state-supported col-
leges under four university systems.

Under the plan co-sponsored by
H. J. (Doc¢) Blanchard of Lubbock
and Dorsey Hardeman of San An-
gelo, Texas Tech would head a five-
college division. Other system lead-
ers would be the University of Tex-
as, Texas A&M University and the
University of Houston.

The bill proposes to create the
four systems onented more along
ceopraphical lines instead of the
three based along functional lines
called for by Gov. John Connally
last week.

TT College System

Included in the Texas Techno-
logical College System besides Tech
would be West Texas State, Angelo
State College, Midwestern Univer-
sity and Sul Ross College.

Rep. Reed Quilliam of Lubbock
told reporters Wednesday that he
plans to introduce an identical bill
In the House today.

The bill would abolish the re-
gents and boards of directors of
seven schools as of Sept. 1, 19695,
and would place those schools un-
der control of each of the systems.

Tentative arrangements of the
schools placed North Texas, Texas
Woman's University, Pan American
University, East Texas State, Tex-
as Western and Southwest Texas
State under the University of Tex-
and Texas A&I, Stephen F.
Austin, Arlington and Tarleton un-
der A&M.

Houston System

The University of Houston would
control Lamar State, Texas South-
ern and Sam Houston State and
other teachers colleges n that area.
the bill, the teyms of all
and directors—includ-
ing Texas, Texas A&M, Houston
and Tech would expire on the
effective date of the legislation.

The governor, with confirmation
of the Senate, would appoint nine
new members to each of the four
system boards.

Blanchard also announced vague
plans to put Arhngton under ithe
Tech system at a later date.

Probably the biggest thing in
music these days is folk music. Of

course, as with any fad, there is
bound to be some vulgarity of the
original 'thing, and, in looking for
a folksinger to interview, we kept
this in mind.

We were beginning to think
that our search was pretty futile
until we heard of a group called
The New Fruit Jar Drinkers.
Having once heard them, we knew
them to be just the sort of group
we had in mind — one which
somehow knew the music they
were performing.

So, It was with a great elation
that we set out to interview one
of its members, Tech student
James Howell.

Toreador: I guess the most ob-
vious ‘thing to start out with
would be to ask you where the
name came from.

Howell: The name is taken from
the original “Fruit Jar Drinkers,”
a string band of Uncle Dave Ma-
con’s. All the members of our
group have a lot of respect for
Uncle Dave Macon, so we decided
to use that name.

Toreador: I'd hate to give you
any sort of comparison to the New
Christy Minstrels, but your name
1s sort of like that. Who's in your
group?

Howell: Well, we've got Pat
Patrick; he plays guitar, harmon-
ica, autoharp, and twelve-string.
Pat’'s a teaching assistant in Eng-
lish here. Then there's Jimmy Gil-
more, who's probably the finest
flat-picking guitarist in Lubbock
as well as being one of the best
harmonica players. He also plays
mandolin and twelve-string. And
I play banjo, guitar and kazoo.

Toreador: How long have you
been a group?

Howell: About six or seven
months. We felt that we were the
only three people in Lubbock who
knew anything about real folk
music, and we still think we're the
'only three who can play it. Don
Lee Smith might be an exception
to this. We have a lot of respect
for him.

Toreador: Generally, what areas
of the folk idiom do you concen-
trate on?

Howell: Well, to start out, we
consider ourselves to be the only
true folk group in Lubbock, and
we do just about every aspect of
American folk. We sing some of
the contemporary songs of writers
like Bob Dylan, Pete Seeger, Jesse
Fuller. Jimmy does some blues. Of
course, we do a lot of Woody
Guthrie, and we also do some old-
timey music as done by Doc Wat-
son, “Tom'" Ashley, Buell Kazee,
North Carolina Ramblers, and a
few other modern string-bands
like our own — Old Reliable, New
Lost City Ramblers, Greenbrier
Boys.

Toreador: There’'s got to be
some reason for your group. I
mean why do you want to get to-
gether in the first place, for the
kicks or what?

Howell: I think that Pat’'s In
it for the kicks primarily. Of the
three of us, Jimmy is probably the
one with the greatest idea of mon-
ey. I personally am in pursuit of a
goal—it's my aim to desophisticate
the urbanite in order to make him
a connoe.sseur.

Toreador: A most noble aim, but
where could your group be heard
around?

Howell: We've had several en-
gagements In some of the little
towns around Lubbock — Little-
field, New Home, Idalou, like that,
then there's been hoots on cam-
pus we've done. We did a museum
program, and we've done banquets.

We’'ll play just about anywhere,
usually for free.

Toreador: I think you've hinted
around at the answer to my next
question, but we might as well
make it definite. What’s your opin-
ion of the modern folk scene?

Howell: I have a lot of respect
for folk performers. Underscore
folk. It might be very good now
to define folk. First off, I like to
put folk singers in three classes.
One is the minstrels: those who
have an urban background but
who respect, or observe the idiom
when they sing. Seeger is probab-
ly the best, but in other idioms,
like blues, there's Van Ronk, and
John Hammond.

The traditional performers, i.e.

Doc Watson, Mississippi John
Hurt, Uncle Dave Macon, Gus
Cannon, are all performing (or

were performing) in a rural tra-
dition in which 'they grew up.

And there are the contemporary
song writers — Dylan, Ochs, Pax-
ton, Seeger, Jim Garland, Joe Hill,
and Woody Guthrie — all of
whom are (were) writing in the
idiom of American folk music.
Groups or soloists calling them-
selves folksingers but either lack-
Ing knowledge of traditional
American music, or ignoring tra-
dition are detested by members
trying to keep the American mu-
sical heritage alive. And I think
you know exactly who I mean by
that.

Toreador: Yes, T think I do. Any-

way, thank you very much for
your time.
Howell: You're welcome and

goodnight, ‘“‘Playboy.”
Toreador: Toreador. Sorry.
