F. Stubbs, professor of chemistry
at Texas Tech, was presented the
John Dustin Clark Medal at a

. meeting of the Central New Mexi-
. co Section of the American Chemi=
g cal Society here Friday.

The award honors Dr. Stubbs,
former director of the College Di-
vision at New Mexico Institute of
Mining and Technology, for meri-
torious service in the field of chem-
istry in New Mexico,

Dr. Stubbs was a member of the
faculty of the Socorro College from
1946 to 1963, serving in the ca-
pacities of professor of chemistry
and head of the department be-
fore becoming director. He joined
the Tech faculty in the fall of
1963. 3

A native of Sterling, Kansas, Dr.
Stubbs earned his bachelor’s de-
gree, master's and Ph.D. degrees
from the University of Chicago. In
1960 he received an honorary doc-
torate from Sterling College. For
many years he headed the depart=-
ment of chemistry at Carthage
College before becoming professor
of chemistry and head of the de-
partment at Tennessee Polytechnic
Institute in 1944.

He is a past president of the
Southwestern and Rocky Mountain
Division of the American Associa-
tion for the Advancement of Sci-
ence, and a past chairman of the
New Mexico Section of the Ameri-
can Chemical Society. He is also
a past chairman of the East Ten-
nessee Section.

AUSTIN, Tex. (AP)—A three-
judge federal court had before it
Friday a mass of statistics and
other data which the U.S. Justice
Department says proves Texas'
poll tax discriminates against
‘Negroes.

U.S. Atty. Gen. Nicholas Katz-
enbach’s office filed a 118-page
brief, plus two thick -volumes of
supporting data, in the govern-
ment's case to wipe out the poll
tax as a Texas voting requirement.

The court will hear the case
Dec. 1. Both the government and
the state plan to call no witnesses,
relying instead on depositions and
other documentary evidence.

Named as defendants are the
state of Texas, Austin and Travis
County officials and election judges
and leaders of the Travis County
Demacratic and Republican par-
ties.

The government's brief contends
that the tax was deliberately im-
posed to deter Negro voting.

Tax collectors, the brief said,
have “vast discretionary opportuni-
ties for furthering or frustrating
the payment of poll taxes. They
can make distinctions and grant
or withhold conveniences along ra-
cial lines. This discretion in the
poll tax program, coupled with an
environment hostile to Negro as-
sertiveness, served to minimize
Negro political participation in

Of Smog,

Lights, Impressions

EDITOR'S NOTE: The following story was
written by o Toreador staff member who
recently returned from a convention trip
to Los Angeles. The opinions on the city,
the people and the smog were made from
““first Impressions’ over a five-day period.

Los Angeles—glamor city of the
West—home of the stars, fabulous
houses, restaurants and smog.

Los Angeles, a city of lights, of
beauty, of ugliness, a city of
friendly people and of unfriendly
people. Los Angeles—a city.

Flying over Los Angeles at night
is like walking through a field of
fireflies in the spring. Inevery di-
rection there are lights—all col-
ors, all shapes, all sizes. As the
airplane slowly makes its descent
into Los Angeles International Air-
port, one suddenly becomes aware
of becoming engulfed in an ocean
of lights—soft lights, harsh lights,
blinking lights, monotonous lights.

The beauty of Los Angeles
comes from the many modern
buildings, homes and parks located
within the city. The new civic cen-
ter located in downtown Los An-
geles is one of the most fascinating
complexes of auditoriums, theaters
and coliseums in the world,

Although the complex is still be-
ing built, enough of the buildings
have been completed to make a
tourist stand with mouth open in
awe at the architectural genius and
beauty being built for the better-
ment of the culture of the people
of California.

Ugliness in Los Angeles is typi-
fied by the smog which burns the
eyes and nose and clings to the
clothes and skin and is inhaled in-
to the lungs for the greater part
of a day. The people of Los An-
geles—or so it seems—never see
the sun in a clear blue sky but
must gaze constantly at a dull yel-
low ball in a smoke-filled sky.

There are in Los Angeles, as in
all cities, the friendly and the un-
friendly. The friendly are very
friendly and the unfriendly are
very unfriendly.

