The U.S. Weather Bureau pre-
dicted the first break for the rain 
soaked Red Raiders as they meet 
the surprising Texas A&M Aggies 
today at 7:30 p.m. in Jones 
Stadium. 

Slight winds of 13 miles per 
hour and temperatures in the low 
70s are expected to give ideal game 
conditions. The Jones Stadium 
turf is dry for the first time since 
the torrential downpour ha the 
Tech-Kansas game two weeks ago. 

Rain has hampered the Red 
Raiders in their first two games 
of the season, and will have their 
first chance on a dry field against 
the Aggies. The Raiders %VII also 
be out to rebound from the 33-7 
drubbing handed them by the 
University of Texas Longhorns 
last week. 

The Aggies will be entering the 
game as a touchdown underdog, 
but they hold a surprising 14-10 
upset over Georgia Tech last week. 
The game will be the first SWC 
game for them. 

Mrs. Mildred Wright, director of 
ticket sales at Tech, predicts a 
full house of 45,000 to be on hand 
if the weather is not a factor. 
Some 38,000 tickets have already 
been sold. 

The Red Raider band will also 
get  a  chance to march on a dry 
field after two weeks of undesir-
able conditions. The Texas A&M 
band will not be on hand for the 
halftime performance..

Grimm Cites 

Bookstore Cost 
Dear Editor, 

I should have known that his 
budget would not permit the man-
ager of the Tech Bookstore to in-
cur the exorbitant cost of explain-
ing his new faculty discount policy. 
The following calculations may 
,uggest his problem. 

Let's say that clerks and lymk-
keepers at the store make the 
minimum wage, $1.25 an hour; 
then let's say that their time is 
worth roughly two cents a min-
ute. Let's say that it takes a dell( 
two minutes to write up a charge 
ticket and get a faculty member's 
signature. Let's say that at the 
end of the month it takes a book-
keeper four minutes to type an in-
voice and an envelope in which 
to send it. 

'Let's say that the faculty m'm-
ber delays payment for six months 
(since such delays are encouraged 
by the new "courtesy" policy), 
thereby making it necessary for 
the Bookstore to send five more 
monthly statements. The total 
labor cost would be in the neigh-
borhood of 52 cents. If one adds, 
say, eight cents for envelopes and 
forms, for filing space and time 
and for additional miscellaneous 
expenses, the total cost of one ac-
count for six months might ap-
proximate 60 cents. 

Now let's say that 800 of Tech's 
871 faculty members (allowing for 
71 intransigent boycotters)—let's 
say, I say, that each of these 800 
patrons charges two 5-cent pencils 
and delays payment for six 
months. The total cost to the 
Bookstore for extending this 
"courtesy" to the faculty might 
approach $500 (which, by the way, 
is equivalent to the cash discount

Part II—The Work Ahead 

The proposed bill provided for 
$150,000 to become available on 
Sept. 1, 1923, for the purchase of 
land site and $500,000 for the con-
struction of buildings, equipment, 
etc. An additional $350,000 was to 
be provided the following year. It 
also provided for a separate Board 
of Directors. 

On Feb. 6, 
1923, the bill 
creating Texas 
T ec hn ological 
College was con-
sidered and 
passed by the 
Texas Legisla-
ture. 

West Texans 
were happy to 
hear, that the 

• WAYNE JAMES legislature h a d 
again approved establishment of 
of  a  new College for West Texas. 
However, they couldn't forget that 
only two years before the governor 
had vetoed  a  similar bill. 

Leaders of the movement for the 
college immediately began a cam-
paign to flood the governor with 
telegrams, telephone calls and 
personal visits urging him to ap-
prove the bill. It was estimated 
that during the few days following 
the passage of the bill, that more 
than 5,000 messages were received 
in the governor's office. 

On February 10, a dream final-
ly came true. Gov. Neff signed the 
bill creating the new College. Af-
ter being an explosive issue in 
three State Democratic Conven-
tions and three state legislatures. 
the people of West Texas at last 
had "their" college. 

A few days later Gov. Neff sent 

to the Senate for its confirmation, 
the names of the following as mem-
bers of the Board of Directors of 
the new Institution. For the six-
year term: Former Gov. W. P. 
Hobby, Beaumont; John W. Car-
penter, Dallas; and C. W. Mea-
dows, Waco. 

For the four-year term: Amon 
G. Carter, Fort Worth; R. A. Un-
derwood, Plainview; and Mrs. 
Charles de Groff, El Paso. 

For the two-year term: Clifford 
B. Jones, Spur; J. E. Nunn, Ama-
rillo; and Mrs. F. N. Drane, Corsi-
cana. 

It was apparent that in making 
the appointments. that Governor 
Neff thought the new college 
should be a state-wide institution 
and not a regional college for West 
Texas. 

