Traces History- Of Art 

Literal and non-literal art have 
existed since primitive times, ac-
cording to Mr. and Mrs. Meredith 

E. Aker, speakers at the Tech 
Union's Noon Forum Wednesday. 

The Akers developed the topic 
historically, from primitive to mod- 
ern times. Literal art was defined 
as "an aspect of art which cor- 
responds to the external world," 

while non-literal art "does not cor-
respond to ;.iie external world." 

In primitive times, according to 
Mrs. Aker, everything was asso-
ciated with the dance." Many of 
the dances were abstract, which led 
to other abstract arts. 

The literary art of the Middle 
Ages reveals a "neglect of the ma-
terial world. The artists lacked 
imagination and were not realistic 
in their work, especially in the 
Middle Age paintings." 

During this time when the Black 
Plague reigned over millions of peo-
ple, the church created "the dance 
of death." This dance was perform-
ed first in the church, then in the 
graveyard, and finally in the vil-
lage square, they said. The death 
figure was described as "an am-
biguous figure. who plays such 
parts as a fool, a devil, or a mes-
senger." 

The development of drama dur-
ing the 15th century included more 
realism and a more detailed plot. 
The dramatic plays were presented 
in festivals where authors com-
peted for the best play.

The volcano continued to growl

edge of the island.

U.S. spokesmen at home called 
the threats a resort to savagery 

House Rejects 

Johnson's Bill 
WASHINGTON {AP) — T h e 

House threw out President John-
son's home rule plan for the Dis-
trict of Columbia Wednesday and 
passed a substitute calling for a 
referendum and a charter commis-
sion to plan the city's form of 
government. 

The House action left unclear 
the future chances of self-govern-
ment for residents of the district. 

The bill now goes back to the 
Senate, which had passed an en-
tirely different bill in line with 
President Johnson's wishes to give 
the district residents self-govern-
ment next year.

and a smokescreen for reprisals 
against the execution by South 
Viet Nam of persons convicted of 
being Viet Cong agents. 

The threat of trials came from 
the North Vietnamese government 
in a letter to the International Red 
Cross at Geneva. It declared Amer-
ican and Vietnamese pilots cap-
tured in its territory would he 
treated as war criminals who must 
face tribunals. 

An official Hanoi publication 
hinted that Americans captured on 
the ground in the future may be 
executed summarily. 

In Miami. Asst. U. S. Sec-
retary of Defense Arthur Sylvester 
termed the Communist declaration 
"a resort to primeval savagery." 

U.S. officials in Saigon had no 
official reaction but informants 
said they were concerned over the 
threats. 

On the warfronts, U.S. advisers 
at Qui Nhon, 250 miles northeast 
of Saigon, reported three Viet 
Cong regiments—about 3,000 men 
—massing in an area where they 
fought bloody engagements with 
Vietnamese troops six days ago and 
again Tuesday night. 

Elsewhere, U.S. Marines and 
Vietnamese forces clashed with the 
Viet Cong in scattered fights and 
U.S. planes, including 1352s from 
Guam, pounded targets in South 
Viet Nam while other American 
aircraft raided in North Viet Nam. 

The North Vietnamese letter to 
the Red Cross, dated Aug. 31, 
charged that hospitals, schools and 
villages in North Viet Nam had 
been targets of air and naval at-
tacks and, consequently, all cap-
tured--enemy pilots would be con-
sidered as war criminals and tried. 

The letter was in reply to a Red 
Cross appeal to both sides to ob- 

serve the Geneva convention for 
the protection of prisoners and 
civilians. 

U.S. officials in Washington ex-
pressed disappointment over the 
apparent rejection by North Viet 
Nam of the Red Cross efforts. 

The hint of execution for Amer-
icans captured by the Viet Cong 
came from the official Hanoi daily, 
Nhan Dan. The Communist publi-
cation said Capt. Humbert R. 
Versace of Baltimore and Sgt. 
Kenneth M. Roraback, whose wife 
lives at Fayetteville, N.C., and who 
were shot by the Viet Cong Sun-
day, "would have been put to death 
long ago had it not been for the 
lenient policy" of the Viet Cong. 

Then the paper warned that the 
execution two weeks ago of three 
Viet Cong sympathizers by South 
Vietnamese gives Americans "no 
chance to continue enjoying that 
leniency." 

The Communists indicated in a 
broadcast earlier this week that 
more Americans might be executed 
if the South Vietnamese govern-
ment continued to execute Com-
munist agents. In Saigon, U.S. of-
ficials said 38 American military 
personnel are missing and many of 
them are believed prisoners of the 
Viet Cong. 

Air Force records in Washington 
list six pilots as prisoners and 29 
other officers as missing. The Navy 
does not acknowledge that any of 
its pilots are captured but three 
of them listed as missing have ap-
peared on Communist photographs 
or films in North Viet Nam.

Miss Coelho, of Portugese de-
scent, has added an international 
flavor to Tech's graduate Rehabil-
itation Counselor Training Pro-
gram by her enrollment this fall. 

The government-sponsored pro-
gram in Tech's psychology depart-
ment is to prepare rehabilitation 
counselors. Dr. Beatrix Cobb, pro-
fessor of psychology, is program 
director. 

A graduate of the University of 
Lisbon, Portugal, with a bachelor's 
degree in philosophy and history, 
Miss Coelho is the first foreign 
student to participate in Tech's 
program. 

In her second year in the United 
States, Miss Coelho, who lived 17 
years in Asia and 10 years in 
Europe, came to Tech from the 
University of New Mexico. She 
learned of the training program 
from  a  former Tech student. 

