INJURIES F A T A L  
TO M EM BER  OF 
MATADOR SQUAD
GEORGE CROW DIES FROM 

INJURIES RECEIVED 
IN BALL GAME

The Death Angel has made 
its first visit to the Texas 
Technological college and 
claimed as it victim George 
Crow, youthful football star 
on the Matador squad, who 
died at a local hospital at 8:15 
o’clock Tuesday evening. As 
the body was borne away on 
the east bound train Wednes­
day morning to its final rest­
ing place at Haskell, birth 
place and permanent home of 
the youth, Coach Freeland, 
members of the faculty, and 
approximately 400 students—  
friends and college-mates of 
young Crow— stood at the sta­
tion with bowed heads and 
sorrowed hearts to pay their 
last tribute to the first lad who 
gave his life for the Texas 
Tech.

We heard a remark the other day; 
and we saw immediately the wisdom 
of it. At a time— tine of them last 
week, when several things were sched­
uled for the same time— a certain Soph 
remarked that he didn’t see why they 
didn’t have everything at once, instead 
of all the week.

Really, Alphonse, we’re no mind 
reader; but we just ’spect that it’s 
because it wouldn’t give the fish 
enough chances to get back at the 
other class.

The flag on the campus before the 
administration building was placed at 
half-staff Wednesday morning upon 
order of Lieut. Killin. Dr. Horn, to­
gether with Mr, and Mrs. Crow, the 
youth’s parents, accompanied the body 
to Haskell.

Crow was injured in a scrimmage 
between a Tech squad and the Lub- 
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Friday afternoon, and fought a losing 
fight for recovery. Ah X-ray examin­
ation revealed the fact that a verta- 
brae of the neck had been broken, 
which caused paralysis from the neck 
down. It is believed that the body was 
totally paralyzed at first, inasmuch as 
the youth was unable to speak or 
move: Although he finally recovered 
his speech, he never regained the use 
of his body at any time following the 
accident.

Crow’s relatives were notified of 
the accident and they came to be at 
his bedside during the short time he 
lived. After Crow regained conscious­
ness, he made the statement that he 
held no ill feeling toward the insti­
tution nor the game of football. A 
similar statement was made hy the 
parents of the youth.

Gerge Washington Crow was born 
at Haskell, Texas, April 30, 1906, and 
was the youngest son of Mr. dnd Mrs. 
R. H. Crow, who live on the farm. He 
was a graduate from the Haskell high 
school and was enrolled as an engi­
neering student in the Tech. He went 
through the Matador training camp, 
playing tackle on one of the squads. 
Ma'nv Tech students had formed an 
admiration for Crow, and especially 
the boys at Salon Soltero, on 14th 
street, where he roomed, and fellow 
members of the Matador squad.

Pallbearers in charge of the body 
here were; Messrs. Carlton, Carpen­
ter, Smith, Calloway, Reid, and Den­
nison, stars on the Tech squad. More 
than 100 friends of the young man 
followed the bier to the station, 
marching in procession.

Bugology Studes And
Schoolma ’msGive Out 

“ Dope”  On Rare Animal
Some of the readers of the Torea­

dor have been putting rather embar­
rassing questions to the biology teach­
ers lately as to the Gassenhaufens- 
naliffer, an animal recently alluded to 
in the Toreador.

GOV. FERGUSON SUPPORTS THE TECH

The fact that Gov. Miriam A. Ferguson is still co-operat 
ing with the college authorities in making the first year of 
the Texas Tech a decided success was substantiated by her 
action in signing the deficiency warrant presented by R. M. 
Chitwood, business manager of the institution. Mrs. Fergu­
son has been liberal in her support of the appropriations for 
the Tech, and the press of the state on last Sunday carried 
the announcement of her latest official action in the interest 
of the college.

Manager Chitwood made the announcement upon his
■ -jp t̂ur" a -last that Gov. Ferguson, would ap

prove the request, and the word was received with great en 
thusiasm here. The deficiency warrant amounted to $58,180, 
and will be used in caring for the large enrollment. This will 
care for the salaries of the new instructors and general ex­
penses, the appropriations for these purposes being insuffi­
cient.

‘ ‘The governor in signing the deficiency warrant said she 
hoped that the college would prove most successful, and that 
she was interested in it,” Mr. Chitwood said. He also added: 
“ I know that all who are interested in the welfare of the in­
stitution will appreciate the governor's action in providing 
funds to make the first session a success.”

Mrs. Ferguson has been loyal in her support of the Tech, 
and this last action indicates that she believes in the future of 
the institution and is interested in the great value it will be to 
the state.

The College dairy barn is expect-,.,dlstonoe telephane calls qannot be de- 
ed to be ready for use by December
1st, although like other buildings of 
the College, plans for building extend 
over an indefinite length of time. The 
building will be in the form of a “T” 
when completed. The long section of 
the “T” to be completed in the near- 
future will consist of two stories but 
will be only seventy-six feet in length. 
In final form, this particular part will 
measure 136 feet.

