Q—-My refund hasn’t come. 

Where should I write?
A—If it has been less than 

ten weeks since you filed 
your return, please be pa­
tient. Most taxpayers either 
get their refund or receive a 
letter about It within this 
ten-week period.

If it has been over ten 
weeks since you filed your re­
turn, write the regional .ser­
vice center where you filed; 
Be sure to give your social 
security number as well as 
your name and address, and 
indicate when you filed your 
return.

Millions of tax returns were 
filed in April, and our per­
sonnel are working on pro­
cessing these returns a s 
they can. Requests to check 
.on refunds slow this pro­
cessing.

However, if you receive no­
thing after waiting ten weeks, 
and then write, a . thorough 
investigation will be made to 
determine the status of your 
refund.

Q-—What Is the rate I should 
pay when I report my maid's 
social security taxes this 
quarter?

A—The rate is 4.4 pet cent 
for the employee and 4 4 per 
cent for the employer making 
the combined rate of 8.8 per 
cent. Employers who paid a 
household employee $50 or 
more in total cash wages dur­
ing January, February and 
March, should pay 8.8 per 
cent of the total wages to 
IRS using Form 942.

The deadline for paying 
these taxes was April 30.

Q—My refund has arrived. 
Does that mean my return 
was okay and will not be 
audited?

A-—No, it does not. The 
fact that you have your re­
fund indicates that your re­
turn contained ail the re­
quired information and that 
there were no mistakes in 
the arithmetic.

IRS generally has three 
years from the filing dead­
line of the return to examine 
the return and propose an 
adjustment in the tax liabi­
lity.

For this reason, keep your 
tax records for at least three

years from the due date of ■ 
the return. Some « records, ! 
such as those relating to thaj. 
acquisition ot a house or ; 
other property, should ' be ’ 
kept longer.

Q—My refund was less * 
than I expected. Who do I ; 
write about it?

A—Whenever a change ts f 
made on a return that affects! 
the amount of tax due, an

taxpayer, generally within 
two weeks from the date the 
refund check is mailed.

I f  you do not receive this 
notice, write to your IRS ser­
vice center where you filed 
for an explanation. Please 
be sure to give your full name, 
address and social security 
number so that your return 
can be identified.

All this happens at time 
when thousands of students 
would like to get into Colum­
bia, Howard University and 
other institutions of higher 
learning but have been turn­
ed back because of a lack of 
space.

Thees militants talk of free 
speech and free assembly but 
what they do is to deprive 
others by force and Intimi­
dation of the rights they 
claim for themselves.

Recently, at the Univer­
sity of Wisconsin, two mem­
bers of the President’s cabi­
net were hooted and heckled 
so raucously that the civil- 
rights of free assembly was 
turned into a civil wrong of 
a free for all, preventing 
those who wanted to listen 
from hearing the speakers.

Punishing the Past
Suppose you discover that, 

in your community, there is 
no law against smashing of 
street lights. And suppose 
you go out and smash a 
dozen or two. And suppose- 
that the city fathers, in sud­
den alarm, pass a law for­
bidding such behavior.

Could you then be punish­
ed, under the new law, for 
the lights you have already 
smashed?

No—not even if you knew 
all along that you were do­
ing something wrong. Pun­
ishment by hindsight is for­
bidden in Article One of the 
Constitution, which says that 
"no ex post facto law shall 
be passed.’’ No act, legal 
when committed, may be 
made punishable afterward 
by pinning a criminal label 
on it.

This applies not only to 
creating new crimes but also 
to increasing the penalty on 
existing crimes. For exam­
ple:

A state legislature decreed
that....convicted murderers,
while awaiting execution, 
should be kept in solitary con­
finement. But a court ruied 
that the extra penalty, the 
solitary confinement, could 
not be imposed on any mur­
derer whose crime had al­
ready been committed.

On the other hand, a law 
easing the punishment may 
constitutionally apply to the 
past. Thus, lawmakers could 
reduce the death penalty to 
life imprisonment, and ap­
ply the change to murders 
committed while . the death 
penalty was still on the books;

Moreover, the ex post fac­
to rule applies to criminal 
penalties only, it does not 
protect you from assorted 
unpleasant consequences, oth­
er than criminal penalties, 
that may be based on your 
past misconduct.

In one case, an ex-convict 
who had served 10 years in 
jail wanted, to practice me­
dicine. But, according to a 
state law, no one who had 
been convicted of a felony 
could do so..

“ This law is unconstitu­
tional,” the man charged m 
a court test. "True. I com­
mitted a felony. But I have 
already served my sentence 
for that. To prevent me now 
from practicing medicine 
would be to add an extra 
punishment, and that is ex 
post facto,”

However, the court upheld 
the law, saying the legislature
