Estimated 38 
Persons To Die 
During Holiday

Austin—The acting direc­
tor of the Texas Department 
of Public Safety today call­
ed for “heads up” driving on 
the part of Texas motorists 
over the upcoming four-day 
Fourth of July weekend to 
help bring about a reduc­
tion in the estimated toll of 
38 lives in traffic during the 
holiday period.

Wilson E. Speir announced 
that “Operation Motorcide,” 
a special emphasis program 
designed to focus attention 
on the added dangers of holi­
day travel, will be placed in 
effect from 6 p. m. Wednes­
day, July 3. through 11:59 p. 
m. Sunday. July 7.

Traffic fatalities will be 
tabulated by th e . DPS thru- 
out th e . period, and the to­
tals will be announced offi­
cially three times daily as a 
means of keeping safety up­
permost in the minds of the 
motoring public, he said.

“It is a known fact that 
the unusually crowded condi­
tions of the highways on In- 
pedendence Day holidays 
makes driving more hazard­
ous than usual,” Speir said. 
“Past experience and the 
present trend of traffic deaths 
indicate that 38 persons will 
lose their lives in traffic ac­
cidents during the 102-hour 
period of the holiday- this 
year, according to DPS Sta­
tistical Services. This means 
that on. the average one per­
son will he killed in traffic 
every two and a half hours.

“Of course, we hope this 
t proves to be too high an es- 
; lunate, and' will do every­
thing we can to keep down 
tiie expected toll of lives and 
suffering from accidents. As 
part of this effort, we will be 
utilizing additional person­
nel from our other uniform­
ed services to augment the 
regular highway patrol force 
during the holiday period.

“However, the most impor­
tant effort needs to come 
from the drivers themselves 
who. of course, have the most 
at stake. We can talk all we 
please about inadequate high­
ways, we can talk about me­
chanical defects, but in the 
end,, the vast majority of all- 
accidents and fatalities can 
be traced directly io misbe­
havior. mtsjudgment, reck­
lessness, negligence, and the 
mixing of drinking and driv­
ing

Burnet — It Is night. Three 
Texas Rangers creep to an 
inky black hole in the ground 
and peer in. From the black­
ness come a flicker of light 
—a campfire. They have 
found their quarry.

As their eyes grow accus­
tomed to the darkness, the 
three, Noah Smithwick, W. H. 
McGill, and Logan Van De­
veer, make out the crouching 
figures of Comanche warriors. 
Against the wall, bound, dis­
heveled and despairing, is 
Miss Muriel Hill, the Belle of 
San Antonio, kidnapped and 
dragged to what is now 
known as Longhorn 'Cavern.

The ranger^ know that they 
must surprise the Indians 
and that the Indians must 
not find out that there are 
only three attackers. Noise­
lessly they slip into the yawn­
ing mouth of the cave and 
creep to the outer fringe of 
the firelight.

There is a shot, and one of 
the Indians, crumples. Tire 
rest scatter as Smithwick and 
McGill rush to kick and scat­
ter the fire. There is abso­
lute darkness now as Van 
Deveer hurries to the gif!: 
There is no time to cut. her 
bonds. He slings her over his 
shoulder and the three men 
run for the exit, slashing with 
their knives and smashing 
with their gun butts.

Ali four escape, and the 
story has a happy ending. 
The belle of San Antonio mar­
ries Van Deveer, a- rough, 
powerfully built - Kentuckian, 
and they settle, in Burnet 
where they spend, many hap­
py years afterward.

The story of Van Deveer's 
dramatic rescue of Muriel 
Hill is just part of the ac­
tion-packed, rip-roaring his­
tory and legend of Longhorn 
Caverns, now Longhorn Cav­
erns State Park; five miles 
southwest of Burnet.

The covems represent an 
amalgamation of Texas and 
geologic history, and it is 
hard to choose which history 
is more exciting. The ex­
plosive sensationalism of a 
gun battle is insignificant 
compared to the wonderous- 
ly slow working water on 
rock.

It took millions of years 
for water to carve the pas­
sageways in the 500-million- 
year-old rock which came 
from an almost infinite num­
ber of tiny particles. Preci­
pitated in a  prehistoric sea, 
these -particles were cement­
ed and compressed into solid 
rock making .up the “ Ellen- 
burger Group,” the limestone, 
chert, and dolomite compris­
ing Backbone Ridge in which 
the cavern is located.

It is not known when man 
first came to the cave. It is 
known that the Com.anches 
used the largest chamber of 
the cavern, the Indian Coun­
cil Room, for ceremonies and 
for making weighty decisions.

Bones of animals, cracked 
open for marrow, have been 
found throughout the cave 
and indicate an early, at 
least temporary occupancy 
by primitive humans.

Before humans, beast of 
prey,' large enough to drag 
elephant and camel bones In­
to the cave, used it as their 
den.

Much of the history sur­
rounding the cavern is a mix­
ture of fact, fantasy and le­
gend.

