A child is not a lump of 
clay to be molded or a pitch­
er to be poured into but a 
growing plant to be nurtured, 
loved and cared for. This is 
the first step in understand­
ing young children, accord- 
cording to Jennie Hitching. 
Extension family life educa­
tion spcialist.

But also' learn to under­
stand their behavior, says the 
Texas A & M University spe­
cialist. Parents must be 
aware of what their children 
are telling by their behavior 
yet they should not put every 
little act or expression under 
a microscope.

A child’s behavior commu­
nicates more than his talk, 
according to Miss Kitchings. 
The keys to understanding 
tills are reserving judgment, 
avoiding labels, accepting 
personality differences and 
being aware that the appar­
ent cause of an Incident may 
not be the real one.

In trying to discover the 
meaning of behavior, Miss 
Kitching points out some of 
the obstacles. Common is 
labeling automatically a kind 
of behavior which doesn’t tell 
why he is behaving as he is,

For example, if he rejects 
a suggestion it may not be 
“stubborn" or if he' fails to 
be up and doing it may not 
be “lazy." Perhaps he is 
stubborn about getting dress-, 
ed in the morning because lie. 
is not eager to go to -ch-iol.
' Giving labels to behavior 
and putting actions into cate­
gories prevent understanding 
and give us too easy an out, 
says Miss Kitching. Reliev­
ing anxiety and worry with 
a handy phrase often drains 
the need to do something 
more constructive than to 
praise or blame.

Yet, the specialist points 
out another factor in under­
standing children and deci­
phering their behavior: the 
parent's makeup. Everyone 
is in trouble if the parent’s 
emotions differ from the 

'child.
i The connection between 
;a behavior and its cause Is 
inot always obvious, 
j Have a wide-angle approach 
j to understanding children, 
suggests Miss Kitching. A 
; certain behavior may have 
j several possible causes. A 
| nightmare could be caused 
by too much candy or a tele­
vision program - or some­
thing else.

But the specialist urged 
parents not to interpret af 
child's behavior to him be­
fore he has a chance to real­
ize it himself.

Given a litttle time, he 
might figure out his own.?, 
feelings and put them iptq^ 
his own words, a much blgi* 
ger contribution to growing.

You must respect a child's 
rights to some emotional 
privacy, said Miss Kitching. 
He should be free to have 

j feelings and fantasies with- 
; out uncomfortably sensing an 
j ever-watchful eye that is al- 
j ways ready to read some- 
| thing into every tone of voice 
;'or bit of play.

"The old cliche ,'it's Just 
chicken feed' is out of date. 
Chicken feed $ is mighty big 
business,” he said.

Hamm's talk on “A Differ­
ent Approach in Telling the 
Poultry Story” was one of 277 
papers presented a t the Con­
ference July 8 - 12.

He pointed out that there 
are many sides to the Indus- 
try-t-“many which most of us 
may . not see.”

Q—I’ve heard that there’s 
a tax advantage when you 
give share of stock instead of 
money to a college. Why is 
that?

A—There is a tax ad van 
tage when a donation is made 
of stock that has increased 
in value since it was purchas­
ed. A tax deduction may be 
taken for the full market 
value of the stock on the date 
the donation was made.

Donations of this sort en- 
abel the taxpayer to avoid 
paying tax on the increase 
in the value of the stock and 
get an income tax deduction 
for it.

Q—I run a dry cleaning 
store. How often do I have 
to deposit the taxes I with­
held from my employees? 
wages?

A-~Deposits of Income tax 
withheld and employee and 
employer Social Security tax­
es must be made semi-month- 
iy when they amount to 
$2,509 or more for any month 
in the preceding calendar 
quarter. Employers with lia­
bilities over $100, but less than 
$2,500 in a month are re­
quired to make monthly de­
posits,

Employers whose monthly 
total of these taxes is $100 or 
less are not required to make 

'monthly deposits.
However, if the total taxes 

for a quarter <reduced on any 
deposits) are more than 
$100, the unpaid balance of 
these taxes must be deposited 
by the last day of the month 
following the close of the 
quarter.

"Don’t Blame Me”

Startlingly simple was the 
defense offered by a young 
man accused of murdering 
his own father.

“I’m a rough character,” 
he conceded in court, "but 
it is because my father brou­
ght me up that way. He 
taught me to drink whiskey, 
use a gun, and run around 
with a gang. So don’t  blame 
me for what I did- Blame my 
father."

No doubt the slain father 
bore a share of the fault. But 
the court held the son guilty 
anyhow, because he was old 
enough and rational enough 
to take responsibility for his 
own behavior.

To what degree should ex­
tenuating circumstances ex­
cuse what would otherwise be 

crime? To what degree 
should a killer be allowed to 
blame his upbringing: a thief 
his poverty: a rapist his pas­
sion: a vandal his youthful­
ness?

In air earlier day, there was 
Uttle of such talk in the 
countdoom. Wrong brought 
retribution almost as a mat­
ter of course. Scarcely a 
century ago, a murderer was 
put to death in an American 
prison even though was only 
12 years old.

But with greater insight in­
to human motivations has 
come greater understanding 
in fixing blame.

Thus, mental deficiencies 
are increasingly taken into 
account—not only in deciding 
on legal guilt but also in set­
ting the punishment. And 
ail states recognize a mini­
mum age below which a per­
son cannot be held to crimi­
nal iiabilUlty.

Nevertheless, while today’s 
law avoids total -responsibi­
lity, it also avoids total ir­
responsibility. It holds that 
most people, in most situa­
tions, do indeed have free­
dom of choice between doing 
right and doing wrong.
