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Yanks Strike Powerfully Down
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French Troops Fully Encircle Port Of Toulon By Land
Reds Cross Bug

In Warsaw Drive

Retreaf Roufe

ROME, Aug. 22 (AP) —
French troops of the Sev-
enth army have fully en-
clrclec! Toulon by land, cut-
ting the last escape route for
German garrison forces still
resisting inside the fixed
fortifications of the big
Mediterranean mnaval base,
Allied headquarters announc-
ad today.

While an Allled naval armada
offshore and land batterles on the
north hurled shells against enemy
strongpoints, the French infantry-
men advanced through the out-
skiris of the southern France port
in house to house fighting.

American troops meanwhile
ywept steadily westward well to
the northwest of Toulon is a
drive which, unless halied, soon
will Isolate Marsellle, France's
second city. French forces were
within elght miles of Marseille
on the east
Still other American spearhea

on the east reached points 60 miles
inland, and headquarters an-
nounced that the Allied grip on
southern France now had been
expanded (o more than 2,000
square miles—an area more than
double that of the beachheéad late
last week.

A substantial extension of Al-
lied territory was reported on
the north with American troops
capturing the towns of SL
Jullen and Barreme in the
Basses Alps, 35 and 43 miles
northwest of Cannes.

Encirclement of Marseille ap-
peared to be a matter of hours
From the last announced point of
advance west of Alx-en-Provence
the Americans needed to strike
less than a dozen miles southwest
to get astride the coastal roads
west of the big port.

Ma). Gen. Alexander M. Patch
in an order of the day to all his
Seventh army declared:

“The enemy In our area is per-
plexed and stunned. Except for
his coastal defense forces he is In
full retreat.”

After occupying the Imporfant
communications center of Alx-
en-Provence, 15 miles due north
of Marsellle, American dough-
boys still were charging on and
by midday yesterday were two
mliles along the road to the west.

This spearhead and the French
thrust on Marseille from the east
~a drive which already had passed
through Aubagne—were steadily
setting up a trap for the Germans
remaining in that French city,

The rout of the scattered nazi
forces was so complete in southe
ern France, however, that the Al-
lied command called off the war-
planes which had been bombing
and strafing avallable enémy tar-
gets and sent them back to their
former job of smashing enemy
communications in northern Italy
and the Balkans.

Two Texans opposing re-elec-
tion of President Roosevelt today
urged the state's presidential elec-
tors to support Senator Harry F.

News Blalock sald that because
the elector lssue was raised in
naming delegates to the Septem-
ber convention, then that conven-
tion should have more authority
to act on electors than had the
May convention.

By statute, Blalock said, the
May convention is set up to name
delegates to the national conven-
tion,

By custom, he added, the con-
vention has for years also named
a slate of electors, passed resolu-
tions pralsing the demoecratic ad-
ministration if one was in power,
and econdemning the republicar
leadership,

ON THE WESTERN FRONT (By
Wireless)—The ways of an inva-
sion turned out to be all very new
to Pfe. Tommy Clayton, the 20th
Division infantryman we were
writing about yesterday.

It was new to thousands of
others also, for they hadn't been
trained in hedgerow fighting, So
they had to learn It the way a
dog learms o swim. They
learned.

As we sald yesterday, this Tom-
my Clayton, the mildest of men,
has killed four of the enemy for
sure, and probably dozens of un-
scen ones. He wears an  Expert
Rifleman's badge and soon will
have the proud badge of Combat
Infantryman, worn only by those
who have been through the mill

Three of his four victims he got
In one long blast of his Browning
automatic rifle. He was stationed
in the bushes at a bend in a gravel
road, covering a crossroads about
80 yards ahead of him,

Buddenly three German sol-
diers came oul a side road and
foolishly stopped (o talk right
in the middle of the crosaroads.
The BAR, has 20 bullets In a
clip. Clayton held her down for
the whole clip. The three Ger-
mans went down, mever to get

up.

His fourth one he thought was n
Jap when he killed him. In the
early days of the Invasion lots of
soldiers thought they were fight-
ing Japs, scattered in with the
German troops. They were ac-
tually Mongolian Russians, with
strong Oriental features, who re-
sembled Japs to the untraveled
Americans,

On this fourth killing, Clay-
ton was covering an Infantiry
squad as It worked (forward
along & hedgerow. There were
snipers in the trees in froni.
Clayton spotted one and sprayed
the tree with his sutomatic rifle,
and out tumbled this man he
thought was a Jap.

To show how little anyone who
hasn't been through war can know
about li—do you want to know
how Clayton located his sniper?

Here's how—

When a bullet passes smack
over your head It doesn't ming;
it pops the same as a rifle when
it goes off. That's because the
bullet's rapid passage creales a
vacuum behind It, and the air’
rushes back with such foree te
fill this vacuum that it collides
with ltself, and makes a re-
sounding “pop.”

Clayton didn’t know what caused
this, and I tried to explain

“You know what a vacuum is*

I said. “We learned that in high
school.™
And Tommy sald, "Ernle, I

never went past the third grade.”

But Tommy Is Intelligent and
his sensitivities are fine, You
don't have to know the reasons In
war, you only have to know what
things Indicate when they hap-

pen.

Well, Clayton had learned that
the pop of a bullet over his head
preceded the actual rifle report
by a fraction of a second, because
the sound of the rifle explosion
had to- travel some distance be-
fore hitling bhis ear. So the “pop”™
became his warning signal to lis-
ten for the crack of a sniper's
rifle & moment later.

Through much he had
learned to gauge the direciion
of the sound almost exacily.
And so oul of this animal-like
system of hunting, he had the
knowledge to shoot inte (he

Clayton’s weirdest experience
would be funny if it weren't so
flooded with pathos. He was re-
turning with a patrol one moon-
1t night when the enemy opened
up on them, Tommy leaped right
through a hedge and, spotiing a
foxhole, plunged Into IL

To his amazement and fright,
there was a German in the fox-
hole, sitting pretty, holding a ma-
chine pistol i# his hands.

Clayton shot him three times in
the chest before you could say

have left no effeet on this mild
soldier from Indiana, unless to
make him even quieter than be-
fore.

The worst experience of all I
Just the accumulated blur, and the
hurting vagueness of too long in
the lines, the everlasting alertness,
the noise and fear, the cell by
cell exhaustion, the thinning of
the ranks around you as day fol-
lows nameless day. And the eon-
stant march into eternity of your
own small quota of chances for
survival.

Those are the things that hurt
and destroy. And soldisrs ke
Tommy Clayton go back to them,
because they are good soldiers
and Lhey have a duty they cannot
define.
