been properous.

Requirements for a Special 

Education teacher include a 
bachelor's degree, plus experi­
ence and training in Special Ed­
ucation and lots of patience.

“ When a child reaches age 16 
he is supposed to reach on - job 
(raining level, provided he has 
had adequate help and instruc­
tion through the years. Under 
this job training program, the 
pupil goes to school half a day 
and works half a day. Muleshoe 
does not participate in this 
program since we must have 
more than 18 pupils and more 
than one teacher to be eligible,”  
continued Mrs. Spence.”

In conclusion, she told the 
group, “ Scientific advances in 
the field, of mental retardation 
are many and varied. For in­
stance, a three - day - old in­
fant can lie given a test to de­
termine whether he is mental­
ly retarded or not. A few drops 
of a certain chemical upon the 
infant’ s diaper will tell the sto­
ry."

Working equally as hard to 
help the children of this area 
is Mrs. Mary Maddox, speech 
ctlu rapist. Between 60 and 85 
children of Muleshoe attend 
two classes a week to correct 
defects in their speech.

Mrs. Maddox told us, “ Swal­
lowing, chewing and sucking ar? 
the three most important ele­
ments to proper speech. The 
most common defects of speech 
arc substitutions, ommisions 
and in this locale, articulations. 
Th? willingness of the pupils to 
correct his defect determines 
how soon he will ‘graduate’ 
from the class. Usually a child 
with a fairly well pronounced 
defect can correct the defect in 
two semesters. However, there

are some who remain in the 
class for several years — main­
ly because they do not desire to 
talk properly.”

In order to be licensed to con­
duct these special classes, Mrs. 
Maddox had to obtain a Bach­
elor's degree, master 24 institu­
tion hours of speech correction 
ami 200 clock hours of work in 
a speech clinic.

"Muleshoe is most fortunate, 
indeed to have these special 
service* for the benefit of our 
children. Muleshoe is especial­
ly blessed to have two excep­
tional. devoted ladies to provide 
this service for those who need 
it So desperately,”  a P-TA 
spokesman said.
