Reckord, commanding general of
the Third Corps,' Aren, and o
special  AAU. commities, who
passed unanimously by the execu-
tive committes in & mafl ballot
ocompleted yessterday.

In effect, the A.AU. has agreed
that & man's amateur status while
in service shall not be affected by
his particlpation with or against
professionals In service events or
Informal games,

However, anyone whe was a
professional athlete before enter-
ing the service shall not be eligi
ble to compete In AA U, sanction-
ed events, tournamenta or chame
plonahipa.

An amateur in the service may
not compete in a professional con-
test as an iIndividual or member
of a team for his own personal
benefit under any eircumstances.

Bpeclally stamped form post-
oards are being used by men In
the United States Navy. Possibly
such forms will be Issued for othe
er branches of the armed forces
