In 1981, residential wood-
burning used 42 - million
standard cords, which is
almost five times the
amount: burned. 10 years
ago. This wood burned in

our homes is about one-
fourth of the total wood us-
ed for all other wood pro-
ductsin the U. 8, and would
make a wall 8 feet wide by
44 feet high stretching from
Washington,” D. C. to San
Francisco, -Stayton . points
out.

Some 5,500  households
were surveyed to. deter-
mine increases in residen-
tial- woodburning -and

sources of fuelwood. "

Results showed. that one-

fourth of all J,-8.
households burnéd wood in
1881, and that three-fourths
of all fuelwood used was
cut by homeowners within
short distances .of their
homes. One-half of all rural
homes - burn wood, while
less than one-fourth of ur-
ban households use
fuelwood,

Eight percent of - all

households use wood -as

their main heating  fuel.
They burned an average of
three-and one-third stan-
dard cords per year, the
standard cord being a
stack of fuelwood four feet

high, four feet wide and
eight feet long. Cost ranges

-from $400 when purchased

in small amounts to £50 for
loads of thres or more

cords. Average cost is §71

per cord delivered.
If fuelwood sales were a

single business, it would be
one of the 500 largest com-
‘panies.in the U. §., with a
nationwide value of $620
million in 1931;

The survey suggests that
with the increase in natural
gas prices, rural
homeowners will probably
burn more woed, but urban
homeowners find wood bur-
ning to be inconvenient and
costly.
