‘the opening of the: DAV’s national
convention in Washmgton DC,
August 26.

When he first returned from Viet-

. nam, Murphy was angry, deman-
ding that doctors and clergyman
stay away, but that mind-set didn’t
last long. ‘I guessI've had a positive
attitude all my life,’ he remarked.
‘Looking -around -and seeing others
worse off than I.has made me feel
very lucky tobe alive.’

Even  so, he was apprehensive

about returning to- his hometown, .

White, SD, in a wheelchair.: But
before long; he was out hunting from
a standing vehicle with his brothers

and cruising -around- with his bud- -

dies.  And he decided to enroll at
Dakota' State  College in Madison,
SD, where he majored in business
administration.
There he ‘met a nursing student
named Eldine, whom he married in
1972 Today, they enjoy swimming
and playing computer games with

After his marriage, Murphy con-
tinued his studies at Augustana Col-
lege in Sioux Falls and became ac-
tive inthe DAV. He's held just about
every elected position in Sioux Falls
DAV Chapter 1 and the DAV Depart-
ment of South Dakota, currently ser-
ving as comunander of the state DAV
organization..

That rise to prominence brought

.new responsibilities as he was ap-
pointed to various boards and com-
mittees - charged “with improving
conditions. faced by disabled South
Dakotans. He also lobbjes before the
South Dakota legislature, ad-
vocating the needs of disabled vets,
veterans generally, and handicap-
ped people. S

But most meaningful, personally,
to Murphy is the one-on-one counsel-

‘We’ll-be continuing to visit bingo
games and our auditors will be look-
ing closely at the books of everybody
involved in bingo—the promoters,
bingo organizations, supply
distributors “and. manufacturers.

Extension Service food and nutrition
specialist, Mary K. Sweeten.

1In fact; -one recent produce -in-

dustry study showed that about forty -

percent of consumers find melons
the most difficult fruit-to judge for
ripeness and freshness, she adds.

According to Sweeten, there are a
few appearance factors which may
be helpful-but not totally reliable~in
guiding you to a good, ripe, juicy
watermelon.

The - surface of the watermelon
should - be relatively smooth, she
says. The rind should have a slight
dullness, neither shiny nor dull.- The
ends of the melon should be filled out
and rounded, and the underside: of
the melon’ should have a creamy
color.

It’s eésier, but uSually more €x- .

pensive to buy a cut melon, says the
specialist Even then, you may not
get the best melon for your money

- ‘unless you inspect it well. The best

melon: has firm, juicy flesh- with
good.red color, she says. Look out

. for white streaks and whitish seeds

since these indicate immaturity.
Also avoid a melon with dry, mea-

ly flesh or watery, stringy flesh, she

“says. These are signs of overmaturi-

““ty or aging after harvest. .

melons te choose from at-the super-

_markets and produce stands.  With

prices low and likely to get lower as
the season. progresses, you may

have several chances to pick the .
