This year marks 
the 41st annual observance of Na­
tional Farm Safety Week, co­
sponsored by the National Safety 
Council and tjie US Department 
of Agriculture. Farm Safety 
Week was founded in 1944 to fight 
accidents impairing wartime 
food and fiber production. The 
theme, MANAGE FOR BETTER 
S A F E T Y  AN D H E A L T H , 
recognizes that safety and health 
must be a management goal if 
losses due to farming accidents 
and illnesses are to be controlled.

The names of some 15,000 iiigh 
school seniors representing all 50 
states ait* being released today 
as Semifinalists in the 30lh an­
nual Merit Program, which is 
conducted by National Merit 
S c h o la r s h ip  C o rp o ra t io n  
(NMSC). NMSC is publicly 
recognizing students iti this select 
group as a means of spotlighting 
their academic talents and 
broadening their higher educa­
tion opportunities. These 
Semifinalists must advance to 
Finalist standing in order to con­
tinue in the competition for about 
5,500 Merit Scholarships, valued 
at over $20 million, to be awarded 
in the spring of 1985.

Three distinctly different types 
of awards will be offered. Every 
Finalist will be considered for 
one of the single-payment ‘Na­
tional’ awards that are allocated 
by state, in numbers proportional 
to each state’s percentage of the 
total US high school graduating 
class. Winners in each state will 
be the finalists judged to have the 
stron g est com b in a tion  of 
academic and extracurricular 
accomplishments. In 1985, these 
nonrenewable awards will be in­
creased in value from $1,000 to 
$2,000 and 1,800 National Merit 
$2,000 Scholarships will be of­
fered. More than one-third of 
them will be sponsored by cor-

finance four year scholarships; 
the remainder will be underwrit­
ten with NMSC’s own funds.

Only Finalists who meet 
preferential criteria of award 
grantors will compete for about 
3,700 four-year Merit Scholar­
ships of two types. About 1,400 
will be corporate-sponsored 
awards which provide between 
$500 and $2,000 (or more) per 
year. Corporate sponsors may 
specify their four-year scholar­
ships for Finalists who are 
children of their employees, 
residents of an area served by the 
sponsor, or students with career 
goals the company or business 
organization wishes to en­
courage. The remaining 2,300 
four-year Merit Scholarships will 
be financed by colleges and 
universities for Finalists who will 
attend their institutions; winners 
of these awards receive stipends 
ranging from $250 to $2,000 for 
each undergraduate year of 
study at the sponsor college.

The 1985 competition began last 
fall when over one million juniors 
attending some 18,000 secondary 
schools throughout the nation 
took the qualifying test, the 
Preliminary Scholastic Aptitude 
Test-National Merit Scholarship

Over 13,500 of the 
Semifinalists are expected to 
meet the rigorous standards re­
quired to become Finalists, and 
ab ou t 40 p e r ce n t  o f the 
distinguished Finalists will be of­
fered Merit Scholarships.

NMSC is a non-profit organiza­
tion whose activities are financed 
by over 600 independent spon­
sors, without federal or state 
funds. The 1985 class of Merit 
Scholars to be announced next 
spring will join some 84,000 other 
academic champions who have 
received Merit Scholarships 
worth $247 million since the first 
Merit Program was completed in 
1956.

Rep-Payee Problems
As much as $3,(5 billion a year in 

Social Security benefits is taken 
from older Americans who are In­
capable of earing for themselves.

This is the conclusion of a re­
cent Social Security Administra­
tion investigation prompted by 
United States Senator Lloyd 
Bentwn’s legislation to crack 
down on fraud committed by 
‘representative payees.’

Representative payees are 
agents authorized to cash Social 
Security checks for individuals 
unable to handle their own finan­
cial affairs. The ‘rep-payee’ can 
be a member of the family, a 
friend or neighbor, or an outside 
agency such as a nursing home.

But the investigation found that 
about 10 percent of rep-payec 
situations are ‘problem ar­
rangements.’ In a system that af­
fects tens of millions of people, 
that indicates a tremendous 
potential for fraud.

