Q-I have a VA insurance pblicy
with a large loan on it. I have elected
a lifetime -annuity for the

" beneficiary. I know that this will
. reduce the amount of the payments

if- I die. Is there anything the
beneficiary can do-to receive the
lifetime annuity?

A-Yes. The loan may be paid up
after death by the beneficiary to
receive the lifetime annuity. Other
options, which could be of greater

* value to the beneficiary, will be ex-

plained when the claim is received.

Q-Does the law provide for a mon-
thly benefit to the wife and children
of a veteran ‘if the veteran
disappears?

A-~The law makes no du'ect provi-
sion for a benefit for dependents of a
veteran who disappears. Depending
on the circumstances of the disap-
pearance, if the veteran was entitled
to benefits at the time of the disap-
pearance, the VA may pay a special
benefit for the veteran’s dependents.
After 7 years the VA may consider
death claims based  on a disap-
pearance. The VA ‘must, however,

| Veferans Administration News

(EDITOR’S - NOTE: . ‘Following - are
representaative questions answered daily
by VA counselors. Full information is

- available at any VA office.)

Q-I have a VA insurance policy
with a large loan on it. T have elected
a lifetime -annuity for the
beneficiary. I know that this will
reduce the amount of the payments
if I die. Is there anything the
beneficiary can do to receive the
lifetime annuity?

A-Yes, The loan may be paid up
after death by the beneficiary to
receive the lifetime annuity, Other

options, which could be of greater

value to the beneficiary, will be ex-
plained when the claim is received.

Q-Does the law provide for a mon-
thly benefit to the wife and children
of a veteran ‘if the veteran
disappears? -

A-The law makes no direct provi-
sion for a benefit for dependentsof a
veteran who disappears. Depending
‘on the circumstances of the disap-
pearance, if the veteran was entitled
to benefits at the time of the disap-

- pearance, the VA may pay a special
benefit for the veteran’s dependents.
After 7 years the VA may consider
death claims. based on a disap-
pearance. The VA must, however,
consider the circumstances behind
the disappearance before deciding
whether death “benefits may  be
granted.

Q-Why are “points” charged on
VA loans?

A-Generally, lenders require dis-

Army Ghlld On The Texas Frontier

CHAPTER 2

In 1854, when Emma Johnson was
6 years old, the military post of Fort
Phantom Hill was abandoned by the
United States . government. Her
father, Dudley Johnson, was Ord-
nance Sergeant and with the other
forces was ordered to Fort Chad-
bourne, the post next in line toward
Fort Concho, which was at the junc-
tion of the three Concho Rivers, now
in San Angelo,

This would be a move of some six-
ty miles, and the wagons, drawn by
oxen or mules, would make a long

. train, taking the military supplies,

ordnance, - stores of foods and
uniforms,  furniture for officers’
quarters and all buildings. Whether
there was cavalry to go Emma does
not say; some of the infantry may
have marched, but mounted guards,
remount, non-commissioned officers
families, officers’ families in two or
three seated hacks, which were call-
ed ambulances, made the train a
long —one. -All the officers. were
mounted, as were the scouts and
guards.

Most of those going probably look-
ed back in relief at the post they
were leaving, as it had proved to be
poorly and ‘inconveniently located,
never having had adequate water or
wood supply. They could not have
made many miles before camping

The move involved two or more
overnight camps, and- when they
were nearing Fort Chadbourne, they
were met by Jim Shaw, the trusted
Delaware chief, who was one of their
reliable guides. He had learned of
the attack and murder of Major
Stemm, a prominent United States

officer of the area. Shaw knew that °
since the raiding band of Comanches

was somewhere near, the train
might be attacked at any moment.
Now on the alert, a close watch was

kept, by sentinels, but the faithful -

Delaware would not rest. He sat up
all night apart from the camp, wat-
ching for the attack which did not
come.

Fort Chadbourne; at one time the
extreme outpost on the frontier, was
established in-1853. A fort had been
started ‘on the Concho and called
Camp Johnson, but for some reason
it was moved to Oak Creek in what is
now Runnels County and named
Fort Chadbourne in honor of
General Chadbourne who had died a
short time before. The first com-
mander - there was Capt. Patrick
Calheun, son of the noted statesman,
John C. Calhoun. It was garrisoned

* by dragoons, or mounted troops, but

in the summer of 1854 these were
sent to Kansas and were replaced by
two -companies . of infantry com-

This new fort was in a beautiful
location. On the east bank of the
creek, it had a stream of pure and

healthful water, ‘and Church and
‘Table mountains were blue in the

smokey distance. It was considered
by men-and officers one of the mosti
desirable posts on ‘the entire
frontier. »

The Ordance Sergeant’s family
were in the train of wagons, foot-
soldiers, mounted - officers, mule
teams and oxen, troops and hangers-
on that plodded for three days from

Fort Phantom Hill to Chadbourne. -
On arriving at the new post, a time

of confusion was inevitabale, as the
officers chiose their quarters no mat-
ter who was occupying the desired
house. Down the ranks the choices
went, the non-commissioned officers

- getting whatever was left for them.

