" This is the responsibility of civilized ‘society and most
everyone stands ready to do their part in this respect.

In recent years, requirements have been placed on
the states that have burdeaed their resources in meeting
‘the demands of welfare costs. Some of these have been
forced on them by the federal government and other by
- the supreme court, The end result is that welfare is a
fgreater financial burden than most states can meet.

: Arguments for revenue sharing say. that through
~this method, state funds will be increased sufficiently
to carry their welfare burden, and that welfare should
-be administered from the state. level, since they are
~closer to the problem and should be better able to see

‘the greatest need.

. There is no doubt that welfare should be returned
‘to the states, but with it should bet he right to adminis-
_ter it as sees the necessity. As it is now, the states have

" to finance it and the federal government or the Supreme
Court tells them who have to pay, or who has “a right
- to be on welfare.”

If they are going to say how much is paid and who
_ gets it, then they should foot the bill. Even with state
