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CHILE, AFTER a communist take-over, is once 
again demonstrating the fate of those that fall, under the 
heel of a government of men, The men charge behave 
no differently than the kings of old who practiced theiv- 
ery and murder with impunity.

Time magazine reports that dictator of Chile, al­
though nominally acting within the due process of law, 
has succeeded in- confiscating hundreds of millions of 
dollars of private property without paying a dime. The 
formula is highly complicated. The Chilean government 
will deduct nearly three quarters of a billion dollars 
in “excess profits” from the compensation due to two 
American companies for the seizure of their properties. 
As Time puts it, “ In effect, that means that the two 
companies will receive not a penny for their properties.” 
One of the company’s officials commented that the 
Chilean government has computed excess profits over 
the past 15 years for his company” . . .  to be more 
than our total earnings from Chile in that period.”

Here is a classic example of the kind of “royal 
thievery” that men have committed in the name of 
government since the dawn of history. America’s found­
ing;. fathers foresaw the danger and sought to avoid it 
by limiting and dividing the powers of government. 
Those in the United States, who today, ask too much 
of government are asking for a return to the rule of men 
rather than the rule of law.

# * * * *

TODAY, AS FEW people are involved in the busi­
ness of agriculture, it is more imperative than ever for 
young people to have some knowledge of what is takes 
to produce food and fiber for a nation of more than 
200 million people. In spite of the need for such know­
ledge, and in spite of the fact that the professed goal 
of governmental planners is to encourage decentraliza­
tion and a back to the land movement, there appears 
to be almost a conspiracy to drive youth off the nation’s 
farms.

A law is now proposed to prohibit the employment 
by farmers of workers under 16 except under federal 
supervisory regulation. An official of The American 
Farm Bureau Federation, in expressing his organization’s 
opposition to passage of the bill, observes that, “An 
imperative problem of the seventies is to provide more 
jobs for teen-agers — not to throw more restrictions 
and limitations around such employment . . .”

Current proposed amendments revising the mini­
mum wage and hour provisions of the Fair Labor Stand­
ards Act would also strike at employment opportunity 
in agriculture. Every time the minimum wage is boosted, 
it increases the ranks of the unemployed among unskill­
ed and part-time workers, especially among the young. 
Of this, the nation’s largest farm organization, The 
American Farm Bureau Federation, says, “We oppose 
any increase in the minimum wage and the extension 
of coverage to additional groups . . . Many farm work­
ers are persons with handicaps which have prevented 
their obtaining permanent employment elsewhere. Mini­
mum wage laws are pricing many such workers out 
of the market, curtailing their employment opportunity 
and leaving welfare rolls as their only resort.”

Laws that literally drive people off the nation’s 
farms make no sense at a time when the need is for 
greater population dispersal and employment.

Deer Hunting Big Business For 
Hunters, Ranchers, Merchants

■H

One of the largest business­
es in Texas opens its doors in 
November .

Its 510,000 customers will 
spend about $88 million in 
about two months.

The business will utilize 37 
million acres, of leased land, 
and the processed product 
will be worth more than $8 
million.

It’s the annual fall deer 
season in Texas, an event an­
xiously awaited by hunters as 
well as hardware store own­
ers, ranchers and packing 
house operators.

The economic impact of the 
deer harvest in the state is 
becoming well known to most 
Texans. But oddly enough,' 
the impact could be greater 
yet if all the areas populated 
by deer were used properly, 
according to Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department officials.

A total of 290,7.06 deer was 
legally taken during the 1970 
season. That’s a lot of deer, 
but the total represents only 
about nine per cent of the 
herd.

Biologists say under most 
conditions an annual harvest 
of 15 per cent to 25 per cent 
of the herd is appropriate. In 
fact studies have shown that 
a higher harvest rate results 
in a healthier deer herd from 
year to year.

