Participation in band, 4-H, clubs,
athletics and other after-school ac-
tivities is more than just a *‘good
time” for teenagers.

After-school activities encourage
responsible behavior and - help
teenagers avoid delinquent
behaviors, such as vandalism.

Vandalism is' commonly - thought
of as an urban problem, but accor-
ding to studies reported by Penn-
sylvania State. University resear-
chers, over half the students in rural
high schools had committed at least
one act of vandalism. Nearly 75 per-
cent of those students repeated their .
‘behaviors 3 or more times.

The reports also show that young

Participating in after-school ac-
tivities takes time for both the
students and the parents who may
have to drive them to meetings and
practices or serve as chaperones.

Some after-school activities may
also involve extra costs or interfere

- with the family schedule, but the in-
conveniences seem less: important

when parents recognize the impor-

- tance of after-school activities in en-

couraging their teenagers’ positive
self-development.
