Huge Harvest
(Called For By
Food Chief

WASHINGTON, July 18 UP —
Calling on farmers to mobilize ev-
ery crop mcre and farming facllity
for a record harvest mext year,
Marvin Jones, head of the War
Food administration, announced
today the government in 1044 wanta
380,000,000 mcres of crops planted
and meat, dalry and egg produe-
tion maintained at high levels,

The projected acreage ls an in-
erease of 16,000,000 over that plant-
ed for 1043 harvest.

“The program recognises that
demands for food will be Im-
perative for several years,” Jones
explained.

He promised that considerably
more machinery and fertiliser

would be avallable for the 1044
erop.

Jones sald there was need for|

more dry beans and peas, psoy-
beans, potatoes and psanuts. He
sald the WFA would continue to
support prices at lavels designed to
bring the needed production wol-
ume.

A specifioc goal of 88,000,000
neres of wheat was set for 1084,
ocompared with 54,140,000 nores for
harvest this year, Goals for oth-
er crops will be announced =as
soon as this year's ylelds oan be
determined.

Tha total slaughter of meat for
the next 12 months, Tones sald,
probably will run 80 per cent above
the average for the 193640 period.

The administrator also an-
nounced that cotton marketing
quotas will not be In effect for
the 19044 crop because this year's
indicated acreage of 21,965,000 Is
about 3000000 scres less than
the current marketing quota,

Yank Airmen
Make Raid On

CATRO, July 13 (3 — United
States Liberator bombers smashed
the railroad marshalling yards and
ferry allps at Reggio Calabria at
the toe of Ttaly yesterday in an
attempt to block axis attempta to
reinforce the defending garrisons
in Slelly, a communique announecesd
today,

Regglo Calabris Is directly
across the two-mile wide stralt
from Messlna and Is one of the
chlef feeder points for shipment
of men and supplies to Slelly,

The attack was carried out In
daylight. Bombs fell In the sta-
tion and the sidings of the yard
and a large fire was started In a
petrol or ammunition dump.

S8an Glovanni, just north of Reg-
glo di Calabria, was raided by an-
other flight of Liberators which
scored direct hita on ferry slips
and a small boat anchored near the
mole.

The sttack by American bomb-
ers followed up the attack made by
Halifax bombers of the RAF on
the night of July 11-12 when the
Regglo Calabria airfleld was the
target.

The rallway yards at San Glo-
vannl were reported to have been
blanketed with hits and the entire
target area of Regglo Calabria was
well covered with bursts by the

American Liberators which at-
tacked In four waves,
Bomb bursts were noled all

along the rallway tracks in the
Ban Glovannl yards, the com-
munique sald, and added that a
large explosion was seem in the
siding area.

At Reggio Calabria, fuel and
ammunition dumps wers hit and
large fires started.

The Liborators met no fighter
opposition, but thes communique
described the anti-aircraft fire as
“very heavy."

One of the bombers failed to re
turn.

Hit Turin In
North Italy

LONDON, July 13 (#—Homes-
based bombers of the RAF struck
a heavy blow at Turin in northern
Italy last night in operations oco-
ordinated with the Allied invaslon
of Bielly, the British announced to-
day.

The ralders unloaded the “usu-
al heavy concentration of Bombs"
on their objectives.

Taking a different route going
and coming the big bombers flew
& round trip of approximately 2,000
milea.

Becauss of bad weather the air
eraft were dlspersed on the re-
turn flight, It was sald, and figures
on losses were not Immediately
avallable, but they were reported
“about normal" for such mn opera-
tiom.

The rald was described authori-
tatively as "part of the combined
operations now going on In the
Mediterranean.”

He is undoubtedly sincers and
his dignity and personal imper-
turbability have something almost
severe in guality.
The young republic of China,
despite Its youth, has slready de-
veloped & sort of “gld-school tie"”
of its own which automatically
keeps some men in high position.
