City Council 
Meets In
Called Session

The Santa Anna City Council meet 
in a called session on Wednesday, 
May 13, 1987 at 8:30 p.m. Mayor 
Breaker called the meeting to order 
with all members present. The coun­
cil discussed purchasing a com­
puter, and it was decided to pur­
chase the computer discussed with 
three members voting for and two 
against.

Also discussed during the meeting 
were bid on the library roof. A bid 
was taken and accepted from Jesse 
Mills Roofing Co. of Coleman for$735 
with a one year warranty. Another 
bid was from Tommy Faubion out of 
Abilene for 31200 with a 5 year 
warranty.
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WTU Files For Rate Increase
West Texas Utilities Co. has filed 

for an increase in its retail electric 
rates, citing the costs of completing 
a new coal-fired power plant as mak­
ing the move necessary.

“We have said over and over 
again that it would be necessary to 
increase rates when our Okla union 
Power Station was completed,” said 
Charles Wetsel, WTU’s local 
manager in Santa Anna, adding that 
WTU’s last rate request came 
almost three years ago.

'The rate changes being sought 
would add $50,361,475 to the Com­
pany’s annual retail revenue. This is 
a 23.9 perenet increase over the test 
year ending March 31, on which the 
case is based. The request was filed 
May 19 with cities in the WTU ser­
vice area and with the Public Utility 
Commission of Texas in Austin.

Wetsel said there is no such thing 
as a “typical customer,” but that the 
new rates, if approved, would mean 
that a residential electric customer 
using 625 kilowatt-hours per month 
would pay $10.33 more per month

than previously. A commercial 
customer using 1,500 kilowatt-hours 
would pay $29.94 more.

“To put this request in its proper 
perspective, our overall residential 
revenues will be only six to eight 
percent higher than they were two 
years ago,” Wetsel said. “The 
decline in fuel costs since then just 
about offsets this increase.”

The Oklaunion Power Plant, 
situated near Vernon, went into 
commercial operation December 24, 
1986. WTU’s share of the cost as ma­
jority owner is $275 million, which 
increased the Company’s total in­
vestment in facilities by 75 percent.

Until this cost is reflected in our 
rates, the Company does not have 
the opportunity to recover its ex­
penses and earn a reasonable return 
on its  in v e s tm e n t,”  W etsel 
explained.

Construction at Oklaunion started 
in May 1982, and the plant was com­
pleted on time and well within the 
original budget. Industry surveys 
show that Oklaunion was the most

economically constructed coal-fired 
power plant built during the 
mid-1980s.

The plant will provide 25 percent 
of WTU’s total generating capacity. 
The long-term contract for low 
sulphur western coal diversifies the 
Company's fuel base and will help 
stabilize fuel costs, which in recent 
years have been affected by sudden 
changes in natural gas prices.

Other company’s owning shares of 
the plant are Public Service Co. of 
Oklahoma and Central Power and 
Light Co., both associated with WTU 
as members of the Central and South 
W est S y s te m ; th e  c i ty  of 
Brownsville and Oklahoma Mun- 
cipal Power Authority.

Usual procedures at the PUC in­
dicate that a full-scale hearing of 
WTU’s case would be held in late 
summer, with a final order by the 
Commission coming late this year. 
This would make it almost three 
years since WTU’s last change in 
basic retail rates.

The ads include lines indicating 
that there are “unlicensed” persons 
fitting contact lenses. The fact is, 
there’s no specific license for contact 
lens fitting. Both optometrists and 
opthalmologists are licensed by the 
state and may dispense either glasses 
or contact lenses. Opthalmologists 
are licensed as medical doctors and 
may do a wide range of treatments 
also Optometrists are specialists in 
corrective eye wear only.

Contact lenses come in sealed 
vials with lot numbers, much like 
prescription drugs. If you feel that 
you have not received a good pair of 
contact lenses, you should first check 
with the dispenser. After doing that, 
if you believe that you have been 
treated unfairly, you can complain to 
my Consumer Protection Division or 
to the proper licensing agency, such 
as the State Board of Optometry.

S h o pp in g : T ip s :

As with any major purchase, it 
is best to shop around before making 
a final decision about where to'buy. 
Of course, it is also wise to get recom­
mendations from your doctor and 
friends who are satisfied customers.

It is generally wise to deal with 
an established firm in your communi­
ty. And, as always, if an offer sounds 
too good, to be true, it probably is.

Q-Does a general discharge from 
military service qualify me for 
benefits from the VA?
A-Yes. Honorable and general 
discharges qualify veterans for 
benefits, unless other statutory bars 
to entitlement exist.
Q-I am a Vietnam veteran and I am 
rated 10 percent for a service- 
connected disability. Am I subject to 
th e  e l i g ib i l i t y  a s s e s s m e n t  
procedures?
A-No. The following veterans are 
exempt from the eligibility assess­
ment procedures: service-connected 
veterans, former prisoners of war;, 
veterans exposed to certain her­
bicides while serving in Vietnam 
and to ionizing radiation in connec­
tion with atmospheric testing of 
nuclear weapons and in the occupa­
tion with atmospheric testing of 
nuclear weapons and in the occupa­
tion of Hiroshima and Nagasaki, 
veterans receiving a VA pension, 
veterans of World War I, the 
Spanish-American War and the 
M exican B order period, and 
veterans eligible for Medicaid.

Q-When I purchase a home using a 
VA loan guaranty, will the income 
my spouse be considered?
A-The veteran’s and the spouse’s in­
come are considered in determining 
ability to repay the loan.
Q-Can a non-veteran assume a GI 
loan?
A-Yes. VA approval is not required 
before a veteran or a non-veteran 
assumes a GI loan. However, before 
the veteran-seller can be released 
from liability in the case of a loan 
default, the buyer must be a credit­
worthy obligor who is acceptable to 
theVA.

There have been rabid animals 

found inside the city limits as well as 
in rural areas this year. Once a per­
son or animal begins to show symp­
toms of rabies, there is no treat­
ment. A person who has been bitten 
by an animal with rabies can take a 
series of shots to neutralize the 
rabies virus before it infects the ner­
vous system. Prevention of rabies 
■ H O M M

through pet vaccinations and 
avoidance of unvaccinated animals 
is still the best method of control. All 
warm-blooded animals can be in­
fected with rabies but skunks and 
foxes seem to be the most suscep­
tible. Any animal that is acting 
unusual should be suspected and 
avoided.

If a person is bitten by a dog or any 
warm-blooded animal, the animal 
should be identified and, if it is possi­
ble, to safely capture it for confine­
ment and observation. Wild animals 
should be kept in sight, if possible, 
until a qualified person can shoo it. 
The dead animal’s head should be 
sent to the rabies testing lab, so caye 
should be taken not to hit the 
animal’s brain when killing it. The 
person who has been bitten should

"wash the wound very thoroughly for 
several minutes with soap and warm 
water and apply a disinfectant like 
alcohol or tincture of iodine. Call a 
doctor at that time.

If the animal is an unvaccinated 
pet, it must be quarantined for ten 
(10) days under the observation of a 
veterinarian. If the animal is a 
stray, it can be euthanized (killed) 
and the head sent to the lab for 
rabies testing.
