With Another Retiring - -
Supreme Court Gets Young Again

AF Feature Service

WABHINGTON — With the re-
tirement of TSyear-old Justice
MoReynolds on Februsry 1, the
petsonnel of the Supreme Court
will begome the youngest In
more tbhan a century.

The average age of the re-
maining Justices s B8 as com-
pared to 71 four years mgo when
President Roosevelt laumehed his
unsuccessful fight to revamp
ths eourt. L

First Court Youngest

Back In 1818 the average age
of the justicem wus 07, but the
youngest court was the nation's
first one. The six justioes who
bigan serving in 1780 averaged
40, In the early days of Lhe re-
public a few “youngsters” in thelir
thirties and many men In their
forties were appointed to the
high eourt. This has been al-
tributed to the death of judicial
talent and (o & widespread ten-
necy then to regard the court as
a distinctly third-rate branch of
the natlonal government.

Chief Justice Hughes now
will bo the only member of the
court past 10—the age at which
Fresident Roosevelt  sought
congreaslonal . autherity for
compulsory retirement of »

Juntion,
Hughes will ba T8 on April 11,
yet foew men are rated his super-

lor in whiplash clarity and pre-
clslon of mind, Presldent Roose-
velt never has Indicated that the
chief justics step out,

Justice Stons will be 70 and
become aligible for retirement
at full pay $20,000 & yoar on
