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Justice McReynolds,
Ardent New Deal Foe,
Quits Supreme Court

WASHINGTON, Jan. 22 (AP)—Justice James Clark Mc-
Reynolds, outspoken opponent of much new deal legislation,
notified President Roosevelt today that he would retire from

the supreme court February

1 after 26 years of service.

The veteran jurist, who will be 78 years old February 3,
was the only member of the tribunal described by adminis-
tration officials as “conservative.”

His retirement opens the wa;

his sixth appointment to the

been reports that Chief Justice Hughes, 78, might retire
unconfirmed. Friends expressed

McReynolds’ potifieation to the
prasident was & formal, two-sen-
tence letler, It stated hin intention
of withdmwing from fhe court un-
der the law permitting the retire-
ment at full pay of 520000 annual-
Iy of justices over 70 who have
served 10 consecutive years on the
suprema bench.

"I have the honor to advise you,”
MoReynolds wrote, “that on the
first day of February next I will
avall myself of the rights, privi-
leges and obligations declared in

the act of congress entitled an act |

to provide for retlrement of jus-
tices of the supreme courl approv-
od March 1, 1087 x x x and retire
from regular active service on the
bench as an associate justice of
the supreme court,

“Continuously since 1814, 1 have heid a commission as such justice
and am now more than 70 years old"

Although a former democratic attorney general under
President Wilson, McReynolds had led his colleagues in dis-
approving of Roosevell administration laws that come before

the court.

The justice also has been thp
tribunal's leading dissenter, cap-
turing the title when a majority of
the court began to sustaln most
administration legialation In the
term that began In October, 1088,

McReynolds was noted for his
plain-apeaking.

The Italian high command's dally
