Accepting , a docked price for 
turkeys due to bruised carca.sses, 
poor finish and other cause.? 
co.ste the turkey producers many 
hundred dollars each year.

A safe plan to follow in pre­
paring turkeys for market and 
marketing them with a great 
deal more profit to the produc­
er.? follows:

Pen all the birds aiid examine 
them ■ for signs of disease.?, 
worms, underweight, crooked 
breasts etc. , If it,is  found that 
the birds are infected 
worms, which are the .indirect 
cause for most turkey ailments, 
give them a good wonn medi­
cine, You will find that woi'm- 
iiig is a good investment and 
•Rill prevent lots of trouble about 
marketing- time and will also 
cause the turkeys to be in bet­
te r  flesh when they are carried 
to market. .

If they show sign.? of common 
diseases which usually creep in 
to the flock and destroy many 
head before they can be m ar­
keted in the fall, the cheape.st 
thing you can. do is to vaccinate 
them. Prevention is much eas­
ier and cheaper than curing. It 
is possible to vaccinate a rather 
large flock for the price of one. 
two or three turkeys. A much 
more profitable procedure than 
losing twenty-five of thirty or 
even more by disease. '
' Cull the flock and save the 
strongest and b e s t, conditioned 
birds for the Thanksgiving i-nai'- 
ket. The culls, by proper feed 
and care can be made into prime 
or choice fowls- for the Chri.st- 
ma.s market. Yomwill find that 
the feed cost for conditioning 
the Thanksgiving .culls for the 
Christmas market will be made 
back many times over by the 
increased weight and market 
grade,of the turkeys.

Remember when you start to 
catch the. turkeys to bring them 
to market that a brui.sed turkey 
goes into a lower grade. When 
a turkey is hooked by a common 
teg hook it, usually .falls upon 
its 'b rea s t and a bruise results. 
Bruises may be made on the 
turkey in- many other ways, -so 
be careful because this is a case 
when it pays in dollars and 
cents to be carerul. Transport 
the turkeys to market in 22 inch 
coop.s.

The crop reporting board said, 
in commenting, on the report, 
that since Oct. 1 light frosts 
have occured in parts of the cot­
ton belt of which no account 
w-as taken in the estimate. I t 
wa.s added tha t except for t iw  
cap rock .section of Northwpst 
Texas and limited areas along- 
the northern edge of the belt, 
iro.st a t this date would not nec- 
e.ssarily result in materially low­
er yields.

Released simultaneously; a  
Census Bureau report showed 
4',835.465 running bales of cotton 

. i ginned' from the 1932 crop prior 
to Oct.l, compared with 5,409,657 
for 1931' and 6,303,895 for l030. 
T ils  was favorable received as 
lower than expected ., and was 
credited with a partial recovery 
of prices in the day’s late tra d ­
ing.- - , 1

The condition of the crop on 
Oct.l 'was reported a t 54.2 per 
cent of normal compared with 
56.6 a. month: earlier and 69.3 dn 
Oct. 1 o f ,la s t ' year. Tlie -ten-' 
year average from 1921 to 193® 
wa.s 52.8. ‘ „ , ■

The department forecast an 
average yield as of Oct. 1 of 149.3 
pounds per acre,-compared -with
