Clyde. Oct. 17. "Lsist year I 
quit trying to make money farm- 
tog-and Btorteci to living,” said 
H. M. Edwards. “And now I 
'have discovered that I am .mak­
ing money,' for the first time. I 
have more money than I ever 
had before. Prices on what T 
produce arc cheap, hut .so is 
everything, else cheap.”
. Edwards farms on 400 acres 

south of -Clyde. He owes a small 
balance on the place but has 
money out, drawing interest, 
that will more than meet his 
payments ms the federal, farm 
loan association calls for them. 
Here is his own story of what he 
has clone the past 12 months:

“I raised 9,000 bushels of grain.
I bought 100 heifer yearlings at 
.̂ 10 around and turned them 
loose on the grain. Tliey grazed 
all winter at no cost. This spring 
and summer I sold them as 
coming two-year olds rat $30 
around. The. $20 profit per head 
more than paid the cost of pro­
ducing - the : grain crop, and 1 
have stored every bushel in my 
barn. - •

“On 70 acres this year I liave 
raised 35 bales of cotton. Hoeing 
and five plowings v.'ith hired 
labor cost me $150 and picking  ̂
$129.50. I figure to sell the crop 
at $1,000, and you can figure 
the profit youi’self. Labor was a 
dollar a day—1 paid my neigh­
bors $1.25 to help them along. • 

“We niilk five cows and sell 
enough sAlk and butter to meet 
the grocery bill. We have a-veara 
supply of finlt and vegetables 
scored away , in jars. My wife, 
two children and I live comfort­
ably. and so far as we are con­
cerned, there is no depression. 
We pay for everything as we go.” 

Mr. Edwards had to terminate ' 
this’ 'Interview ..because, he ex- ,, 
plained,'he was returning to'h ’s 
neighborhood to buy 100 lambs 
at $3 each.
