“Feeling as he did,” Secretary 

Hyde continued, "and having no 
State or Federal agricultural re­
search bodies to turn to, Wash­
ington conducted his own re­
search, with his own, farm and 
laboratory. What he wanted to 
know about this or that new 
crop of machine cr cultured me- ; 
thod, he had to find out mainly( 
for himself. Prom the Annals, I 
and from a few other such sour-' 
ces, Washington derived many! 
suggestions, but he . accepted , 
themAvitli reservations, subject 
to actual test on hi.s own farm.

• “Thus we find him. in the 
fall o f 1764, sowing ’a few oats 
to see if they would stand the 
'winter,’ and finding, of course,

‘ tJrat they wouldn’t. He, made 
many experiments with Lucerne 
which, we know as alfalfa. He 
tried winter wheat and barley 
and .spelt. He attempted to util­
ize marie, mnei from the rivei' 
bottoms, and composts of var­
ious sorts, a.s xertilteer.

certain you will find it equal to 
yOUr most sanguine expecta­
tions, for Indian corn, wheat, 
barley, pease, or any other tol- 
arably round .grain, that you 
may wLsh lb sow or plant in this

United States have been gener­
ous in their respose to the need.

One Chumar woman especially 
seemed touched and. intere.sted. 
and promised to give up idol 

worship and to give Jesus her 
heart, A young Sikh girl said, 
"This is not everyone, not , for 
evei*y ca.stc people.” I ex'plalned 
that God had nothing to do with 
caste, that it was because of the 
Hindu people's wicked hearts, 
but Uiat we were all made equal 
by God and thai.

There is a shrine in the 
yard, the common village shrine, 
Ju.st a rude mud platform about 
a yard spuare and a foot liigh, 
having at the head three irreg­
ular knobs about Blnches high, 
before which an offering of grain 
or .sweets o f butter is made, or a 
liny eartenware lamp placed, in 
which is a little twist of cotton 
for a wick in a little mustard 
oil. This couple seem to be true 
Christians, so I was surprised at 
seeing a shrine, and. urged them 
to break it down They said they 
would, for they knew it wa.s of 
no use. The non-Chriistian wo- 
luen had persuaded them to e- 
rect it and make offerings when 
their three older sons became 
ill. “ But they all died”, they said 
“so we are not going to believe in 
it any more, but will tni.' t̂ God 
to save these two little ones, 
wliile I talked to the.se two. 
about-50 men listened, although 
I had first a.sked them to srj 
away.

A iargo irumhcr of 
men and boys hiii in the streets 
tnid UiSismod eagerly. A man 
dtHrlng rni ox-eart wanted to 
pass hut coulfiu’t for the crowd 
that kept sitting. Mr. Anderson

nui. and sat and li.stL-ncd witlr 
the crowd. *nvay kepi asking ro 
many question;; Usui, il was ex­
actly an hour after that before 
he was able to leave and let the 
ox-cart pass!

Then on to Salempur v/h.en> 
wo have a nice little group of 
four Christian families. One 
woman, VIro remember,s quit*' a 
number of things about, Je.sus, 
and I was pleased. For the ma­
jority of them forget so easily. 
Then 'to Bhalllan, one Christian 
family. The young woman’s 
mother I know near Biipar.

Up until Chris- 
mas is cotton picking season, 
after that, the women spin thread 
from the cotton which they 
earned a.s conuni.s.sion for pick­
ing for farmcr.s, or they are 
doing their aiiiiuai.Tiiending of 
quilts or clothing. Dear old Ma­
han Kaur. with three younger 
women and a lew Utile girls, sat 
iincl listened.' While I was tell­
ing of the ivi.se men. following 
the star, .she said "There ,is a 
hymn about -tiiat” then .sang 
.snatches of it. And when I wa.s 
tplling of His iiealing the sick, 
giving sight to the blind, etc, 
she again broke into .song about 
Uio.se thing.s, all tlie time .spinn­
ing her thread.

v/akcuod the idol by r in g w  the 
little brass bell,- This Ire,has 
done morning and evening for 
fourleon years, thereby hoping 
to. gain m erit andttso &e speedily 
U;;ji;;jH,H-i.ed into that perfect 
state of rest for which they are 
groping blindly in deepe.st spir­
itual blindness. We asked him 
to open the little door so we 
might see inside, which he glad­
ly did, saying, ■ “stand right 
where you are, don’t come upon 
the little platform, in front.’’ . 
i.lropiijg and feeling his way io 
the little door, he fumblingly 
opciif'd it and crouched and 
bowed before the little dome for 
a few minutes. Then crept to 
one side to let us .see inside. 
Near the tomb Is a young peepal 
tree which he carefully waters, 
for in each leaf of it is the soul 
of a Brahmin.

