Legisiafure Takes a  Hand "
- ■ ( aiUemon called on the Governor for 
proteciion. There tvas no law then ade-

f ' '

qiuUe to deal w ith the situation, and the
area t)f hostilities was extending almost 
over the enlire weslern )Wirt of the 
Htate, Governor Ireland called the Leg- 
isliifure together ’in  special session to 
take action for bringing the strife to uu 
end. Htrong feeling pn'vailod among the 
legislalor.xi, and dra.stic action wa.s indi­
cated by the hill:; offered. One bill would 
have had the effect of outlawing the 
fciKe-ciilter.s by m aking it justifiable 
homicide to kill any per.snn caught iu 
(lie act ot culling a fence. Thi.s measure 
wa.s slrongl) .‘iiipported, and jirobahly 
Would have passed, but for lhi> effojT.s 
of Senator O .anetl Gibb.s of Dallas, who 
made a teniju-iate speech against the 
lu'oposed law. Tie poinled out tha t with 
.stich ,i law any per;,on whose enemy wps 
near a wire fence’ could .shool. him down,, 
tu t  a few siraiuls of barbed wire, drop 
:i pair of w in’-cutl ing phens beside the 
dead body, lagiort lo Ihi' sheriff th a t he 
hud shot a fence-cutter and go free.

The Law As I t  Now Stands
A fter weeks of wrangling, such as 

usually accompanies the  passage of a 
bill through the Legi.siature where in- 
(on.se feeding prevails, Hu; feiice-cuttin.g 
bill was finally passed, as i t  now stands 
iu the Tcixas Criminal S tatutes, imre- 
pealed . long a f te r  the abuses th a t 
brought about its enactm ent have ceased 
to  exist. The penal provision of this bill 
is here quoted:

“Any pm-.son who shall willfully and. 
wantonly cut, in jure o r destros'’ any 
fence or p a r t of a  fence,” etc.,“ ahalT be 
confined in the penitentiary 'not less 
than one nor;more th an  five .yeans,”

Conviction.s under thi.s law were few, 
bu t the_ evil it .sought to abate soon 
ended; fence-culting grew rarer, and in 

. a year or two eea.sed altogether. The 
enact mem of a lease law followed, th a t 
provided for the lea.sing of the public 
domain by- cattleineu or others and, 
when .so lea-sed and fenced, the dessees 
had to pj.*ovide gales or gaps a t certain 
di.stanccs to allow persons the privilege 
of pas.-ing through-the barb-wire fences.

. Reforming the World - ■
■ Some time since the w riter was .seized 

with the idea th a t he ought to do some­
th ing toward reform ing the world, and

■was Don Quixote. While reading a daily 
paper I found an account of a man who 
was drunk shooting and killing a useful 
citizen Who svas quietly-eating his lunch 

‘in-a cafe in one of oup cities. Here was - 
the tex t for. a powerful sermon on the 
evils of drunkenness, and I longed for 
words and thoughts th a t  L m ight pain t 
such an ugly picture for these columns 
on the evils of intoxicants that, no 
reader would ever get drunk. But 1 con­
tinued to read ,'and  in  the next column 
found a  story on how two men had had 
a difference over a school tru.stee elec­
tion and one had killed the other. These 
men were not drunk—they were ju s t 
mad—mean mad. Hero was food for a 
story on the  evils of uncoiitrollec! tem- 

- per, and I craved words th a t I m ight 
i, persuade men to n e v e r‘again let their 
' angry pas'sions rise. But 1 read on.. In  

the same paper was an account of a 
Kentucky youth killing his sw eetheart 
and himself. This youth wa.s not drunk, 
m either was he mad ; ho was ju s t a fool.- 

"** And on the same page I read tlia t a 
young man liad killed another young 
man for no other reason than, the latter- 
had m arried the  ‘form er's sister. Here 1 
gave up the work of reform. If, in order

to stop killings, I must warn all men 
not to m arry any other man’s sister, 
then some othel* fellow may have the 
job of reform ing the world.

