' did not fail to bring a repitition 

of the flood .situation of the week 
before. For the second tinie dur- 

I irig the day and the third in a 
week, flood water.s from t.he 

, Brady Creek invaded anci re­
treated from the city square at 
Brady Monday night.

Earlier in the day the stream 
left its banks and flooded Into 
the-plaza v/here merchants had 
erected barricade.s of cement, 

."■'sand and cotton to keep the wat­
er'from  their stores. During the 

'afternoon Monday it receded.
The creek went on anoilief 

rampage as evening fell and 
soon reached a depth of 16 in ­
ches on the north side of tne 
plaza or court house square. At 
9:00 o ’clock it again receded.

From 100 to 150 persons we.ve 
driven from tiieir homos during 
the day, but, becau.se o f ample 
warning, most took bedding anct 
provi-sions with them v;hsn Uicy 
fled. The Hed Cross provided 
food for more than 40, and beets 
were prepared in a church taber-; 
nacle. , •

Little additional damage was 
feared of exten.sive preparations 
to turn aside the water. In a 
flood la.st week more than $300- 
000 damdge was caused.

'Christoval and Ballinger also, 
suffered .some damage from flood 
water.s. Before the waters began 
to recode at Chrlstova) they came 
wifhin 100̂  yards of the , town’s 
bUiSiness di.str.ict. The Santa Fe 
depot there was five feet uM er 
water, railroad tricks qtood four 
feet under./water and 400 heftd 
of sheep in the .shipping pens 

^were drowned.
The CoIorado-^River at Ba'Hin- 

ger left its banks and water ran 
knee deep on some streets of the 
city, reaching the business dis­
trict. Many families at Chris- 
toval were forced to leave their 
homes and high water at Eden 
threatened several home.s there.

Tliis : production estimate is
146.000 bales or 1 per cent more 
than tlie forecast a montii ago 
and a’oout 342,iJ00 baie.s les.s than 
production in 1929.

Kstimate for Texas i.s 4,:yi5,000 
bales,, making a decline in pros­
pects in the Lone: Star State of
46.000 bales in-the previous esti­
mate. Lo.sses also in Mississippi 
and Tennessee, are compensated 
by increases in other states 
where the crop is turning out 
better than was indicated: a 
month ago.

Picking .and ginning of the 19- 
30 crop, are unusually advanced 
in Texas.and Oklahoma. Ini, Al­
abama and .Missi-ssippi, however, 
the amount ginned: to'Oct. 1 is 
less 'than usual: • ■ ■'. '

Institutions throughout the na-, 
lion liave found t'i>at throiigli 
consolidation expenses are cut 
and possiblUtics i'or greater ser­
vice .are realized. Even amoi-L.g 
the outstamlliig natlonrd and 
world banking in.stitutions the 
I,rend i.s toward consolidation.

Officers of the- new consolid­
ation First' Nalionai Bank liavo 
not been announced, but it is 
undci-stood that a num ber' of 
employeo.s from the State Nat­
ional will make n.p the personnel 
a t  the First National in coiinec-: 
tion ; with; the latter’s , former 
employees.

According -to statements of 
September 24, tire re,sources of 
the State National totaled $417,- 
892,16 while tlio First National’s 
September report listed the in­
stitution’s rescources at $437,206.-

You will also please call the same 
to the atteribiou of all attorneys 
who file divorce, cases in your

.“Prom and. after: this: date the 
following rules w'ill be observed 
by this court in th^ trial of the
divorce cases," the judge says.

“F irst:, No divorce, case wiil 
b̂ ._ tried -upon waiver of -the', de- 
rendent unless sam-e is  sCcknow- 
ledged in due .form. • . -.

‘'Second;:''-. No divorc^ cates'will 
be tried unless it appears that 
defendant has beenJdeliyered a 
copy of plaintiff’s allege'd - grou­
nds for di'v'orce, ' : - ■

“T'nird: No divorce will • be
granted unles.s the- evidence- of 
l.'ie plaintiff is poijroborated to 
such an extent as seems rea.son- 
able under th(|- particular fact-s'’ 
of the case, . . ; ,

"Fourth:. No divorce',will be 
granted on tire groimd.s of “crciel 
treatment" wliere parties have 
not been, separated for- as 'in-uch 
■as twelp' month.s,- unlesstojood 
reason v for , earlier action ' iIS
shown.’-'

. “The rapidly increasing divorce 
rate in this state ;^t,lie apparent 
dispo-sitlon and practice of run-, 

piing into divorce courts ■w.dth

From the very conception of tho 
organization a considemble amouoi 
of secrecy was misinlaincd iu order 
that all classes might be brought 
into a bond for tbe good of bumnn- 
ity suid, from the richest to tho 
poorest, a cordial invitation was ex- 
teudod to enter (ho fSi.sericordla, 
the members of wliicli wore tlio all- 
concealing gown aiu! timsk which 
tbe.v Kiill affect. In addition, not 
only were tlie “Brotluu-s of Hercy" 
unkuowu to the public at largo, hstt, 
they were Ignorant of the names 
of the other iticmliers of the organ­
ization, for they never converKstd 
when on duty or while wearing the 
insignia' of their, order and the af­
fairs of the body were conduhted 
with such secrecy that even broth­
ers might belopg without one ever 
knowing that the other was a mem­
ber. . .
. A.secret council governs the en­
tire membership and this council 
alone knows the names which ap­
pear upon the roster of tbe order, 
assigning the different members to 
their duties. Tlie headquarters of 
the Misericordiii is In' the Piazza 
del Duoino-at Florence, and In this 
bnfldingeacli brother keeps a secret 
locker which contains his gown arid 
masked flood. A signal , is used 
to .summon; the members to duty 
and, when this is given, they are 
under oath to drop whatever they 
may lie doing, . pre.scnt, themselves 
at a .preylou-sly designated meeting 

. place, don their disguises and re­
ceive the commands of the council. 
Some may be called upon to carry 
the sick or wounded to the hospitai; 
others to assist in the nursing of 
a case of contagious disease, and 
still others may. I)e as,signed to; cer­
tain duties which the comid! may 
consider to he in the Interest of 
humanU.y at large, though, they are 
hardly connected with the safety of 
the indivicliial.

At the mysterious call the noble­
man leaves his palace, the artisan 

jlrops: his tools, the peasant quits 
his humble s home and, upon terms 
of perfect equnlit.v and in entire ig­
norance of the identity of those 
with whom they are working, they, 
proceed to the meeting place, there 
to receive the orders of their lead­
ers, the supreme council.

.with lighted (oreiies while dir.gc- 
lik-3 music adds to the solcnmity of 
tlie occasion. ■ 't

curion.s as lo tiio idciility of tiie 
men whose individuality Is- con­
cealed beneath the flowing robes 
and masking hoods, but the natives 
have learned to u-gavd them with­
out enrio-sify and iiave aiipost 
ceased tO: speculate;upon the mys-; 
tery wtiich lies beiiimi tlie ennturios- 
old secret of tlio Mlsoricordia.
