Stimson told questioners that
the war department did not
konow the full number of Ameri-
cans included In the estimaled
total of 1,000 casualties, and did
nolt know whether the two am-
munition ships were among the
five American vessels reported
destroyed.

Stimson sald that the Bari
bombing had been announced by
General Elsenhower Dec. 4. The
communique issued that day at
Allied headquarters, Alglers, said
In part:

The flrst step is to analyze the
way a shirt Is Ironed. Many women
twist and turn the shirt on the
board until it looks bedraggled,
even after it ls lroned, Some keep
lifting and putting down the lron
for little dabe of ironing. One
woman, for example, found she
lifted her six pound fron and put
it down about 32 times in the
course of ironing each shirt.

Speclalists who have studied
this every-day chore say it is best
to roll the shirt so when it is un-
rolled on the board It s in the
right position for ironing without
any re-arranging. Begin with the
collar end of the shirt on the
board right side up, That way the
right sleeve and the collar ean be
ironed before the shirt s moved.

Houston Davis was born at

George Proposes
Whiskey Tax Plan

WASHINGTON. Dec. 16 (P —
Chairman George (D-Ga) ealled on
the senate finance committee to-
day to expedite collection of an
additional billion dollars from the
whiskey industry next year to
swell the proceeds of the deeply
slashed 1943 revenue bill.

He proposes to collect, months
and years in advance of the due
date under present law, the feder-
al excise tax on the 117,000,000
gallons of four year old or better
whiskey stored in bonded ware-
houses. In doing so, he would re-
duce from eight to four years the
time that liquor can be kept mel-
lowing in the warehouses free
from payment of the tax—$6 a gal-
lon under -resent law, $9 under
the pending bill.
