TERMITES 

Termites eat wood. They can 
destroy a house. Many of our 
homes are constructed of wood. 
Home owners dread termites and 
rightfully so, unless safeguards 
are taken •against them. The best 
prevention from 'termite damage 
is through the use of time prov-
en insecticides or wood preserva-
tives properly applied to all lum-
ber used on or near the ground. 

A knowledge of the appear-
ance and habits of termites will 
enable us to better understand 
.and combat the insect. Termites 
are about the same size as some 
ants. They nest in the soil and 
are often called white ants. But 
they are not ants. Ants have a 
pinched waist, whereas, the ter-
mite body is thick throughout. 
The ant's antennae, or feelers, 
are bent in elbow fashion. The 
termite's antennae are straight 
or only slightly curved. The wings 
of flying ants extend rearward 
only one-half to total body length, 
in comparison with termite wings 
which extend backward a dis-
tance as long as the termite's 
length. Ants do not eat wood. 
But some ants build nests in tun-
nels which they cut across the 
grain of wood. Termites feed on 
the wood in channels cut parallel 
with the grain of the wood. 

This coming spring note care-
fully any swarms of flying in-
sects in or around the house. 
Termites may be seeking to es-
tablish new colonies at your ex-
pense.
