The county agent said two
other factors are very important
in the control of the insect —
a thorough coverage of the tree
with the insecticide solution and
the use of thee correct insecticide.
The recommended insecticdies
include Sevin, Malathion, Toxa-
phene, Guthion, Nicotine sulfate
Thiodan, and Parathion. Gordon:
suggests that zinc sulfate be
added to the spray solution to
control rosette. A fungicide may
also be added to control pecan
diseases.

‘Growers who want to get a
more complete control of ocase-
‘bearers should spray their trees
twice — about May 26 and again
about June 8.