Among the unfriendly in Los
Angeles were many of the waiters
who seem to think they are doing
you a favor to wait on you, es-

pecially at the better known res-
taurants where the plates are gone
before you finish and the scowls
are enough to make you stop eat-
ing.

But then there are also
friendly waiters and waitresses,
usually at the small hamburger
shops, who almost make you for-
get the rude treatment at the
other establishments. They treat
you as if you are a regular cus-
tomer, although they have never
seen you before and probably will
never see you again.

The people in general are less
friendly than in Texas and a native
Texan at times feels lonely for
the smiles and ‘“howdies” that he
encounters on the streets of the
large cities as well as the small.

At the end of a trip to LA, the
tourist climbs aboard the plane
and climbs above the smog and
looks down upon a city. Perhaps
Los Angeles has a little more
smoke and a few more people, but
below the plane it is just another
city, a city that after the first
visit can lose its glamor, but can-
not lose its individual ugliness and
beauty.

Boston, Mass.—(I.P.)—Colleges
and universities across the country
are talking about the morals revo-
lution on the campus, but one
university is doing something about
it.

Northeastern University recent-
ly announced publication of a
unique book which discusses both
contemporary student views and
traditional social attitudes toward
such controversial topics as college
cheating, dating and sexual be-
havior, student freedoms and ac-
companying responsibilities, and
challenges to student religious
thought.

Distributed to the entering
freshman class this year, the book,
entitled “Stepping Stones or
Stumbling Blocks: Basic Decisions
in College Life,” is a publication of
the Russell B, Stearns Study, a na-
tionwide center for the ‘study of
college social and ethical stand-
ards.

Emphasizing the wide-spread
concern among educators about the
nature and problems of today's col-
lege students, Northeastern Dean
of Students Gilbert G. MacDonald
stressed that the publication will
be used to implement in-depth dis-
cussions of the topics included as
well as other related areas.

“Students will be asked to read
the book and give us their candid
comments and suggestions in order
that we may best determine how
to approach these problems,” Dean
MacDonald said. “Based on these
student discussions,” he continued,
“it is planned to revise and enlarge
the book to include other topics
such as the use of alcohol, vandal-
ism, group responsibilities of fra-
ternities to the non-college com-
munity, or such other material as
may be deemed significant.”

Since its inception in 1961, the
Stearns Study, which is headquar-
tered here, has been engaged in re-
search into a number of current
social problams in cooperation
with several colleges and universi-
ties. Dr. Charles W. Havice, dean
of Chapel and chairman of the De-
partment of Philosophy at North-
eastern serves as Chairman of the
Stearns Study.

As author of the chapter,
and Your Faith,” Dr. Havice at-
tacks the popular treatise that
education is the enemy of reliigous
belief. Other chapters: “You and
University Education,” ‘“Freedom
and Responsibility,” “Sex and the
College Student,” “A Critical Look
at College Cheating.”

The first chapter discusses the
meaning of a university education
and a definition of today's Educat-
ed Man. Students are advised to
expect and welcome radical chang-
es in their individual development
and the opportunity to become
exposed to new ideas and new per-
sons of diverse backgrounds.

The freedoms and responsibili-
ties of the college student are dis-
cussed in the second chapter with
special emphasis being placed on
the importance of recognizing the
fact that one’s own sense of free-
dom must not impair that of an-
other.

Chapter three is concerned with
problems relative to relations be-
tween the sexes with student
quotes conveying the definite im-
pression that the “new morality”
is proving unsatisfactory to many
collegians.

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Retailing Field Offers
Women ‘Equal Rights’

Equal rights for women is a cry
that has been sounded by the fe-
male sex since time immemorial.
Although women now have the
right to vote and have many job
opportunities, their rights in no
way equal those of men.

Women may do the same job,
but their pay is usually less. Re-
tailing offers women more oppor-
tunity for advancement and high-
er salaries than any other profes-
sion.

One coed said the reason she
chose to major in retailing is it is
the most lucrative field a woman
can enter. 3

She can also go into many areas
with this major, such as store
manager, department head, buyer,
merchandise manager, sales pro-
motion manager and credit manag-
er.