First Meeting 
Most of the towns in West Tex- 

as had representatives marching 
in the parade. A number of people 
from Lubbock carried signs with 
six-inch-tall letters that read, 
"Lubbock Has Everything But The 
College. Where Else Could They 
Put It?" "Think Of Something 
We Don't Have or Won't Have 
Soon," and "Put Tech Where Tex-
as Is."  

The first business before the 
Board was the election of a chair-
man and a secretary. Amon G. 
Carter was elected chairman and 
C. W. Meadows. secretary. 

Sweetwater went "all out" to 
arrange a jubilee for all West Tex-
as to attend. And thousands from 
throughout that section of the 
state traveled to Sweetwater for 
the festivities. It has been estimat-
ed that more than 10.000 persons 
gathered for the event. 

Following the Sweetwater cele-
bration, the West Texas towns-
men went' home to organize their 
towns and to file an application 
with the lo-ating hoard before 
April 20 deadline. 

The Locating Board, as set up 
by the bill, was to consist of the 
chairman of the State Board of 
Control, the State Superintendent 
of Public Instruction, the president 
of the Univeristy of Texas, the 
president of the College of Indus-
trial Arts of Texas, and the presi-
dent of Texas Agriculture and Me-
chanical College. 

More than 30 towns filed appli-
cations for the location of the Col-
lege-35 to be exact. The best re-
cords available indicated that the 
following towns offered sites: 
Boerne, Lampasas, Brady, Manard, 
Brownwood, Coleman, Stanton, 
Midland, Big Spring, Cisco, Clyde, 
Abilene, Ballinger, Paint Rock. 
Miles, Seymour, Munday, Haskell, 
Stamford, Sweetwater, Snyder, 
Post, Wilson, Colorado City, Lub-
bock, Crosbyton, Spur, Plainview, 
Floydada, Tulia, Amarillo, Claude, 
Quanah, Memphis and Vernon. 

Filed Applications 
Someone summarized the feel-

ings of many when they said, "Lo-
cate the college wherever you will, 
but you cannot locate it outside 
my heart." This feeling of good 
sportsmanship was to play an im-
portant role in the development of 
the new college. 

In the summer the Locating 
Board visited all of the towns. It 
was a long and tiring trip for the 
members of the board. None of 
them had asked to serve but had 
been forced to serve by an act of 
the legislature. They received noth-
ing but their expenses from the 
State for their efforts. Even the 
amount for their expense was at a 
four per cent discount due to the 
fact that this is what the state 
warrants were being cashed for at 
the time. 

Following their visits to the last 
town, the Locating Board took a 
train to Fort Worth. While the 
nation was still mourning the un-
expected death of President War- 

ten G. Harding, the Board met in 
Fort Worth to select the site for 
the new college. 

Pledge Signed 
While the Locating Board was 

meeting, representatives of 11 of 
the cities signed a pledge support-
ing the college, regardless of where 
it might be located. 

On Wednesday, August 13, after 
three hours deliberation, it was 
announced that Lubbock had una-
nimously been chosen. 

Immediately the news was dis-
patched to Lubbock, It was 're-
ported that residents of Lubbock 
were afraid to "carry on" too 
much in fear that they had heard 
the news incorrectly. But once the 
news was verified, the celebrating 
went on until late in the night. The 
day of August 8, 1923, would al-
ways be remembered in the pages 
of history of the sleepy little coun-
ty seat of Lubbock County. 

Of course, there were those that 
made all sorts of threats and ac-
quisitions. Different newspaper 
editorials pointed out that the new 
college could not possibly serve 
the purposes for which it was 
created when placed so far remote 
from the population of Texas. 

On Friday, August 10, news-
papers througout Texas carried 
headline - (•ine that Lubbock in- 

- -- 

vices All Texas August 23 to a 
huge celebration of the good for-
tune of the city. 

Big Celebration 

The articles pointed out that the 
celebration would consist of de-
monstrations, programs, band con-
certs, speaking, hand shaking and 
old fashioned barbecue. 

Each comunity and town in Lub-
bock County was to have a part in 
furnishing the food for the great 
table, more than a mile in length. 

The celebration, which was de-
signated to be a one day affair, be-
gan with speeches at 10 a.m. Re-
cent rains had served to cool the 
atmosphere and make the weather 
ideal for the celebration. 

Gov. Neff was on hand and re-
minded the West Texans of the 
importance of the institution and 
recommended that the best man 
in all the country should be se-
lected to be the first president of 
Texas Technological College. 

The governor, who had once 
vetoed a bill creating the College 
said, according to the Dallas News, 
"I'm for this Institution because I 
want the red-faced boys of Texas 
cared for as well as the white-
faced cattle. I am opposed to a 
people hearing the squeal of a pig 
above the cry of a child."

Mele confirmed Friday that 
Grant will open the series for the 
Twins in the first game here Wed-
nesday. 