The dark-haired student, one of 
30 students working on advanced 
degrees in the program, will spend 
approximately two years here 
working on a doctorate, and spe-
cializing in rehabilitation. 

Her interest, she says, is planning 
research in the international field 
of rehabilitation. CM special help 
to her, she believes, is her knowl-
edge of six languages—Portugese, 
English, French, Spanish, and Kon-
cani (an Indian language), and 
"some Italian." 

Applications are being accepted 
at Texas Tech for the 1966-67 
Rhodes Scholarships and the 1966-
67 Woodrow Wilson national fel-
lowships, Dr. David Vigness, pro-
fessor and head of history at Tech, 
has announced. 

The Woodrow Wilson fellowship 
is designed to attract men and 
women to the profession of college 
teaching. It annually awards fel-
lowships to 1,000 prospective first-
year graduate students planning to 
enter college teaching, and awards 
honorable mention to another 1,500 
graduate students.

I would like to call attention to 
a recent change in the policy of 
the Tech Bookstore. 

Whereas in the past it has been 
possible for faculty members at 
Texas Tech to secure a 10 per 
cent discount on both charged 
and cash-paid purchases, the man-
agement of the bookstore has re-
cently specified (on the "Courtesy 
Cards" mailed to faculty mem-
bers) that the discount will hence-
forth be allowed only on charged 
purchases. No longer will cash 
payment entitle one to the "cour-
tesy" of a discount. 

I confess that the economic 
principle underlying this change 
in policy eludes my understanding. 
A number of my associates appear 
to be likewise mystified. My ac-
quaintance with business practices 
here and elsewhere leads me to re-
gard this policy as something of 
a novelty. (Have not discounts been 
given customarily as inducements 
to pay accounts promptly and in 
cash, in order to minimize book-
keeping costs?) 

Though I have no confidence 
that I will be able to compre-
hend or appreciate fully, I would 
be interested in reading the man-
agement's account of this subtle 
innovation—however intricate and 
lengthy it might be.

Nationalists, and expressed hope 
that the Viet Nam crisis could be 
settled by negotiation. 

France had not delivered a policy 
speech in the assembly in five 
years, and the appearance of Couve 
de Murville was regarded as re-
flecting a somewhat warmer atti-
tude toward the United Nations by 
President Charles de Gaulle. 

But the French foreign minister 
made no mention of a voluntary 
financial contribution to the United 
Nations. Instead he proposed cre-
ation of a small committee of ex-
perts to examine the U.N. financial 
structure and how to effect econ-
omies. 

France, the Soviet Union and 10 
other countries have refused to pay 
for peacekeeping assessments in 
the Congo or the Middle East. The 
debts for those operations have put 
the United Nations near bankrupt-
cy. Secretary-General U Thant has 
appealed for voluntary financial 
contributions. 

Couve de Murville declared that 
use of force by the United Nations 
in peacekeeping operations would  

result only in promoting disunity 
among U.N. members. In addition, 
he said, the United Nations does 
not have the material means need- 
ed to wage any kind of war.

has been a visiting professor at 
the University of Rio de Janeiro 
and lecturer on education at Bar 
Ilan University, Ramat Gan, Israel. 

The doctor is medical director of 
the Community Guidance Centers 
of Chicago, Fellow American Psy-
chiatry Association, past president 
American Society Adlerian Psychol-
ogist and past vice president Amer-
ican Humanist Association.

MIAMI, Fla. (A:a—Fidel Castro's 
promise to lift Cuba's curtain for 
refugees was studied cautiously 
Wednesday in Washington and 
viewed in some quarters as an 
attempt to embarrass the United 
States. 

Top exile leaders in Miami, in-
cluding the prime minister's sister, 

Juanita, denounced it as a trick, 
a trap and a propaganda stunt. 

In a speech Tuesday night in 
Havana, Castro said any Cubans 
with relatives in the United States 
can leave the Communist island 
after Oct. 10 if they first notify 
the Interior Ministry. 

Castro also said anyone in the 
United States, "no matter who it 
is." could go to the island by ship  

and bring relatives back "with all 
guarantees." 

Sources in Washington said there 
would be no comment by the John-
son administration until a number 
of government agencies complete a 
careful scrutiny of Castro's speech. 

Officials cautioned there is good 
reason to believe that Castro wants 
to designate those who will be per-
mitted to leave Cuba. 

The officials said he always has 
appeared willing to get rid of peo-
ple such as the old and the ill, who 
are a drain on his country's shaky 
economy. 

The official version of Castro's 
speech, published in Havana papers, 
said the new exit and entry policy 
would put an end to "imperialist 
propaganda" that persons are for-
bidden to leave Cuba. 

One possible joker in the deck 
is the U. S. State Department ban 
on travel to Cuba, which would 
prevent exiles in this country from 
going to the island for relatives. 

From Havana, Associated Press 
correspondent Isaac M. Flores re-
ported that in the view of some

did not relax the travel ban. 

"I know that Fidel is not sin-
cere," said his sister, who fled Cuba 
by way of Mexico last year. "His 
announcement is a demagogic trick 
and a dangerous adventure. 

"In giving their names to the 
Interior Ministry, Fidel Castro will • 
have a census of anti-Communists, 
and we know, by sad experience, 
the tortures, persecutions and vex-
ations suffered in Cuba by those 
who love freedom." 

Dr. Jose Alvarez Diaz, former 
Cuban treasury minister and chair-
man of the Cuban research project 
at the University of Miami, said: 
"I think Fidel Castro is putting in 
practice a new strategic move to 
place the United States in an em-
barrassing situation before Latin 
America and the Cuban people."