The present struceure will contain: 
A milk room equipped with separator,’ 
airiator, cooler, Babcock milk tester, 
a washroom for washing milk bottles 
and cans, a boiling room to furnish hot 
water for sterlizing, and a sun room. 
The barn proper will contain stands for 
forty cows besides three box stalls, 
and calf pens. It will also contain a 
feed mixing room, attendance room 
and an office. The barn is construct­
ed of hollow tile and plastered on out­
side. The interior is equipped with 
James way stancions. An overhead 
rail has been provided for distrubu- 
tion of feed, and removal of litter from 
barn. In addition to, the barn, a suf­
ficient amount: of fence material is on 
hand with which to provide lots to 
take care of all cattle to be housed in 
the barn. These will be built as soon 
as the land, which is at present in eot-

livered except to definite addresses.

The scarlet jerseys of the Tech Col­
lege Matadors showed blood red and 
the color was reflected in the eyes of 
the Matadors at the Fair Park Satur­
day afternoon, and Coach Freeland’s 
athletes, determined in their efforts for 
a win after they were held scoreless on 
one occasion, and to a 3 to 3 tie on 
another, drove into the defense of the 
Montezuma College Mountaineers for 
a count of 30 while they were holding 
the visitors helpless.

The Matadors, apparently at will , 
tore through the defense of the Moun­
taineers for lang gains and kept, them 
almost wholly in the dark as to what 
might happen next. Shifting from 
plunging tactics into the open style 
of football with an occasional long 
gain or long end runs, the Matadors 
were at all times master of the situa­
tion during the entire time.

Visitors ’ Offensive Crushed.
With but one exception the visitors 

were never given a chance to show' 
their offensive machine, as each time 
they were in possession of the ball 
they were within the danger zone, 
and were forced to punt. This chance 
came late in the second half, but here 
they proved unequal to the occasion, 
and again took the punting route for 
their offensive was totally crushed by 
the heavier Tech line.

One time toward the latter stages of 
the game, the visitors threatened an 
attack from the air, but with the com­
pletion of one pass for twenty yards 
they again resorted to line plunges 
wliich proved futile against the Mat­
adors.

The Mountaineers, it might be ex­
plained, were working- under severe 
handicaps from more than one cause, 
primary of w'hich was the method in 
which they were forced to reach Lub­
bock for the game. They left home 
early Thursday morning by truck and 
arrived here Saturday shortly before 
noon with slippery roads enroute. In 
addition to this, they were outweighed 
somewhat, possibly twelve or fifteen 
pounds to the man.

They showed flashes of sensational­
ism at different stages of the battle, 
but this was cut short by the heavy 
onslaught of the Tech crew. W olf- 
man, backfield man for the visitors, 
stood out on the defensive, several 
times getting through the Tech line to 
deal misery by attacking from the 
rear on end runs.

ball, and apparently made a better 
showing against the invading crew 
than the heavier first string which op­
ened the affray* Coach Freeland de­
nies that this was his second squad, 
saying jthat he doesn’t have a second 
squad, and he evidently is right, for 
one seems to be about as hard to han­
dle as the other.

Wooldridge, who came to the Tech 
from Bryan high school, Dallas, open­
ed up a fiery aerial attack at the op­
ening of the second hallf when he took 
charge of the new crew that entered 
the field at this time. The flashy 
youth easily proved the sensation of 
the exhibition, ripping off several long 
gains in a beautiful display of broken 
field cdnning-. Wooldridge made a to­
tal gain of 140 yards on three runs, 
two of which came from forward pass­
es, when he dashed 40 yards one time 
and 35 another, both times cutting a 
wide swath across the field with his 
speed and sidestepping.

Wooldridge Races 65 Yards.
In the early part of the fourth quar­

ter, Wooldridge took a long punt from 
Montezuma on about the 35 yard line, 
and raced 65 yards through perfect in­
terference for a touchdown. Archi­
bald then sent a darter through the 
goal for the extra point.

Tech showed a. total yardage gain of 
546 against 86 for the visitors, and lost 
fourteen by tackle while the Mountain­
eers were downed for a loss of eight. 
Montezuma, however, was penalized 
five yards for offside, almost equaling 
things on this score. The Matadors 
completed fifteen first downs with on­

ly one for the Mountaineers. Three 
fumbles were charged against the vis­
itors, and two for the Matadors but 
none of them counted for very much, 

Attempting to break up the passing 
machine of the Matadors, the Moun­
taineers intercepted five forward pass­
es, the most of which were in their 
own danger .zone, and they gained only 
by punting. Two passes were inter­
cepted by the Matadors.