I t  has been pretty well 
established that, the notori­
ous outlaw, Sam Bass, used 
the cavern as a  hideout, and 
legend has it' that he left 
$2,000,000 burled there.

During the Civil War, Con­
federate soldiers set up a 
gun powder factory In the 
Indian Council Room, utiliz­
ing the abundant guano or 
bat droppings in the process.

Adjoining t h e  Council 
Room Is the Lunch Room, at

A wooden floor was installed 
in the 1920’s and flappers 
came from miles around to 
dance and listen to the music.

Over the years the passage­
ways of the cave had become 
heavily silted due to flood­
ing. In some spots the cave 
roof was only a few inches 
from the floor. Restoration 
and cleaning of the cave was 
carried out by the Civilian 
Conservation Corps in the 
1930s when 2 '/2 million cubic 
yards of dirt were removed 
from the passageways.

Tours are conducted thru 
the covems every hour daily ’ 
from 10 a. m. to 5 p. m. 
Visitors enter through the 
Sam Bass entrance under 
a natural bridge, formed 
when part of the roof of the 
cavern collapsed.

When the visitors steps 
through the heavy iron gate 
which bars the entrance, he 
steps into, another world and 
another age. Except for the 
removal of silt and the in­
stallation of lights, the cave 
is as it has been for millions 
of years.

Along the winding passage­
ways sights such as the Hall 
of. Diamonds, a sparkling 
wonderland of calcite crystals, 
and natural formations such 
as the Queen's Watchdog, 
Eagle’s Wings. Abraham Lin­
coln, Little Holland, Ser­
geant’s Strips, and Rock of 
a Million Layers may be view­
ed.

In the Hall of Marble, 
chambers of white dolomite, 
softly modulated and fairy­
tale like, visitors experience 
absolute darkness. With the 
lights out, the darkness is an 
awsome experience, oppres­
sive and frightening. One’s 
eyes strains for the slight, 
glimmer, a reflection, any­
thing, but there is nothing 
but infinite blackness.

Longhorn Coverns is gain­
ing the reputation of being 
one of the most beautiful 
caves in the world, i t  is the 
nation’s third largest cavern, 
ranking behind Carlsbad and 
Mammoth, and its accessibil­
ity will probably make it the 
nation’s most popular.

Washington, D, C. — The 

§econd amendment to the 
Constitution of the United 
States says, “A well regulat­
ed militia, being necessary to 
the security of a free state, 
the right of the people to 
keep and bear arms/shall not 
be Infringed.”

For nearly 200 years Ame­
ricans have believed th a t they 
did Indeed possess such a 
right as guaranteed by the 
Second Amendment.

The First Federal Gun Law 
regulating the shipment of 
certain types of firearms in 
Interstate commerce was pas­
sed in 1934. This action was 
the outgrowth of sentiment 
created by the attempted as- 
sination of President Roose­
velt In Miami, Fla., in’ 1934.

In 1939, in a case known 
as the U. S. vs Miller, the 
Supreme Court upheld the 
conviction of Miller for pos­
session of an unregistered 
‘‘sawed-off shotgun"' as a 
violation of this Act. The 
Amendment did not guaran­
tee the right to keep and 
bear such a firearm for the 
preservation and efficiency 
of a well-regulated m ilitia..

More recently, the Chief 
Justice of the Supreme Court 
writing in the New York Uni­
versity Law Review on the 
formation ofHhe Declaration 
of Independence, had this to 
say: ■

"Despite these safeguards, 
the people were still troubled 
by the recollection of con­
ditions that prompted the 
charge of the Declaration of 
Independence that the King 
has ‘effected to render the 
military independent and su- 
prior to the civil power.’ They 
were reluctant to ratify the 
Constitution without further 
assurances, and thus we find 
in the Bill of Rights, Amend­
ments 2 and 3, specifically 
authorizing a decentralized 
militia, guaranteeing the peo­
ple the right to keep and to 
bear arms, and prohibiting the' 
quartering of troops in any 
house in time of peace with­
out the consent of the own­
er,' '

In 1941, shortly before Pearl 
Harbor, Congress passed what 
is known as the Property 
Seizure Act. I t  was made 
clear in the Law that' nothing 
contained In the Bill should] 
be construed to authorize the 
president to requisition or rc- 

l quire the registration of fire­
arms possessed by an indivi­
dual for his personal protec­
tion or sport, nor that regis­
tration should be required. 
The Law said specificially 
that the President or any 
Board, Agency, or Officer, 
had no right to trespass up­
on the people in this res­
pect. -

The language of the bill 
further stated that." In view 
of the fact that certain total­
itarian and dictatorial na­
tions are now engaged in the 
willful and wholesale destruc­
tion of personal rights and 
liberties, it is appropriate for 
the Congress to expressly 
state that the Law shall not 
be construed to impair or in­
fringe the ■ Constitutional 
right or the people to. bear 
arms.” When a U. S. Sena­
tor, the Hon. Hubert H. Hum­
phrey, now Vice President, 
had this to say in connection 
with the Second Amendment 
to the Constitution.