Back in 1981, Bentsen asked the 
General Accounting Office, an in­
vestigative arm of Congress, to 
study procedures for monitoring 
rep-payees. They reported back 
that, incredibly, there was no ef­
fective system.

The GAO advised the Senator 
that the affairs of some 1.5 
million elderly, enfeebled or 
retarded Americans were being 
handled by rep-payees who are 
not members of their familv. In

Texas alone, there are an 
estimated Ti.OSHI recipients whose 
.Son;:! .Security checks are cash­
ed bv rep-payees not related to
them.

Senator Denison introduced 
legislation requiring the Social 
Security Administration to 
develop ari effective monitoring 
system. His bill also increased 
penalties for rep-payees who 
unlawfully abuse the trust placed 
in them.

In response to this legislation, 
and to pressure from subsequent 
court decisions, the Social Securi­
ty Administration did its own in­
vestigation recently and now has 
developed a system to monitor 
and audit rep-payees.

But effective policing of liir 
system is only half the solution.

We need to provide a more ef­
fective deterrent against fraud 
by a rep-payee. The penalties 
should he tougher. My bill would 
increase the maximum penalty 
from one year in prison and a 
$1,000 fine to one year and a $5,0(H) 
fine. Second offense would 
become a felony, with a max­
imum of five years and a $25,000 
fine.

The Senate has approved Bent- 
sen’s legislation. A House-Senate 
conference has included it in 
legislation amending our Social 
Security disability laws.

Elderly, infirm or retarded 
Americans, who cannot manage 
to pay their own bills, cash their 
checks or provide for their own 
needs, are among our nation’s 
most vulnerable citizens.

We must act decisively to deter 
unscrupulous individuals who 
would prey on those least able to 
protect themselves.

Flood o f '3 6
Remembered

September 1930, some 48 years 
ago, the Colorado River came 
down reaching the highest point 
remembered by old timers. Huge 
trees washed away that had stood 
for many years

The flood waters kept building 
up until they covered the roadbed 
of the new bridge on 1 iighvvay 288, 
which had bqgpt- completed in 
1933. It rose nine feet and seven 
inches above the floor of the 
bridge, a supporting beam had 
slipped about half an inch and a 
giant river where two spans 
meet, a concrete chip weighing 
possibly two pounds slivered, the 
middle of the span slipped about 
one inch down stream.

The John Hunter home which 
was some quarter of a mile from 
the bridge and 50 yards west of 
Highway 283 rushed to help

neighbor, Jim Steward move out. 
He lived nearer tlic river and 
came home to find the water up to 
the front door.

The Steward family moved out 
Friday and again a week later, 
when the water came up again. 
The second time it lacked nine 
feet being as high as before.

The water was up to the door 
knobs in the Hunter home and 
sediment covered everything. 
Two big stacks of feed tied with 
wire weighted rocks floated 
across a draw and landed upright 
on the orchard fence. Some 300 
yards of surface new roadbed 
washed into the Hunter field.

There was no rain locally but 
all the neighbors had lots of 
things to remember such as the 
little frightened squirrel in a lone 
dead tree on the hillside sur­
rounded by water.

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 29 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that provides • to state-chartered 
banks the same rights and privi­
leges that are or may be granted 
to national banks of the United 
States domiciled in this state. For 
example, if national banks become 
authorized to maintain branch of­
fices, this amendment would extend 
the same privilege to state banks. 