The barracks for the enlisted men,
the stables for horses,. the sutler’s
store and the bakeries, wash-houses,
the blacksmith shops and the car-
riage sheds, all were soon occupied.
It 'was not long until the Indians
began coming into the post, begging
for anything they wanted, stealing
whatever they. could; they were
subserviant and pretended
friendliness to the -whites,  who
treated them kindly and made every

- effort ‘to keep:them on peaceable

at night. Emma remembered ‘a
young soldier who was waylaid as he
was going across a -small bridge
over the creek; he was shot with
nine arrows, one of them piercing
his liver. He fell off the bridge, and
the Indians, - thinking " him dead,
sneaked off to their camp. Crawling
from the water, the wounded man
made his way to the house of an old
couple, and was taken to the post
hospital, where he had a miraculous
recovery. This was a lesson to every
white person at the Fort.

It was with these camping Indians
that they frequently saw a white
girl, about nine years old, who had
evidently been captured when quite
small. Many of the Indians became
known by sight, as they stalked
grandly about the post, going into
the houses if they wished, picking up
any blanket or. cooking-pot or hair-
ribbon and walking out with it.

One white wornan wh came freely
to the door of the Johnson house had
gray or blue eyes, soft brown hair
and a deeply sunburned face. She
would stand just outside the door,
with her begging hand inside, asking
for food. So many: at the post
remarked that she was a white
woman that she would stamp her
foot and say, ‘‘No! Me Comanche.”
Later she made for herself a sort of
bonnet of canvas, which she would

hold over her hair and face with one

hand while she held the other ‘out,
begging. The army officers knew all
this quite well, but they made no ef-
fort to redeem the white child or to
persuade the white woman to return
to her people. They were supposed to
keep the Indians on reservations,
furnishing them rations and guns
and ammunition for their hunting. In
fact there was no such restraint; the
tribes came and went at will, going
to the reservation for their
allotments and - raiding the set-
tlements to kill-and steal. The foot
soldiers were of course unable to
contain - them, - their only -concern
became to evade the arrows or gun:
shots from the black shadows: of
night.

Fmma often saw a proud chief on
a prancing fine horse riding about

the post, his long spear on display:

floating . proudly - before him. The
long, wavy hair was stretched over a
small hoop, marking. the-death- of

some defenseless woman in an
isolated cabin.

white woman was Cynthia- Ann
Parker, who had been stolen from
Parker's Fort at nine years of age.
She was rescued or captured in 1860
by a party of Texas Rangers in a bat-
tle in which her Indian husband, was
killed and her baby daughter return-
ed with her to her Parker family.
Emma was an observant child.
She knew all the routine of the fort;
in and out of her father’s Ordance

- shop, she knew who was issued am-

munition and for what purpose; she
saw the hunting detail go out to get
deer or buffalo or other game for the
commissary, the wood-cutters, their
wagons. heavily guarded by
dragoons, the arriving officers with
their’ guards. Her schooling was of
short duration, but as her family
were literate, she was fortunate in
receiving a better education than
most pioneer children did.

The most welcome arrival at the
post was the carrier of the U.S. Mail.
The route circled all the frontier
posts, coming from the north and go-
ing to Fort McKavett on the San
Saba River. From a valuable book
by Gen. Adam R. Johnson, published
in 1904, we get a larger look at this
mail service. A young man of 21, he
bought the contract for the mail
route, which went to all the forts on

the frontier, and also to the stands of -

the stage lines then in operation. The
Overland mail required that fresh
teams be kept at all stations, with
two or more employees to feed and
harness the teams, having them
ready so that only a few minutes
would be lost when the mail-carriers

" arrived, -either in ecarts or on

horseback. Johnson invested heavily

in animals and equipment, and hired -
only proven and dependaable men -

for the stations. Since the Indians
were raiding constantly, all involved
were in great danger, and it was a

Filing Deadlines

The Internal -Revenue - Service

(IRS) says you may receive an
automatic 4month extension of time
to file your 1985 federal tax return.
The application for the extension,
Form 4868, must be filed by April 15,

The IRS stresses that this is an ex-
tension of time to file your return—
not an extension of time for payment
of taxes due. When filing for the ex-
tension, the taxpayer must estimate
their tax owed for 1985 and send that
amount with the Form 4868 to avoid

" interest and late payment penalties.

*. The IRS notes that a deduction for

an IRA contribution can be claimed

on a-1985 tax return only if the con-
tribution is made on or before April

15, even for those electing an exten-

gion to file.