The acreage of lease land is 
expected to increase about 11 
per cent this fall, indicating 
an awareness on the part of 
many landowners of the value 
of deer as a marketable re­
source. But department bio­
logists note that many own­
ers of large tracts of land fail 
to put enough gun pressure 
on their deer herds ,resulting 
in stunted deer and over-graz­
ed land.

The state’s overall deer po­
pulation is remaining fairly 
stable at around 3.2 million 
animals, but civilization’s con­
stant inroads on deer habi- 
tate arc likely to reduce that 
number in the next few years.

Biologists say the annual 
deer kill in Texas accounts 
for approximately 7,500,000 
pounds of boneless meat.

Figuring at the current price 
of ground chuck beef in the 
stores, at about 85 cents per 
pound, the value of the veni­
son expected to be taken by 
hunters in Texas this year is 
$6,375,000. '

This is a considerable dol­
lar-value, but when the total 
average cost of a deer hunt 
is calculated it becomes ob­
vious that the deer hunter 
pays dearly for that package 
of venison.

The deer season in most 
Texas counties opens Nov. 13, 
but prospective deer hunters 
should check the depart­
ment’s 1971-72 Hunting Guide 
for local seasons and regula­
tions. The guides are avail­
able at locations where hunt­
ing licenses are sold and de­
partment offices across the 
state .

Social Security 
Helps Severely 
Disabled People

People who receive month­
ly disability benefits from so­
cial security are severely dis­
abled, yet many are helped 
by rehabilitation, according to 
Don Austin, field representa­
tive in Santa Anna.

"Social security disability 
benefits are paid to eligible 
people with severe, long-last­
ing physical or mental im­
pairments,’’ Austin said. "Still 
one in five receives rehabili- 
tion services paid for State, 
Federal, local, or private 
agencies. Of these benefi­
ciaries, one in 10 receives fi­
nancial help for vocational 
rehabilitation from social se­
curity.

Rehabilitation includes job 
training, physical therapy 
and similar services.

About 1.5 million disabled 
workers and 1.5 million de­
pendents receive about $3 
billion a year in monthly dis­
ability benefits from social 
security. About. $24 million 
has been allocated by social 
security to help pay for reha­
bilitation services for select­
ed disability cases this year.

“Since the social security 
beneficiary rehabilitation 
program began in 1965,” Aus­
tin said, “more than 7,100 peo­
ple who had been receiving! 
social security disability 
benefits had those benefits 
terminated because they 
were able to return to gain­
ful work.’’ ■

Disabled workers with good 
potential for rehabilitation 
are referred to State voca­
tion agencies by social secur­
ity according to Austin.

aside programs. Such shifts 
should mean increased ef­
ficiency and better profit 
margins.

The major change in the 
1972 Wheat Program over 
1971 is the more liberal sub­
stitution allowed. Under the 
substitution provision, a 
farmer may substitute wheat 
for feed grains or feed grains 
for wheat.

Acreage planted to feed 
grain or soybeans will be con­
sidered planted to wheat to 
prevent loss of allotment. 
Acreage devoted to wheat or 
soybeans will be considered 
plantdtiMto feed grain to pre­
vent loss'of the feed grain 
base.

A producer with a feed grain 
base and a wheat allotment 
can plant his eligible crop­
land acreage to' wheat, corn, 
grain sorghum, barley, or soy 
beans without loss of base and 
allotment. Also, he can re­
ceive both wheat certificates 
and feed grain payments if 
he signs up in both programs, 
meets the set-aside require­
ments of both programs and 
maintains his farm’s conserv­
ing base.

Under the current program, 
the farmer may plant as much 
wheat or any other non-quota 
crop as he wishes after he has 
met his acreage set-aside and 
conserving base requirements. 
Or he can choose not to plant 
any wheat.