This morning Mr. Anderson 
went to him to ask for a few 
bricks to put under their wood­
en boxe.s to prevent their being 
eaten by white ants. He would 
not let him touch them, for they 
are holy bricks to be made into 
a wail around the tomb. When 
he came to beg a stick of wood 
to warm himself by, we taunted 
him for being willing to take it 
from the hands of our cook who 
though. Christian now, is from 
the very lowest caste, the despis­
ed untouchables.

A few yards away-is a square 
pond, built around with a sub­
stantial brick wall, steps leading 
down to the water from all four 
■sides. All day long Hindus are 
bathing and washing their clo­
thes here. This morning some 
elderly person died, so an offer­
ing of .several 'pound,s of native 
candy balls was brought to the 
old pried Iroin the ndaiive.s, IT ■ 
went through a formal ceremony 
of giving them to the idols, imit- 
tering ver.ses irom- their holy 
book. ■ Ten days ago -some one 
else died, for today i.hC'relatives 
:have all come to the qoond, the 
',','Gmen bathing and washing 
their clothes/ tbe men 'Scijiatting 
all about.' being .shaved in turn 
b.y two barbers who squat beside 
them. All are .talking and laugh­
ing, no sorrow shown, so it i.s 
merely a fonii they must go 
through.

About thirty feet back of my 
tent is u well, but we dare not 
draw water from it, as we’d pol­
lute it. So a water earner bring.s 
us water a long distance for one 
cent for each goat skin o f water 
.slung, over ills back.

At 2 p. m. we are to have, a 
little service for the Christian 
people here, three families, and 
a couple of sons married, sweet 
.young girls, .sisters, eager for 
baptism, having come from, non 
Chri.stian homes, now married 
to Christian brotiiers.

There is a family of inquire”s. 
I  hope they will be ready for 
baptism by the end of our camp­
ing here, an old man, his two 
sons and their wives and two 
younger boys.- They brought to 
me one of the young women and 
showed me her hand, wanting 
me to give something for it. It 
was badly swollen, carried in a 
sUisg. I asked what caused it. 
"Nothing” . “Hn-s it been bruis­
ed?’ ’ “No” . “ Has it been, injur­
ed?” “No, no injury at all". 
“What caused it?” “ Nothing, it 
just got tiiat wa.y.” Then a {fluis- 
Uan man pu.s’ned ionvard and 
said, “ I will tell you just what 
happened. For years it lias 
been .shriveled up, no .special 
rea.sou. .She's hern U> one cpiack. 
after another (though.they dont 
call them quacks) without results 
Then two .weeks ago she .went to 
one who broke her wrist and 
bound' it uo and this is the re­
sult.”  As I looked at her swollen 
-hand and the wrist splintered 
and ' bound tightly with heavy 
cord, and thinking o f a man who
would deliberately .break:. a.
wrist uselessly, and ' saw the 
pain in her weary eyes that 
hadn’t been able to close for the 
last four nights for the agony, I 
felt so sick I had to sit on a 
nearby bed to keep from falnt- 
in.g. I offered to drive her to 
the hospital in Bupar, 22 miles 
away, but she was afmid, and 
the quack says It will get well. 
Go I am saved that expense.

Later I shall writo o f a few 
m.ore' days. God ble.ss yon ail 
and give you jov  and peace in 
the coiifsciousnoss of servieo well 
done in Christ’s vineyard.

the way, a.s I -iva.s only .stronu enough 
to Avalk short distances. We traveled al­
together at, night, hiding during the 
day, avoiding the trails and -w-atering 
places, for mother knew, that many of 
tlie warrior.s were on their way to San 
Antonio to attend the treaty meeting, 
and that we might at any time be dis­
covered and recaptured, which meant 
death to u.s. Whcti wc ,got near San An­
tonin— ! wa.s told afienvard that it wa-s 
three mile;; from the city— we wrere so 
vvoak and so near .starveii, to death that 
mother had a-lmost given up, to lie down 
and die, and 1 was too weak to cry.