The Good .Old Days Again
In a paper before me 1 read iho fol­

lowing wail of an editor for a return of 
tiu! good old time.s: “It is a curious, a 
lamentable .fact, th a t the right kind of 
meal has alm ost'disappeared from tlie 
m arket. One must seek for it in the r<'- 
mote nooks and corners of the fa t  in­
teriors whei'c a few old-fashioned wa- 
iermills still stand along the alder- 
shaded streams. I t i.s there th a t the 
right kind of meal can be found.’’

A nother victim of the “good old 
time.s’’ theory. This w riter has felt the 
sting of such a doctrine many times and 
to flaunt it before him has about the 
.same effect a.s shaking a red bandana 
at a bull. There was a good steam  grist 
mill within a mile of where I was raised, 
but the old folks looked upon it as one 
of the devil’s agents and wouldn’t  allow 
it to touch their corn. .Fifteen mile.s 
away was a little watermill which made 
assaults with intent to grind corn when 
the w ater was neither too high nor too 
low. The road which led to this little 
mill -was awful, and before the mill was 
reached there was a levy, with its 
numerous shackly bridges that, were 
never safe for man or beast. And yet 
the boys of the neighborhood were 
forced to, tu rn  their backs on the fine 
steam mill nearly every Saturday' and 
ride a lazy mule loaded with a two- 
bu.shel .sack of corn to the old watermill 
th a t .stood on th e  mill pond near the 
imiddy river. For m an y . hour.s’ they 
waited there on the lazy mill and lazier 
miller for their turns, usually reaching 
;home long afte r the curtains of n ight 
had been drawn. Had the good .steam 
mill been patronized the boys would 
have had,a full half day for ball playing 
o r-rid ing  yearlings, l)iit the old folk.s 
knew the .steam mill couldn’t  make meal 
fit to eat. I couldn’t .see then, n e ith e r  
can I understand now, how the power 
th a t turns, the mill exercises any influ­
ence over, the quality of the product, 
but there are people now living . when 
will make their boy.s straddle old Beck 
ami ride fifteen mile.s to a  w a te r mill, 
ju.st a.'H many of the boy.s of my old 
neighborhood had to do years ag'o when 
Cnoperts mil! on the Forkeddeer river 
held out more terro rs  to them  than 
Hacic.s it.sclf. ‘ .

. - - Church and State
The doctrine of the separation of 

church and State is one,of the founda­
tion slone.s of our government. I have 
heard a gi'e,al deal of talk about mixing 
the affairs of church and State, hut 
never knew of but one .serious attem pt 
to mix religion .and politics, and m ust 
say th a t- i t  re.sultecl .seriously. In 1892 
there w a s 'a  very warm gubernatorial 
campaign in Tcxa.s. The Democi-atic con­

vention split and nominated two cati- 
didates, Jam es Stephen H o g g  and 
George Clark. T h e  Fopuli.st party was 
.strong in the State tha t year an<i had 
,'ifl its candidate llioma.s L. Nugent. Th(  ̂
negro Vote wuis badly ne<*d('d by each 
of lilt! candiflatc.s and was ('ugorl.\ 
sought. A .short lim;' Ixd'ore the clee- 
tion the negroes, swelled with ilmir im­
portance on account of being t'agerly 
sought, held a great nias.s meeting in 
Fort W orth. In hi.s ovwning iirayer iht! 
sable chaplain pleaded with God It) bless 
Brother Clark, xvho was the favorite - 
can d id a leo f th<> darkimvn brigafb;'. At 
the conclusion of the prayer ;t d)r{ilher 
anise and moved tha t the name of 
Brother Hogg be .substituted for that of 
B rother Clark in the prayer, and an 
amendment -wa.s offered liy another 
delegate th a t the name of Brother Nu­
gent be given favorable mention in the 
invocation. The convention broke up in 
a free-for-all fight and enough wool was 
left on the floor to have stocked a m at­
tress factory. ■ ■ ■

Some ten ,\ear.H ago tb.o Texas Legis- 
k'dure created a Texas ('cnto”nnial Rx- 
po.stiiuii directorate as the first step lo -  
'ward providing for an appropriate ob- 
.servancenf the centeiiniai of ’̂ pxas In­
dependence in 1936. One huridrod mem- 
bcr.M oi the direidoralo won- appointed 
by Hon. Fat Xeff, lhi'>n Governor of ttie 
■btate. Rei'cntly a meeting of the d irect- 
ers V. a.s hold ,'tl Au.stin, hut only ::0 of 
Ihe mn niiunhers ac re  in attendance, 
some hawng died and .some having loft 
the State.