Greatest Opportunities

Irma Morrison, a junior retail-

ing major, gave the reason she|

chose this field;

“I feel the greatest opportuni-
ties for men and women are in the
field of business. I started in edu-
cation, as many girls do, but I felt
the field of teaching was becoming
so limited there was little need
for teachers in the areas I was in-
terested in.

“In the past, business has been
a man's world with women having
only secretarial jobs. But today
more and more are moving up to
the executive level. Retailing offers
more opportunity for reaching this
level than any other field open to
women."”

Karen Hoffman said concerning
the subjects required for this
major :

“They are difficult and time-
consuming, but extremely inter-
esting. It is a demanding field
which can't easily be combined
with a family and marriage.”

Another student agreed with
Miss Hoffman Dby describing re-
tailing as a profession which re-
quires dedication.

“This is the only disadvantage
to such a career,” she said, “be-
cause to hold a position such as a
buyer, a person must often work
60 to 80 hours per week, leaving
very little time for household
duties.”

Possible To Combine

Miss Morrison, however, dis-
agrees.

“Retailing is a demanding field,
but I feel that I can combine it
with a family without neglecting
either. In fact, I plan to,” she
said.

A background in retailing helps
women become better housewives,
she said.

“T will be more aware of manag-
ing, prices, economics, handling
money, purchasing and saving,”
Miss Morrison said.

“Retailing opens your eyes to
things an ordinary housewife
wouldn't know. Signs in depart-
ment stores become more mean-
ingful, and one learns that sta-
tistics lie,” one coed said.

Offers Versatility

“Another attractive feature,” she
said, “is that the professions avail-
able in this area offer a variety of
duties that make any job more in-
teresting. Some people believe a
buyer merely goes to market and
purchases goods for a store.

“*However, there are many more
duties such as coordinating fashion
shows, planning displays, coordi-
nating each theme and all mer-
chandise with the policy of the
store, making certain the store is
not over or under-stocked, keeping
within a certain budget, and try-
ing to remain in an ‘open-to buy’
position.”

All the girls agreed that men are
still prejudiced against women in
the business field.

“It is still difficult for meén to
accept the idea that women have
any business sense,” Miss Morrison
said. 'Also, men can’t stand the

thought of women maintaining po-
sitions on their leve:.™
Women Too Emotional

Another student cited a cause
of prejudice.

“Men believe that women are
too emotional and can't stand
pressure. The business world is no
world for them.”

The consensus among the girls
was that prejudice arose primarily
from the old theory that men were
the chief bread-winners and should
not allow their wives to work.

Although more women fill o~cu-
pations today than ever hefore and
many work to put their hisbands
through school, these out-dated be-
liefs are still evident.

Most men allow women to work
without giving them proportionate

Challenges

Logic Of Convictions

| “You're taking philosophy ?
Aren’'t you afraid they’'ll make an

| atheist of you?”

That's a common misconception
often dealt with in the field of
philosophy, according to Dr. Zu-
holi Foruki, Tech philosophy pro-
fessor

His answer: ‘“Philosophy never
destroys faith; it only forces a

person to think. Those who cannot
think fear this. You are pulling out
|the carpet from under their tra-
ditional beliefs and they cannot
| find a logical answer to support
them. Those who lose their faith
|are stupid.”

There are two methods open to
a course in philosophy,
Foruki. The ex-

|
| teaching
[according to Dr.
| ternal approach reduces it to a
|c0t rse in facts where students
[ memorize philosophers and their
ideas and repeat them on exami-
nations.

| Dr. Foruki follows an internal
approach. The facts are available,
[ but the student is asked to reason,
|to think logically and to arrive at
some sort of identity.

Classes under Dr. Foruki study
modern Western thinkers and af-
tempt to analyze their logic, find
the flaws, if any, in each man’s

thinking and grasp the idea of
logical thinking. Philosophy, more
than any other course, forces a
student to think for himself. He

must support his traditional beliefs

with sound logic. Philosophy does
not attempt to outmode or tear
down anyone's beliefs, but rather

to question them from the angle
of why the belief is valid and what
are the reasons and logic behind
the belief.