The second game Thursday, it 
will be 18-game winner Jim Kaat

"Right now," Mele said. "It looks 
llke Kaat for the second game- but 
it could be Pascual, The third 
game next Saturday, it could be 
any one of the three, depending on 
how Grant feels." 

Feature attraction will be the 
game's leading scorer for the past 
six seasons, Wilt Chamberlain, 
Called the "Big Dipper", Chamber-

lain has scored 18,837 points in 
464 games over a six-year career. 

Fans will see plenty of Cham-
berlain too, since the super star 
Lsually plays the full 48 minutes 
of every game. His scoring ave-
rage is 40.6 per game, ranking him 
as the top scorer among active 
NBA players. 

The game will also feature three 
of the top five scorers among the 
NBA's active players. The Hawks' 
player-coach Richie Guerin has 
tallied 12,236 points in nine years 
and Cliff Hagan has 12,433 mark-
ers for his nine seasons. They rank 
fifth and fourth in that order. 

Last year, the Hawks and 76ers 
split in five meetings and over the 
years the Hawks have won 51 and 
lost 40 against the 76ers who were 
based in Syracuse until two years 
ago. 

Oddly enough, the Hawks hold 

a 30-9 record in St. Louis; the 
76ers are 11-24 in Syracuse and 
Philadelphia and the Hawks are 
10-7 over them on neutral courts. 

Both clubs are loaded with top 
llamas, with the Hawks having sev-
en players who average 10 points 
or better last year—Zelmo Beaty, 
Len Wilkens, Cliff Hagan, Bill 
Bridges, Richie Guerin, Charley 
Vaughn and John Tresvant. 

Philadelphia's potent crew ave-
raged 112.5 points per game last 
year with Chamberlain's 34.7 lead-
ing the attack. Hal Greer had a 
20.2 mark; Lucious Jackson hit a 
14.8 norm; Chet Walker was hit-
ting at a 13.2 pace; Dave Gambee 
had a 12.6 mark and John Kerr 
was just a shade under the 10 per 
game mark. 

From training camp reports, this 
is the best Hawks club in seven 
years, even without the retired 
Bob Pettit, who still is with the 
club as an advisary coach. 

Just how goon Guerin's young 
chargers are might be proven after 
today's battle. 

The football spotlight falls on 
Texas this weekend as the nation's 
top-ranking and No. 2 teams do 
battle in the Lone Star State. 

The top-ranked team, of course, 
is the Southwest Conference's own 
University of Texas. The Long-
horns rose to the top of the -list 
after a 33-7 hammering last week 
of Texas Tech. 

Texas takes on Indiana in Aus-
tin and the oddsmakers give the 
Longhorns nod as a 21-point fa-
vorite. 

Another Hoosier team, Purdue, 
No. 2-ranked, invades Texas to 
meet SMU. The Methodists are 
still stanned by their 42-0 stomp-
ing last week at the hands of 
Illinois, a fairly low-rated team in 
the Big Ten. 

Purdue, expected to take the 
Big Ten crown, is a 14% point 
favorite over SMU. 

Conference championship play 

starts for three more teams Sat- 

fourth-ranked and po- 
tuernAdtaryka.asnseaver, meets Texas Chris-
tian in Little Rock. TCU hasn't 
beaten the RazorbackS in six years 
and hasn't won in Arkansas since 

1955. The odds place TCU as a 

13-point underdog. 
The other conference game puts 

Texas Tech, in its second SWC 
outing, against Texas A&M, which 
is looking for its third conference 
win in three years. The odds say 
the Aggies will have to wait. Tech 
is a touchdown favorite. 

Baylor journeys to Tallahassee, 
Fla. to take on Florida State, 
which was upset last week 7-3 by 
TCU and out for revenge. Baylor 
carries an unblemished season re-
cord and is rated underdog by only 
three points.

Col. Morris S. Schwartz, state 
Selective Service director, said 
he will still recommend deferment 
of undergraduates taking 12 se- 

mester hours or more. 
Also, he said, students taking 

just 9 hours may be deferred if 
they are "making satisfactory pro-
gress toward acquiring a bachelor's 
degree in four calendar years, or 
five years if the course requires 
additional study. 

Schwartz set out these tenta-
tive guidelines for deferment of 
graduate students-15 months for a 
candidate to get a master's degree 

and three years for a doctor of 
philosophy degree. 

Students who drop out of school, 
who are on scholastic probation or 
fall below the required academic 
loads should not expect a defer-
ment Schwartz said. 

In a separate action, Schwartz 
announced 450 Texas physicians 
are being ordered to take physical 
examinations as part of anticipat-
ed calls for doctors, dentists and 
veterinarians for active duty, be-
ginning in January. He said the Tex-

as quota is expected to be about 
5 per cent of the national call for 
1,529 physicians, 350 dentists and 
100 verterinarians.