‘‘Certainly, one of the chief 
guarantees of freedom under 
any government, no m atter 
how popular or respected, is 
the right of citizens to keep 
and bear arms . . . the right 
of citizens to bear arms is; 
just one more guarantee ag­
ainst the orbitrary govern-

ment, one more safeguard 
against a  tyranny, which now 
appears remote in America, 
but which historically has 
proved to be always possible.” 

In 1983, the Congress pass­
ed PL 88-188, amending the 
Arms Control and Disarma­
ment Act. Section 33 of tills 
Law contains the following 
provision with respect to the 
individual’s right to keep and 
bear arms for legitimate pur­
poses;

"Nothing contained in this 
Act shall .be construed to au­
thorize any policy or action 
by any Government Agency 
which would Interfere with, 
restrict, or prohibit the ac­
quisition, possession or use 
of firearms by an individual 
for the lawful purpose of per­
sonal defense, sport, recrea­
tion. education, or training."

In recent debate in the U. 
S, Senate the Chief ■ Justice 
of the U. S. Supreme Court 
was quoted as follows:

“We may happily note that 
.the Constitution has weath­
ered a variety of crisis. Some ■ 
were as acute as those faced. 
today. Today, as always, the i 
people, no less than their ] 
their courts, must remain vl-, 
gilant to preserve the prin-i 
ciples of our Bill of Rights, 
lest in our desire to be secure ■ 
we lose our ability to be free."

The right of the people of 
the United States to keep; 
and bear arms is guaranteed 
not only by the Federal Con­
stitution but by the Consti­
tution,s of .35 states.

.Article I. Section 23 of our. 
own Texas Constitution, says. 
“Eevery citizen shall have the 
right to keep and bear arms 
in tho lawful defense of him- 
self or the state; but the leg­

islature shall have this pow­
er, by law, to regulate the ; 
wearing of arms, with a  view; 
to prevent crime."

At the present time a  ma­
jority of the states are seek­
ing through agreements and 
compacts, uniform firearms 
legislation. It would seem 
they should have time and 
opportunity to work their 
will.

Would It not be better to 
have local and state’ enforce­
ment to keep guns from 
criminals, addicts, minors and 
the mentally deficient, than 
to have Federal police knock- : 
ing on our doors?

Then the point has been 
made that we register and 
license dogs and automobiles,

A friend of mine has a! 

wife who plays golf every;

When you are offshore in 
your boat and find that you 
have forgotten the baits, you 
can’t call your wife to bring 
them over in a hurry. When 
a fish is alongside the boat, 
it's too late to start wonder­
ing where the gaff Is. When 
you turn the boat at the end 
of a fishing day to head for 
home, It is considered poor 
planning to have to inform 
the others on board that you 
forgot to top off the gas tanks 
that morning and are out of 
fuel.

Only one form of Insurance 
will protect fishermen (or 
women golfers! from disast­
ers of this sort. That Is the 
checklist. Probably no two 
checklists are exactly alike, 
for we al! have somewhat 
different assortments of gear 
that we like to have along on 
a fishing trip. And for that 
matter, no two fishing trips 
are exactly alike. However, 
here is a fairly standard list, 
to guide you in making your 
own.

After you've used this guide 
to prepare your own check­
list, make plenty of copies. 
Leave space under headings 
that will require special no­
tations for different trips. 
Under Rods and Reels, for 
instance, you’ll want to indi­
cate just which rods and 
reels you’ll want for each 
specific trip. The same goes 
for your food list and other 
categories.

In using the checklist, ad­
vises Tom Paugh, Salt-Water 
Fishing Editor of Sports 
Afield Magazine, don’t make 
a  final check mark against 
any item until it has been 
placed in the boat. Putting 
something in the back seat 
of your car Is no guarantee 
that you’ll have it out on the 
water when you need It. You 
might use two colored pen­
cils and check blue Items 
packed in the car, red for 
items placed aboard the boat. 
Or use a system, of checks 
and Xs—just so you’ll know 
which Is which.

And finally, just one more 
suggestion: Don't forget the 
checklist!

pense is deductible i f  the 
dOurse is required by your 
employer or is necessary to 
maintain or improve the 
skills required on your pre­
sent job. No deduction can: 
be taken for courses needed: 
to meet the minimum re­
quirements of a job to ob­
tain a new job.

For example, the -'tax laws 
permit a teacher to deduct 
the cost of a course taken to 
maintain his teaching skills 
but it won’t permit a deduc­
tion for courses taken to 
qualify as a teacher.

tests for dependency.

■ A—Retirement plans 'for
most self-employed indivi­
duals must include employees 
of the self-employed person 
who have been,with, him three 
years or more. Part-time and 
seasonal employees may be 
excluded.

A—Alimony payments are 
deductible for the payer a n d , 
taxable income to the recip- ;