The proposed constitutional 
amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: “ The constitu­
tional amendment to provide 
state banks the same rights and 
privileges as national banks.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 19 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that restructures the Permanent 
University Fund to provide: (I) 
for the expansion of the institutions 
eligible to participate in the bond­
ing capacity of the fund to include 
the components of The University 
of Texas and Texas A&M Univer­
sity systems that have been added 
to those two systems of higher 
education since the Permanent Uni­
versity Fund was last restructured 
by- constitutional- amendment; (2) 
for the expansion of the purposes 
for which bond proceeds can be ex­
pended from new construction to 
include major repair and rehabili­
tation projects and the acquisition 
of major capital equipment (e.g,, 
computers- and laboratory equip­
ment) and library books and mate­
rials; (3) for an increase in the 
bonding capacity from 20% ( 2a for 
The University of Texas System 
and Vs for the Texas A&M Univer­
sity System) to 30ri (2097 for The 
University of Texas System and 
1097 for Texas A&M University 
System) of the value qf .the assets 
(exclusive of real estate) in the 
Permanent University Fund in or­
der .to provide sufficient bond pro­
ceeds to care for the addition of 10 
new institutions to those authorized 
to participate in the Permanent 
University Fund bonding program 
and to care for the expanded pur­
poses for which the bond proceeds 
can be spent; and (4) for the dedi­
cation of the dividends, interest, and 
other income from the Permanent 
University Fund remaining after 
payment of principal and interest 
due on bonds and notes issued, to the 
provision of support and mainte­
nance (over and above normal leg­
islative appropriations) for Texas 
A&M University in Brazos County, ■ 
Prairie View A&M University-, and 
The University of Texas at Austin.

House Joint Resolution 19 also an­
nually appropriates $100 million in 
each fiscal year, beginning Septem­
ber 1, 1935 (from the first money 
coming into the state treasury that is 
not otherwise appropriated by the 
onstitution) ■ for the use of those

agencies and institutions of higher 
education which are not included in 

. The University of Texas or Texas 
A&M University Systems and, there­
fore, not eligible to participate in the 
Permanent University Fund bond­
ing program. The amount of this 
appropriation could be 'sfifusted 
every five years by a % vote of 
the Legislature, but could not be 
adjusted in such a way as to affect 
outstanding bonding indebtedness. 
Each institution of higher educa­
tion that is eligible to participate 
(i.e., those institutions of higher 
education outside The University of 
Texas and Texas A&M University 
Systems) would be authorized to 
expend directly its share (such 
share to be determined pursuant to 
an equitable formula) of the $100 
million appropriation for the pur­
poses of acquiring land, construct­
ing and equipping buildings or oth­
er permanent improvements, major 
repair and rehabilitation of other 
permanent buildings or improve­
ments, and acquisition of major 
capital equipment (e.g., computers 
and laboratory equipment) and 
library books and materials. Addi­
tionally, each institution would be 
authorized to issue bonds backed by 
a pledge o f up to '509?- of its share 
of the $100 million annual appro­
priation for the purpose of land 
acquisition, new construction, and 
major repair and rehabilitation 
projects.

Except in the case of fire or 
natural disaster and in other extra­
ordinary cases, verified by a two- 
thirds vote of each house of the 
legislature, all institutions of high­
er education would be precluded 
from receiving appropriations of 
general revenue funds for the pur­
poses of land acquisition, new con­
struction, and major repair . and 
rehabilitation projects.

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“ The constitutional amendment 
to create from genera! revenue a 
special higher education assis­
tance fund for construction and 
related activities, to restructure 
the Permanent University Fund, 
and to increase the number of 
institutions eligible to benefit 
from the Permanent University 
Fund.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3 
ON THE BALLOT "

House Joint Resolution 65 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
which authorizes the legislature to 
provide for the payment of assis­
tance to the surviving dependent 
parents, brothers, and sisters of of­
ficers,, employees and agents of the 
state or its political subdivisions, 
including members of organized 
volunteer- fire departments and 
members of organized police reserve 
or auxiliary units authorized to 
make arrests, who die in the course 
o f performing hazardous official 
dutjes.: Payments to surviving 
spouses- and dependent children of

such officers, employees, and agents 
are already authorized by the Con­
stitution.

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
“ The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the legislature to pro­
vide for payment of assistance to 
the surviving dependent parents, 
brothers, and sisters of certain 
public servants killed while on 
duty.”

PROPOSITION NO. 4  
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 20 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
which abolishes the office of county 
treasurer in Bexar and Collin coun­
ties if a majority of the voters in 
each of those counties vote in favor 
of abolishing the office of county 
treasurer in a local election to be 
held on the issue. All the powers, 
duties, and functions of the office 
of county treasurer in each of these 
counties would be transferred to 
the county clerk.