Producers are not required 
to plant whSht to obtain cer- j 
tificates. However, failure to j 
plant or be cohsidered to have 
planted at least 90 per cent 
of a farm’s 1972 domestic al­
lotment of either wheat, corn, 
grain sorghum, barley or soy-

Legislature, the Texas Youth 
Council established the facil­
ity last fall to “provide a 
middle-ground training faci-/ 
lity for minor offenders.” Ron 
Jaickson, superintendent of 
of the Brownwood operation, 
said the unit is “designed for 
the first-time offenders, most 
of whom are run-aways and 
truants.” He added that the 
TYC’s Gainesville unit is for 
the hardened, habitual delin­
quent, arid that the Crockett 
installation is for “in be- 
twebh” offenders — those 
whose behavior is more seri­
ous than that of young ladies 
at the Brownwood school and 
hoine, but less serious than 
that of the persons assigned 
to Gainesville.

Also located in Brownwood 
is the State Reception cen­
ter. Every girl in Texas be­
tween the age of 10 and 19 
who is declared delinquent 
for truancy, running away or 
other offenses, or who is re­
moved from her family be­
cause of neglect, is channel­
ed through this center. Typi­
cally, a girl’s stay in the cen­
ter lâ its three weeks, during 

\ which time she undergoes a 
battery of medical, social, 
psychological and education­
al tests. At the end of these 
tests, staff members who have 
worked with the- girl deter­
mine where she will be as­
signed—Gainesville, Crockett 
or Brownwood.

Capacity of the Brownwood 
urilfi Is 240 girls, housed in 
six dormitories of 40 girls 
each. Currently, there are, 
about 80 girls there, and Jack- 
son indicates the figure will 
probably not go over 120 dur^ 
ing this year.

When construction was 
completed this fall, Brown­
wood State . School and Home 
for Girls.Vnd the State Re­
ception Center included 22 
buildings, constructed at a i 
cost of Some $4 million. At 
the facility are the recep­
tion center, administration 
building, school, six dormitor­
ies, laundry building, ware­

Taking medication is a 
daily routine for millions of 
people. Soon some of these 
medications may be implant­
ed internally.

Today some TB patients 
must swallow as many as 30 
pills a day to treat active 
disease. Some diabetics take 
insulin daily. People with al­
lergies get weekly shots before 
each pollen season.

Now researchers are de­
veloping devices that can be 
implanted in the body to re- 

j lease chemicals at a steady 
.rate over long periods. An 
ingenious, implantable pump 
about the size of a hockey 
puck has been developed by 
Perry J. Blackshear, a pre- 
med student at the University 
of Minnesota, who worked on 
the project with the depart­
ments of mechanical engi­
neering and surgery. The 
pump, which is made of light 
stainless steel, releases medi­
cation through special tubes 
directly into a blood vessel or 
organ. Tested successfully on 
dogs but not yet on huinans, 
the device, researchers pre­
dict, will be useful to admin­
ister potent anti-cancer drugs 
and insulin.

At the Alza Corporation in 
Palo Alto, Calif., researchers 
have already tested on hu­
mans a plastic wafer the size 
of a teardrop that is placed 
Inside the lower eyelid of 
glaucoma patients to release 
medication.

Tomorrow the medication 
for many diseases .including 
TB, may be implanted direct­
ly in the body. But tomorrow 
may be far off. In the mean­
time, TB patients can help 
treat active disease and even 
prevent an outbreak of the 
disease by taking pills. To

Farmers To Have 
More FHA Credit

Texas farmers will be able 
to tap the largest supply of  ̂
supplemental credit in his­
tory this year through the 
Farmers Home Administra­
tion, State Director Lynn 
Futch announced today.

“We project that more than 
$81 million will be available 
to Texas farmers In fiscal 
year ’72, as a result of coop­
erative efforts between the 
FHA and commercial lenders,’* 
he stated. .

The cooperative effort in­
volves having the commercial 
credit source and FHA make 
simultaneous loans to a bor­
rower, with the private lend­
er having first claim on the 
security.