Resoicd al Last
While sitting under a live oak tree, on 

a small hill netir a road, mother happen­
ed to .iee a train of Mexican carta com­
ing along ihe road. We were within 200 
yards of thi.s road, but did not know it. 
Mother .saw from where we were that 
the man, ,.or luass, in charge of the train 
was ‘white. Aa soon as .she .saw that it 
wa.s a white man her joy knew no 
liounds. She was too weak to call to him, 
tmt iK'iran waving her arms; as soon as 
lie .saw her ho .stopped the train of carts 
and he and all the Mexicans came 
to us.

The. Mexicans could not understand 
Engli.sh, so mother then spoke to them 
in Spanish.'

“ My mother had on what was left of 
lier Indian garb, which certainly, was 
scant enough, and the Mexlcan.s did not 
know w-luit to make of us. Her mocca­
sins were .gone atid her feet worn to the 
boiK' and bieeduipsTho boss of the train 
took off bus. coat, wrapped mother in it, 
and a Mexican picked me up and carried 
me to the cart.c and wrapped me in a 
lilanket. I'liey r.t once unloaded one 'of 
the carls, |ii!j: u.s both in it, and .started 
for S;ui Antonio.
■■ “The white- ho.s.s rode along beside the- 
cart, talking to mother and heai’ing her 
story,; when near the city he rode o ff a.s 
fa;d: us his horse could carry him and 
told others tin' store of our re.scue.

“ When we reached Han Antonio it 
seemed tlnil every hell in..the town was 
ringin.g, all I'ejoicing at our e.scape from 
the T-nduin,s. Alexicairs and white people 
came to I'lie cart to ;;cc us.

“ .Aly mother wa;; so nearly dead from 
hanger that she cried for something to 
eat, but the doctor;, only allowed a table- 
.spconful of beef broth to be given us, at 
intervals. 1 wa.s too weak to walk with­
out assistance.

“ My brother was brought in by the 
Indians about six day.s after we reached - 
,San Antonio. 1-think thi.s was in March-, 
18-10, about the time of the ‘Council 
Hou.se, Fight.’ I wa.s told that nearly a 
ihoiKsand wnrriorsmnme to Han Antonio 
to attend thus treatv meeting, and it 
was the refinsal of the Indiana to- give 
'up their white captive.s, a.s well as their 
treadier\- that brought on the “ Council 
House Fight.” In this fight the whites 
wore victoriou.s, killing many of the 
Intiian.s, including s e v e r a l  Indian- 
chiefs. ■

It is interesting to note that the first 
bale of cotton picked in Dallas county 
wa.s transported to market by boat on 

I the Trinity River, It was in the spring 
of 1851 that-James A.-Smith and some 

. of his associates 'planted the first seed 
cotton in Dallas, county. That fall Mr. 
Smith built .a gin.'Up to this time ox- 

■ teams and wagoUvS were the only.means 
of freight transportation in ,Texa.g, and 
by this method it was a long and slow 
jotirney to Houston or San Antonio. So 
the enterprising citizens of Dallas coun­
ty  built a boat to convey tlieii’ cotton

ft It was a one-teacher school, where chil- 
dren w ere,flogged, taught to spell and 
read; and the more advanced ciphered 
and learned a little of geography and 
historjn The teacher w'as kept busy flog- 

^  ging and teaching from a short time 
Y  after sun-up until old Sol was ready to 

plunge into the Pacific and give atten­
tion to the heathen Chinese. 'The alpha­
bet mastered, the pupil was drilled in 
'spelling from a-b ab to incomprehensi- 
bilit.v and wa.s tlien promoted to tlie 
First Reader, a book he could hardly 
study for looking at the pr.etty pictures. 
When the Fourth Reader was reached 
the pupil was permitted to “ cipher,” a 
promotion which carried the privilege of 
sitting under the big shade trees in the 
•summer time. A teacher was judged by.

i)is a.bi!ii;y to control a school, and mo.i:al
sua.sion did, not enter into the system of 
discipline-—the rod“ was the first and 