The fir.st bu.sjne.ss of the Pioard 
to hll' th e . \'/icancie.s occa.sinned by 
deaths and-removals, then initial steps 
were taken toivard providing for appro- 
•priate oliservance of the Indepiendonce 
of Texa.s.. I t is the hope of -the director.s 
lo 'create  a real world'.s fa ir in ceiebni-- 
tion of. the g reat event in the history 
of ihe Htate, To obsei'vc the centennial 
of Texas independence in thi.s way, the 
diredor.s ,say a fund of f ire  million dolt 
■lar.s will be rieeded. Such a. fund would 
have lo he raised eillwr by taxation nr 
jn'i',ate .‘iuh.scription.s.

So far a.s there is any record; the old­
est iierson ever to reside in Texas was 
Fsaac Brock, ■who passed away in 1906. 
Air. Brock lived for many years in Mc­
Lennan county, near A'allcy Mills, where 
lie had many relative.s. Hi.s longevity 
■xvas attributed to the fact th a t he .al- 
tvay.s lived an out-door life.

Mr. Brock lived a few months beyond 
the 12Jst anniver.sary of his birth. Some 
people haying cxpre.s.sed d(3ubt th a t  the 
inan wa.s a.s old -as he. claimed to be, 
■prominent citizens of Waco became in- 
ierested and made a thoi'ough examina­
tion of records, which showed that-M r. 
Brock really was 121 year.s old. -

On account of his g reat age a medi­
cine company obtained a testimonial 
from him re.garding the virtues of its 
nredicine, anri had bis picture printed’ in 
their newspaper advertisem ents; for 
many years. He was a blacksm ith-and 
.shod hoixse.s a t the age of 90. At 1-10 he 
wa.s an im portant witne.s,s in a landsuit. 
1'he family Bible showed th a t Isac 
Brock wa.s born in Buncombe county,' 
N orth Carolina, March 1. 1778. He died 
in September, 1906. Up to his death he 
had witnessed the election of every 
President of the Uidted State,s.

was so small th a t i t  'W'.as unprofitable 
and in terest soon waned, not to be re- 
v'ire'd until 1877 when another discov- 
ery of, oil -was made in Nacogdoches 
county and several wells were drilled, 
none of them  being more than  200 feet 
in depth. This tim e production vi'as 
heavy .enough to  w arran t the construc­
tion of a pipe line five nliles long, from  
the field into the town of Nacogdoches. 
Producli.'vn soon dwindled to nooriy 
nothingand*the pipe line'was taken up. 

Ia  1894 th e  people of Corsicana found
th a t  their city was in argen t need of a 
g reater and better w ater supply. ■ This

By uncontam i- 
nated  g round  I rnean ground ‘upon w h ic h  no 
chickens h a v e :b e e n  ra ised  .for a t  le a s t two 
years. In ra is in g  chicks itidoor.5, how ever, they 
m ust not -be over-crowded, th e  houses sliould 
be cleaned ou t each day and th o ro u g h h ' d isin ­
fected a t . le a s t once a  week. I f  possible fo r 
la te  -chicks u.se w ire  screen floors. Provide 
p lenty  of opening on south, eas t and w est sides 
of houses 60  th a t  d irect sun ligh t m ay be p ro ­
vided w henever th e  sun shines. This is  in r e f ­
erence to  brooding chicks in the  re g u la r  sty le, 
nam ely un d er hover.s on th e  floor. IVhere b a t­
te ry  brooding is resorted  to, the  qliestioji of 
lig h t and su-nshino m u st be jiand led  in  a  d if­
fe ren t manner.