“If T can enlighten a few minds

. I am satisfied,”” Dr. Foruki
said.

In philosophy, the main purpose
is to examine man’s life and its
meaning. Giving the student the
chance to develop his own ideas on
this and on other topies lets him
develop a genuine self-respect. Dr.
Foruki never aims to ridicule, but
challenges the student's ideas and
reasoning.

Dr. Foruki received his doctorate
from Indiana University. He taught
there and at the University of New
Mexico before coming to Tech a
few years ago. He was a chemist
with the Chrysler Corp. before he
began work toward his Ph.D.

“I was not satisfied with chemis-
try,” he said. “In teaching, es-
pecially the kind of teaching I do,
there is more satisfaction.”

Texas Tech Research

Diabetes and the feeding of fat-
ty acids to fungi may seem unre-
lated to the average person. So
may diabetes and cotton wilt
seem disassociated.
However, to Texas Tech bac-
teriological researchers, these
three have a unique relationship.
The average person probably
doesn’t know that diabetes is one
of the eight leading causes of death
and is the third leading cause of
olindness. Nor is he aware that
cotton wilt can destroy as much
as 95 per cent of a crop, especially
in Asia and Africa. Losses of 10
to 15 per cent are not uncommon
in the United States.
A common factor in all three is
being studied by. Tech researchers.
Che factor is a substance called
ketone.
The researchers place fatty acid
in a container with fungi cells.
When the acid is oxidized, respira-
tion in the fungi is inhibited and
the cells function only partially, if
at all. When respiration is blocked,

the acid acting in the fungi pro-
luces a substance known as ke-
rone,

In Humans, Too
Ketone is also found in the dia-
hetic human.

too much fatty acid or fatty sub-
stance in the blood stream. The
liver cannot take care of the ex-
cess fat, and it produces ketone.
Research with human livers to
the reaction of too much fatty
substances impractical on a
large scale; not enough human
livers are available for observa-
tion, and the organism might not

react in the same way out of its
natural surroundings. To circum-
vent this problem, Tech research-
ers employ a fungus which reacts
in much the same way as liver
cells.

is

Fungi Has Advantages
The use of fungi has two main
advantages over actual liver cells.

First, millions of fungi can be pro-’

duced overnight in the laboratory.
Second, because the fungi are in
their natural habitat, they respond
normally. Actual liver cells would
not necessarily function naturally
in artificial laboratory conditions.

The amount of fatty acid fed to
the fungi directly affects the
amount of ketone produced. By
controlling the amounts of fatty
acids fed the microorganisms, re-
searchers can also control ac-
curately the amount of ketone to
be produced.

In human diabetes, there is a
direct relationship between the
|amount of fat present and the
|amount of ketone manufactured.

The aim of Tech microbiology
researchers, as explained by Dr.
Harold Lewis, instructor of bac-
teriology and researcher, is to
|study and determine “the way by
‘whi(-h fatty acids inhibit the res-
| piration of cells and the relation-
ship ., .. to ketone production.”
| Once the way is known and the
relationship is defined, medical
|men should have a clearer picture
jof diabetes, which afflicts seven
]m:l]mn persons in the world today.

Diseased Cotton
Ketone is also found in the cot-
ton plants suffering from wilt.
Fungi invade the plant and are ex-
posed to fatty acid in the form of
cotton seed oil.

Ketone produces drastic changes
in the conductive or transporting
cells of the plant. The cell walls
soon collapse and are no longer
‘rap;\ble of transporting water to
| the different parts of the plant.

The cotton plant’s growth is
| stunted: the amount and quality
of the cotton is reduced, or the
plant simply dies.

Again the pertinent questions
are how the ketone destroys the
plant cells and its relationship to
the invading fungus. When these
questions can be answered, cotton
production might be increased.

Diabetes, cotton wilt, and the
feeding of fatty acids to fungi cells
are inseparably linked by ketone—
a substance with strange and vex-
ing properties. Texas Tech micro-
biology researchers are trying to
better understand this substance,

AP Names Juday

Juday's selection as Back of the
Week came while he is looking