The proposed constitutional 
amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: “ The constitu­
tional amendment to abolish the 
office of county treasurer in 

'Bexar and Collin counties.”

PROPOSITION NO. S
ON THE BALLOT 

Senate Joint Resolution 22 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
which provides a new method of 
filling a vacancy in the office of 
Lieutenant Governor. The amend­
ment requires the President pro 
tempore of the Senate to call to­
gether the committee of the whole 
Senate within 30 days after a 
vacancy occurs in the office of Lieu­
tenant Governor. The committee 
would be required to elect one of 
its members to perform the duties 
of the Lieutenant Governor until 
the next general election. This in­
dividual would continue his duties as 
Senator at the same time that he 
performs the Lieutenant Governor's 
duties. If the Senator who is elected 
ceases to be a Senator before the 
next general election, another Sena­
tor must be elected according to the 
above procedure to perform the Lieu­
tenant Governor’s duties. The Presi­
dent pro tempore would be re­
quired to perform the . Lieutenant 
Governor’s duties pending the elec­
tion of one of its members by the 
committee of the whole Senate.

The proposed amendment will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 
<‘The constitutional amendment 
authorizing the state senate to 
fill a vacancy in the office of 
lieutenant governor.”

PROPOSITION NO. 6  
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 73 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
that permits the use of public funds 
and credit for payment of premi­
ums on non-assessable life, health, 
or accident insurance policies and 
annuity contracts issued by a mu­
tual insurance company authorized 
to do business in this state. The con­
stitutional prohibition against a 
grant of public money to an individ­
ual, association, or corporation or 
against becoming a stockholder in a 
corporation, association, or c o ir  
pany has limited life and h> »Wi 
group policies of political subdWt- 
sions to non-mutual insurance com­
panies. The amendment wwdd jsetv 
mil mutual insurance eottpanfes to 
bid for thoseupalicies.

The proposed constitutional 
amendment will appear on the 
ballot as' follows: The constitu­
tional amendment to permit use 
of public funds and credit for 
payment of premiums on certain 
insurance contracts of mutual 
insurance companies authorized 
to do business in Texas.”

PROPOSITION NO. 7 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 4 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
to change the membership of the 
State Commission on Judicial Con­
duct to include one Judge of a Mu­
nicipal Court and one Judge of a 
County Court at Law, who shall be 
selected at large and appointed by 
the Supreme Court with the advice 
and consent of the Senate.

The amendment also provides 
additional grounds for removal from 
office of judges or justices of Texas 
courts, and provides additional dis­
ciplinary actions that could be taken 
in lieu of removal or censure. The 
amendment would extend the Com­
mission’s disciplinary authority to 
masters, magistrates, and retired 
or former judges who hear cases 
by designation. The amendment 
creates a tribunal to review recom­
mendations of the State Commission 
on Judicial Conduct for removal or 
retirement of a judge or justice. The 
review tribunal would be composed 
of seven (7) Justices or Judges of 
the Courts of Appeals selected by lot 
by the Chief Justice of the Supreme 
Court. The amendment also provides 
for appeal of the review tribunal's 
decision to the Supreme Court of 
Texas and grants an accused judge 
the right to discovery of evidence. 

The proposition will appear on 
the ballot as follows: The con­
stitutional amendment relating to 
the membership of the State 
Commission on Judicial Conduct 
and the authority and procedure 
to discipline active judges, cer­
tain retired and former judge? 
and certain masters and magis 
trates of the courts.”

PROPOSITION NO. 8 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 22 pro­
poses a constitutional amendment 
which increases the per diem of' 
members of the Legislature. The 
amount of per diem allowed during 
a calendar year would be equal to 
the maximum amount set in federal 
income tax statutes’ as of January 
1 of that same year as a deduction 
for ordinary and necessary business 
expenses incurred by a state legisla­
tor. Current per diem is $30; the 
maximum deduction is now $75.

The proposed constitutional 
amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The constitu- 

, tional ■ amendment to provide a 
per diem for members of the leg­
islature equal to the maximum 
daily amount allowed by federal 
law as a deduction for ordinary 
and necessary business expenses 
incurred by a state legislator."