“The farm ownership pro­
gram is alpied to reach $30 
million — $15 .million of gov­
ernment money, with private 
lenders participating at a 
level of $15 million," Mr. 
Futch continued.

“Projected figures for the 
farpi operating loan program 
is $51 million of which $22 y2 
million — triple last year's 
figure — comes from regular 
commercial lenders.”

Lending levels of FHA farm 
programs are also higher be­
cause of a substantial boost 
given the farm ownership 
program by President Nixon 
when he announced that na­
tional fupding would be $350 
million this fiscal year, $82 
millipn above 1971 levels, Mr. 
Futch said.

The President also said the 
nationwide farm operating 
loan program would be rais­
ed to $360 million from its 
present $275 million, level if 
congress would approve legis­
lation changing the program 
from an appropriation basis 
to an insured basis.

If this legislation is pass­
ed Futch said, notes of farm 
borrowers for operating pur­
poses would be sold to inves­
tors who, in turn, would be 
insured against loss on the 
notes. The investors money 
Would replenish a revolving 
fund and would be available 
for more loans, as is the case 
now with farm ownership 
ioans.

“It will continue to be our 
policy to assist people in 
finding the credit needed to 
begin farming or to help f i ­
nance farm operations,”  he 
said. “We therefore commit 
government funds only when 
we cannot involve private 
money to serve agriculture’s 
credit needs.

“To assure this, county 
supervisors of the Farmers 
Home Administration are re­
quired to contact another 
lender with respect to every 
application for farm owner­
ship or operating funds.

“We are pleased with the 
fine cooperation extended by 
banks and other credit sourc­
es to make this plan work,” 
he concluded.

still sleeping, we, left Santa 
Anna. The weather was very 
threatening but we didn’t let 
it cloud our enthusiasm.

After witnessing a beauti­
ful sunrise between Brown- 
wood and Goldthwaite, we 
stopped at a cafe in Gates- 
vllle for breakfast. While 
they were preparing our meal 
we spent the time looking 
over a huge collection of sou- 
venier plates which covered 
almost every square inch of 
wall space in' the large cafe. 
I was particularly interested 
in the plates as I also collect 
them. They had plates from 
everywhere, I think.

We took a little side trip 
off the highway to see the 
sleepy little village of Prairie 
Hill. I had heard a lot about 
this place through the years 
as my family moved there 
when I was about a year old 
and lived there one year. It 
is about the size of Trickham. 
The one general store had 
no souvenier plates but did 
have a few antiques, so I 
bought a flowered saucer to 
add to my collection.

We were surprised to see 
so “many oil derricks in 
Mexia until we remembered 
that east Texas had oil fields 
too. We began to see lots of 
tall pine trees near Nacog­
doches.

At 3:05 that afternoon we 
bid a'brief farewell to Texas 
when we crossed the Toledo 
Bend Reservoir on the Sabine 
River and entered the State 
o f Louisiana at Logansport. 
We went north to Shreveport,

. then east cross the state to 
Talullah, La. We decided to 
spend the night there be­
cause it was only 19 miles 
to the Mississippi River and 
we wanted to be sure to get 
a good view of the River in 
daytime as we had never been 
there before.

Tuesday morning we left 
the motel in heavy fog, much 
of which had lifted by the 
time we.reached the river. 
The bridge at that point is so 
narrow it is unsafe for large 
trucks and other traffic from 
the opposite direction to cross 
at the same time, so we had 
to wait about 30 minutes for 
some large trucks to cross. 
(A new bridge is under con­
struction.) There was just 
enough fog left to make the 
Mississippi Valley look the 
way you would expect it to 
look, with the large trees with 
moss hanging from them and 
thick underbrush; you almost 
expect to see ghosts or alliga­
tors behind each tree, but we 
saw neither.