'only argument. It' the teacher could lick 
and scare the larger boys, he was a 
.success; if he showed the white feather 
to these h.e 'Waa ni failure. In spite of 
poor facilities and clum’sy method.s i.he 
children of that time were ju.st as 
bright-faced and happy as the children 
of today, and some of. them made fine 
progres.s. 1 know several, limited in 
training to schools of this i.vpe, who 
have taken high rank iji the various 
calling.s of life. The most romforting 
thought aroused by this backward 
glance i.s that the children of today have 
attractive, comfortable building.s in 
which to study and competent teacher.s 
to instruct them. And it .secm.s a crime 
for one to grow up under present condi­
tions without storing his or her mind 
with useful knowledge,

Commencement season l)eing in full 

flower, our thoughts naturally turn to 
education an̂ i its importance. We ail 
t'livy the thoroughly educated man— 
the fellow who ha.s made the rounds of 
the college.s and the universities, who.se 
office is decorated with diplomas, and 
who can in conversation change from 
langiiage to language as rapidly as the 
kaleidoscope changes its pictures. So 
panoplied, it seems-that man’.s evert ef­
fort would receive the crown o t  .success, 
and the .solvin.g of life’s problenl.s would 
be but an interesting pastime. But 
more than education is neces.sary to 
equip one for the battle.s of life, ’rh'cro 
must be tact, there must be determina­
tion, there must be thoughtful system­
atic planning, and energy that never 
tire.s.

There are 
minister.s who have devoured all the 
theology of several college.s and univer- 
sities who.se .sermon.s inflict .such pres­
ent torture that under their spell one 
forget.s the horrors of future punish­
ment: also ministers who never saw the 
inside of an institution of higher learn­
ing. save as a visitor,who are .sought by 
churches and congregations and are do­
ing much for the advancement of the 
f.ord’s kingdom on earth. The same is 
true of men in every calling of life. 

T h e  .school room i.s the place where peo­
ple learn how to. learn: it is out in the 
great school of life that they- really 
learn and put their learning i'nto use.

iVlrs. Margaret Weaver, who died-at 
Cleburne a few weeks ago, arrived in 
Texas on the very day the battle o f San 
Jacinto was fought, Aiiril 2 !, 1836. She 
was 99 ycar.s cdd. She came with her peo- 
|.)le in an ox wagon 95 years ago, when 
.she was four years old. 'J’he party cross­
ed Red river just before the battle of 
Han Jacinto wa.s fought, and the men in 
ihe ])arty hurried to join General Hous- 
toa’.s force.s, only to find before they 
reached him that tlie battle was over 
ami 'J’exa.H indopendence had been won.

THIRTY-FIVE YEARS AGO 
(.hiiie, 1896)

The daily paper.s carried accounts oC 
a very successful trial of the model of 
ardaome, or .so-called “ flying machine.” 
which wa.s invented by Prof. S. P. Lang­
ley of the Smithsonian Institute. The 
machine was built of .steel and was pro­
pelled by a steam engine, and the te.st 
seemed to convince those who witnessed 
it of the practicability of mechanical 
flight. The power wa.s derived . from a 
steam en.gine through the means of pro­
pellers, but owing to the scale on which 
it was built there was no condensing 
apparatus to use the water over and 
over, and what was carried wa,s only 
.sufficient for a brief flight of half -a 
mile. The speed traveled was at the rate 
of about twenty miles an hour.

should enable them to meet the competi­
tion which may be ultimately, brought to 
their doors by .the development of The 
Missouri and thc upper Mississippi. 
Kecnrd.s .show that wheat during thc 
last shipping ..season moved from Minne­
sota to New Orleans by the Mississippi 
river at !6c per 100 pound.s, more than 
1,800 mile.s. At the .same time the West 
'fexas w'hcat producers paid 36c per 100 
pound.s for 450 to ,500.miles .of transpor­

It wa.s estimated in a recent report by 
State reclamation engineer.s to Major •, 
Milo F. F’ox, U.' S. engineer at Galves­
ton, that Trinity River can be turned 
into an inland waterway for ,$.33,000,- 
000, based on a channel nine feet deep, 
which is the standard “ inland water­
w ay” depth.