From Jackson, Miss, we 
went south toward Mobile, 
Ala., crossing the Escatawpa 
River into Alabama.

ville to Brunswick, Ga., we 
passed through the western 
edge o f a large swamp which

It looks like it 
has just been hewn put\pf 
thcTwilderness, This was a 
new ''highway which we were 
on and all the houses looked 
new. Each place was a clear­
ing of about two acres for 
the house and a vegetable 
garden. Otherwise it as all 
forest land. It looked like 
One; would be hopelessly lost 
if they venturned a few feet, 
into the trees.

At noon we arrived* in Nor­
folk, Va., where we had one 
of the most interesting exper­
iences of the trip. Here we 
crossed the mouth of the 
Chesapeake Bay, a distance 
of about 20 miles by bridge 
and tunnel. There are three 
spans of bridge connected by 
two spans of tunnel under 
the bay. One span of tunnel 
is about two miles and the 
other is five miles. This en­
gineering feat is one of the 
seven wonders of the world.

W e. traveled the Ocean 
Highway up into Delaware, 
then turned west to cross the 
Chesapeake Bay again, this 
time by bridge, to enter Aana- 
polis, Md., at 4;00 p. m. This 
is only about 30 miles out of 
Washington, D. C. We did 
not wish to try to drive on 
through Washington in the 
5:00 o’clock traffic, so we took 
the loop that goes around 
Washington on the south, 
crossing the Pdtomac River 
on the Woodrow Wilson Mem­
orial bridge and arriving at 
Leanna’s apartment in Alex­
andria, Va., at 6:00 p. m.

We enjoyed four days of 
visiting with Leanna, Ronnie 
and Jeremy, and sight seeing 
in Washington. I can’t be­
gin to tell you all of the in­
teresting things we saw in 
Washington., like the Wash­
ington Monument, the Jef­
ferson Memorial, Pentagon, 
Smithsonian Institute, Na­
tional Art Gallery, Linmoln 
Memorial, the Iwo Jima 
Memorial, the Kennedy grave 
site, and Tomb of the Un­
known Soldier.

Driving from the cavern 
back to the highway we trav­
eled behind a school bus. The 
children on the back seat 
looked back, then there was 
a rush of children to the 
back and we could tell by the 
movement of their lips they 
were telling one another, 
“They’re from Texas.”

We passed through Rock- 
wood, Tenn. Yes, Tennessee 
has a Rockwood, too, as all 
postal employees here and in 
Rockwood, know, from the 
numerous mixups in the mail. 
Here we re-entered our own 
central time zone. Here we 
had to re-arrange our watch­
es.

We spent Thursday night 
in Nashville, Tenn., instead of 
at Hurst, Texas as we had 
planned before we left home. 
On Friday morning we came 
through the Hatchee Wild­

life Preserve, There were 
bird houses in the trees along­
side the highway near the 
Hatchee River. Maybe these 
were “bird motels” to use in 
the migration from north to 
south and vice-versa. Just 
an idea.

At 1 p. m. we crossed the 
Mississippi River again at 
Memphis, Tenn. This made 
us feel like we were getting 
close to home to be back on 
“our side” of the big river 
again.

At 6:00 p. m. we reached 
Texarkana, Texas. The girls 
insisted on staying in a motel 
on the west side of the street 
so we could be sleeping in 
Texas.

Saturday morning we drove 
in 1 light, intermittant rain 
from there to Dallas, the first 
rain on the entire trip. We 
stopped for lunch in Pecan 
Grove Park on the Nolan 
River just west of Cleburne.
At 4:30 p. m. we arrived 

home In Santa Anna, complet­
ing two wonderful weeks, a 
very interesting trip and 
4322 miles. We saw many 
interesting things and met 
lots of wonderful people, but 
we were very glad to be back 
home.

This account has only skim­
med the surface of the many 
things we saw, just as we only 
skimmed the surface of the 
things there were to be seen. 
I added 24 plates to may col­
lection.