Take Caro of.Y'our Flock and Get More Eggs
A successful poultry-' 

man .the other day re­
ferred to a .“ hen house’’ 
as a “ hen home.” Per­
haps* that i.s a good 
way of describing a 
good.poultry, house,_ Re- 
move ail windows, wash 
them on both, sides and 
replace them. Clean out 
all dust and cob-webs 

on inside of house from top tp bottom. Comfort 
will do much to encourage egg-production at 
this time of the year. YlTiat have you done to 
make the “hen home” for your flock comfort­
able? Spend a little time in your “hen home,’’ 
close up the. cracks, cie.an up, repair the roof, 
and otherwise arrange to add to the comfort 
of the flock. Pure fresh air, without drafts, 
is important. Keep the temperature as uniform 
as possible. Provide for direct sunshine.

Raw ?,tate.ria! and Finislu'd vroduct
■ On most farms the most profitable, practice 
is to produce the raw material, then convert 
it into a finished product like eggs, meat and 
milk. The finished product is Ics-s bulky and 
can be shipped further at a greater profit. In 
future, farming operations-wili be planned to 

: turn out the finished product ready for human 
consumption. A Jaylng hen trans’forms about 
80 pounds o f gTBin and mash, 1.5 pound.s of 
green feed, three-fourths pounds of oyster

Many people 
tlien consider a sack of good meat scraps too 
expensive, eagerly thro-vving away money on 
patent egg makers. These people -want quick or 
lightning results, they -want to feed something 
mysterious today and gather up the eggs the 
next day. So far, hens in this world don't seem 
to perform that way. - •

How Long Should Loyinf; Iler.a Re Kertt?
Too many people keep their hens until they 

die of old age. It is apparently a natural char­
acteristic for hens to lay more eggs the first 
year than any time thereafter. Not only do 
pullets lay more_ eggs, b-ut they lay them in 
months -when eggs are -worth the most.

Also 
thi.s increased egg production 
lends lo lower the pi'ice of 
eggs, at least ternporjirily. so 
that forced .sales often net 
small profits, Mr. W. F. llob- 
i'nson, of Bowie, Texas, has 
solved this proFilem through 
installing his own refrigera­
tion plant. He is one one of 
the leaders in the poultry in­
dustry in Texas, having de­
veloped laying strains of 
Single Comb White Leghorns. 
He started in a' small way. 
now has a well e([uipped 
chicken ranch with all equip­
ment modern and paid for.

Here i.s what he .says about 
refrigeration: “ I operated my 
Frigidaire plant from early 
spring to December 1st and 
did not loose ;in egg from rot­
ting, which i.s unusual for 
eggs .stored in the Southwest. 
This 1 attribute to the hens 
being properly fed, eggs of a 
good .shell texture; stored the 
same .day Ihey were laid, 
and the uniform temperature 
of the .storage room. It is use­
less for me to say that-I am 
more than fiiea.sed with my 
cold stor/ige plant, and as rhy 
flock increases to justify I ex­
pect to add more storage. 1 
find by-storing my eggs dur­
ing the summer months I 
have a gross income of $6.00 
per hen on a commercial 
basis.”

Mr. Robinson’s experience 
in refrigeration is well w'orth 
the study of poultrymen. Of 
course, it is hardly practical 
for a small poultry raiser to 
install refrigeration, but it 
docs seem practical for a num- 
be,r of .small poultry raisers, in 
communities, to get together, 
purcliase a refrigeration plant 
and operate it co-operatively, 
or if thi.s plan is not feasible, 
then take the matter up with 
their chamber.s of commerce 
or local produce dealers, who 
may be interested in financing 
an enterprise of thi,s kind.

.E,gg;j and poultry produced 
by Fort .Ceiicl qounty farmGrs 
will be pooled and ma,rketed
co-operatively as soon as a 
local unit uf llie Soiith Texas 
Poultry Association can be 
formed. Eggs will be sold ac­
cording to grade. Members of 
ihe co-opw|J,L get their money 
twice^,-^rTnoMh. The South 
Texas Poulti^  As.sociation, 
with headquarters at San An­
tonio, operates under . the 
.supervision' of the Federal 
Farm Board.

Gamp county -farmer.s arc 
making plans to live at homo 
next year. ’Fhe county agent 
rcccptl>' made a survey and 
found that 20 per cent of the 
farmers of the county have 
planted sorghum for .syrup; 
95 per cent of them have 
planted cowpeas for stock and 
table use; 95 per cent have 
planted, .sweet potatoes for 
home use and marltet, ami a 
larger number have planted 
Irish potatoe.s than ever be­
fore.

Several scores of tornadoes occur dur­
ing this season in the central part of the 
United State.s, the only part of the 
world- to .suffer their vi.«it.s: The nature 
of the country cau.se.s them. Mr. Flora 
explains, for the great baisin between 
the Appalachian and Rocky Mountains 
provides clim;»tic cnndition.s unknown 
elsewhere. In number.s they occur about 
equally in all parts of thi.s vast area.

“ A tornado form.s,” Mr, Flora .say.s, 
“ when cold air .sweeps down from the 
north and meets the-hot air coming up 
from the Gulf region.s. If the cold air i.s 
above and the hot air ’ is below,' the 
twi.sters are likely to form. Thi.s is not 
the natural condition of the air, becau.se 
the hot atmo.sphere usually rise.s and 
the cold air usually sink.s toward the 
earth. It is in attempting to change to 
Hiftir norma! noi-iition.s that a -whirling 
motion develops, camslng the formation 
of the funnel-shaped doud of warm and 
cold eir that vnoves at Incalcuable vdop-
ity.”

Hip gro.atpst power exi.sts. Currents of 
air in the cloud do not move, parallel lo 
the ground, but either upward or down­
ward, like a corkscrew.

A vacuum exi.sLs, in the cenfre of fhe 
cloud, the .sucking motion ,havi.ng push­
ed all the air outside. Thi.s cause.s one 
of the most peculiar phase.s of a tor­
nado. The greatest damage i.s cau.sed to 
property, not from the whirling motion 
itself, liut from the suction. Any .struc­
ture that .survives the outer force of the 
twister will meet in.stant dostniclion 
once it is in the vacuum.

‘ ‘Tornadoe.'t u.sually occur in the after­
noon or early evening, following a, 
warm, sticky,, morning.” Flora .says, 
''u.sually in the southeast part of a 
ivgion where arc air pressure i.s lo-w.”

By looking at his weather chart the 
tornado expert can tell when a tornado 
i.s likely to occur. This i.s po.ssible be- 
cau.'se-he has the direction of the wind.s, 
the air pre.s.sure at various points and 
fhe .tempei'ature.s.

No Forecasts . .
But the Weather Bureau never fore- 

cast.s tornadoe.s. although it may pro- 
phe.sy ‘‘heavy winds.” To forecast a tor­
nado would cause inten.se excitement 
!Uid servo no good nurposc. The exact 
kicaiio/i couid not be told. And many 
time.s additional factors enter in, which 
■would nullify the foreca.st. The tornado 
m;i3' form and never touch the ground, 
Ihim creating no dama.gc. Ail the cie- 
nmnt.s necertssu-y for it may be pre.sent, 
and .still it may not form. A sudden 
shifting of the wind may change comii- 
tiomt. Thoce are no exact laws that gov­
ern them, aithoug-h by observation over 
i> sc«jcj; of years P’lora har, arrived at 
sf'.vlivi'I general conclUHions.

Few iorn-adoes occur at night, he has 
found, Tlioy practienny are unknown 
icHf-ir rni'IiisLtht, and do not oeeur until 
k-tn in Ihu morninp;, when Uie sun ha,s 
had lime to warm the lower atmosphere. 
Tiief geiierally travel a dlsfciine®.of only

fifteen or twenty mile.s ’oefore. disap­
pearing. Rarely i.s a tornado /norc than 
two I'ily blocks in width, generally 
much Ic.s.s, running down to -fifty feet.

■ It is po.ssililo to outrun toniadoe.s, 
either with an automobile or a train, as. 
they ordinarily travel at from thirty In 
fori}' mile.s an liour, only occa.sionally 
reaching a .speed of sixty miles.

developed funnel-.shaped doud can be

one and a half miles high. They geiiori 
ally drop perpendicularly, although fun- 
neis sloping at an angle ox, or even 45 
degrees, almost jiaraliei w i 1 h the 
ground, are not unknown.

- Photogppiing. Tornadoes :-:.. . . .
Throughout his long, study ̂ of toraa-

doe.s, Mr. Flora ha.s made special effort.s 
to obtain iihotograph.s of the funnel- 
shaped clouds. His collection, number­
ing eighty, i.s the largest and best in 
cxi.stence. The collection o f the. United 
State.s Weather Bureau i.s-next in-.size, 
'ihe difficulties in the way of obtaining 
-photographs are tremendous, for the ob­
server generally is too frightened to' 
take, them; or if he has a camera in 
readiness, the negatives turn .out badly 
bocau.se-the day i.s cloud.v'and dark, and 
,a haze generally’oterhangs the earth. 
Coupled with this is the fact that, the 
cloud stirs up a tremendou.s amount of 
dirt and diLst. The photographer must 
be a con.siderable distance a w a y , 
otherwise he- would be in personal 
danger.

■‘When a tournado goe.s through a 
town it creates a terrific roar,” Mr. 
Flora say.s, “ due to the explosion and 
bursting of buildings, the noise warn­
ing all tho.se in its path. But on- the opeh 
prairie it i.s almo.st po.s.sible for a tor­
nado io slip upon one unaware.s. So/ne 
who have seen them say they have an 
odd sibilant, M'hirring sound, which i.s 
not partciularly loud, but once heard i.s 
never forgotten.”

Practically every city in the Middle 
West has been visiled by one or moi'e 
tornadoes. Kiuisa.s City had a fornado 
in the ’80,s th.nt killed many school chil­
dren. and it recently had a narrow e.s- 
cape when a destructive cloud whirled 
over South Pra'k, a suburb. Omaha, St. 
Louis, Chicsigo, St. Joseph, Oklahoma 
City, Memphis, all have paid a terrible 
toll o;f Hve.s and propcrt.y to the rolent- 
Ic.ss wind.

The only period ot time over -which 
a recortl of loss by tornadoes has boon 
complied officially is ‘for the seven-year 
period, 1916-23. Figures for the Mur- 
physboro (IJU tornado, most destruct­
ive .ever known, are not included. For 
thiij, .seven-year period, Illinois ranged 
first-in'loss', with 17,536,000; Indiana, 
second, f5,016,000; Minnesota, third,

If

.$4 ,477 ,'000. Kansas, the “ cvclone State,” 
wa.s .seventhAvith ,$3,622,000.

During the same seven years, torna­
does occurred as followvs:'-Arkan.sa.s, 76 ; 
Kansas, 69; 7’exa.s, 68: Iowa, 6 6 ,'and 
Missouri; 57. While these States had 
more tornadoes than the three which 
head the li.M in damage, more spar.sely 
.settled country caused lighter loss..

'romadoes always do the unexpected, 
'fhey may go along ihe groimd for a 
distance, then .suddenl.v jump and not 
light again for miles, or perhaps entire­
ly disappear. /Again, they 'may drop 
without warning and with great swift­
ness. There are frequent occa.sions 
where .straws or blades of gi-ass have 
been forced through the bark of trees, 
but no authenticated ca.se.s in -which the 
hard wood has been penetrated by such 
light substance.s. However, the velocitv 
of a tornado at Snyder, Okla., many 
years ago, drove a 1x4 pine scantling 
thorugh a telephone post. ' . .

Shelters'From the Storm -
The old-fashioned “ cyclone cave” is 

the best protection .against tornadoes. 
Next comes a cellar. Wiiile seeking shel­
ter from a tornado in, a cellar, Flora says 
that one always should remain in the 
southwest corner of the basement. As 
the storm generally comes from that di­
rection, it carries dcbri.s in the north- 

.ca.st, and there is less lilielihood of any 
objects falling into the southwest cor- ■ 
ner. ■ ' , ■

"When in the open it is safest, if over­
taken by a tornado, to lie down on tlie 
ground, grab a rwd, or whatewev j;; 
handj- to prevent being rolled bv the 
wind, and i.rust to lu(?k that no flving 
particles hit you. Ordinarily a tornado 
does not have sufficient aucldng nmtiou 
to lift a man off the ground when he Is 
lying flat, aitlmugh it may roll Irhe 
over. The wind itself will not hurt h.ijn. 
The. greatest danger comes from the 
hundreds of objcel.s .flyinp; through the

The bottom sheet, or the one that covers 
the mattress, should b e . tucked in tightly on 
both .sides; pnlc.s.s it i.s long enough to tuck 
under tig-htl'y at both ends bring it up and 
tuck under head o f iho tnattre.s.s. as tlii.s mafce.s 
a 'better looking bed. It i.'c important for the 
bottom sheet to he tight, so the patient will 
nor liave to he on wrinkles. .

Where patient does not have control o f blad­
der or bowels, a rubber sheet is a gooil invest­
ment: it js many timo.s cheaper than a new 
jiiattres.s: If impo.s.sible to get a rubber sheet, 
two or three thicknessc.s of oil cloth may be 
irsed. Place the rubber-sheet, or oil elolh. near 
center ot bed; on th:- riftht side on top o f this 
u.se a ‘ ‘dra.w sheet”  (hat may be niade by tear­
ing an old large sheet through the middle «r, 
if you do not want, to do this, double a sheet 
and place over rubber or ml sheet and . tuck 
the ends firm ly under the m.atlress; then when 
till' lied is .soiled this sheet.cun be na.sily re­
moved by placing patient-to onn side of bed. 
Fold draw .sheet up as ne.-ir a.s pos.sibie to • 
patient'.s hack; put one end o f clean sheet 
tinder mattress and fix in place ,sn patient may 
be turned Viack on clean s-hect. the ..so'iled one 
being removed from other .side of bed and 
dean one stretched tight and tucked under 
mattress.

C A N N IN G  R E C IP E S
■ .\t the time ! arn writing the prospects 

are for  a very, short fruit, crop and a late 
vegetable crop. Ho'r.-ever, I am sur,::. there will 
be a great, many o f  my readers who w ill find 
some fi-u if nm yvegetable.' to -pul away for 
winter and would like , to have .spine ..good 
hccipes. Those .are- very delicious and not so 
hard to prepare:

Tom'iUo i’ iclvles
One peck - o f ripe tomatoe-S, I ped; green 

tomatoes, .1 heads of cabbage, 1 dor.en onions 
(medium!, 1 dozen peppers; cut .-ill fine or ru.n 
thfoiigh a food chopper, salt heavily; let stand 
overnight. Drain in, the morning as dry as pos­
sible; put in kettle and boil one hour with 3 
pounds of bro-wn sugar and enough vinegar 
to cover--well. Before taking o ff the fire add 1 
tablespoon grated horseradish, 1 teaspoon 

i. ground pepper, 2 .tab!espoon.s white, mu.stard 
seed, 1 tablespoon-mace,. 1 tablespoon cloves. 3 
tablespoons celery seed, 1, tablespoon tumeric. 
This recipe makes’ the host, chopped pickles I 
ever ate.

Chili' Sa'ace-
Pare J2 large tomatoes and chop them 

finely; peel and chop 2 large onions; chop very 
finely 4 cleaned medium-sized green peppers. 
Cut each kind of vegetable separately. "Stir all 
together and add in order named 2. tablespoons 
salty 2 tablespoons sugar, 1 tablespoon cinna- 
■mon, 3 cups vinegar. Boil IVj hours, stirring 
•well, and bottle the same as catsup. Thb sauce 
gives a zest to any kind of jneat. -

tightly. Thi.s chow-cho-W luay be-made in .the 
winter if relishes become scare or you. grow 
tired of others.

I’icKlcii Spics'd O iiioiis
Small onioits, salt, whole cloves, a few chili 

pepper-B, sugar, mace, bay-leaf, whole peppers, 
white vinegar. Peel onions and covef v/ith hot 
water and salt, making , a strong. brine. Let 
them stand for t-wenty-four hours, drain and 
cover with another hot ,brine. Next 'day dtftin 
and make a fresh brine, heat to boiling point, 
add onions and boil■ three minutes. Drain and' 
put onions in jars, with bits of mace, bay leaf, 
and a few whole peppers, a few  cloves and- 
slices of red .ptpper. Fill jars with hot vinegar, 
allowing one cup of sugar to four quarts of 
vinegar. Seal • hot. They are fine served with 
any kind'of meat. .

Good Canned Tomatoes
If you do not have a prcsaiiro cooker or can­

not borrow ohe, tomatoes may be put-up. m the 
following way very successfully.

Peel the tomatoes after, they have been ,dip­
ped in hot water to loosen-skins. Cook a small 
quantity at the time for nicest results in looks. 
Season with a very little salt and.add 1 table­
spoon sugar to the quarj o f tomatoes. Cook 
until tender .and seal .while hot. It is impor­
tant to put canned tomatoes in ,a coo! dark 
place during the suminer. Another point well 
worth rcmemborinir is to thorouglily w,ash 
your tomatoes in cold waUtr ns boor, ns you 
can— should you buy them. This is to reniove 
any insect poison that might be or. them .from 
riprayin.g in ordiard or garderi.
