Germans In

Russians Storm
Through Streets

MOSCOW, Dec, 28 (AP)—
A doomed Nazi gartison reel-
ed backwards in the smoke-
filled streets of western
Budapest today but clung
wtih suicidal resistance to
positions in the eastern sec-
tor of the capital.

(A Berlin broadcast monitored
in London sald early today that
the German garrison In Budapest
“has taken up positions on an In-
ner defense ring of the capilal”
after several Russian penetrations
of the German-Hungarian lines.

{"Th» Russians are now atlack-
ing from the southeast, onrtheast
and west,” the broadeast said.)

The German and Hungarian

defenders were reported to have
already been denied the use of
one of iwo remaining alrporis
for evacuation of lroops as So-
viet forces pounded toward the
heart of the once beautifud elty.

Shelled

By Enemy Ships

American bombers relentlessly pursued surviving Japa-

\nese warships from a once powerful task force that shelled

U.S. airdromes in the Philippines while a Pacific fleet force
steamed away almost unscathed from a similar bombard-
ment of an eneniy air base island 750 miles south of Tokyo.

The Nipponese attack on Mindoro Island cost the Japa-
nese three destroyers 'sunk and one battleship and a heavy
cruiser damaged. Only three destroyers in the force of eight
warships escaped unharmed from a persistent counterattack
by PT-boats and every plane available on Mindoro.

T'wo American warships were hit by shore batteries when

they joined Saipan - based
bombers in pounding Iwo
Jima for the third time this
month.

Iwo was shelled to protect Saipan,
from which some 50 Superforts
yvesterday attacked Tokyo, leaving
flames raging In the big Musahim
afreraft plant.

Japanese bombers also ralded
Mindoro, Leyte and Morotal Is-
land airdromes — all unsuccess-
fully MacArthur sald.

Powerful imerception met the
B29s over Tokyo resuliing in
perhaps the greatest bay of lapa-
nese fighter pllots ever scored
over Honshu island. One Super-
foet was lost to the persistant
Nipponese attacks. One B2 was
attacked 50 times.

Tokyo tried to Hide under a
smokescreen  pouring out  of
smudge pots, It was a futile at-
tempt. Aside from the first forma-
tion overshooting the aircraft fac-
tory under the impetus of a strong
tailwind, returning airmen report-

ed they hit the target squarely.
As the B20s were overhead Adm.

Mitsumasa Yonal, Nipponese na-
val minister, called for increased
air production to replace losses In
the “war of attrition In air
strength.”

Speeding the attrition Yank
fighters shot down 13 of 20
interceptlors put up in the weak-
ening defense of Clark Fleld,
near Manila.

ROME, Deec. 28 (3 — German
forces are continuing thelr coun-
terattacks In the Serchio walley
sector on the western flank of the
Itallan front and Fifth army
troops have made further with-
drawals In that area, Allled head-
quarters announced today.

The town of Barga, captured a
month ago by the Fifth army, was
enveloped in the German coun-
terassault that struck out on a six
mile front on each aide of the
Serchio.

Barga s a mile and a half east
of the river and about 13 miles
north of Lucca.

Hard Work
Ahead For
Gals Of '45

American women face probably
tha busiest and most complicated
year of thoir lives In 1945,

Reason: they will have a foot
In two eamps — (1] working on
the unfinished business of the war
and (2) planning and working to-
ward Lhe postwar period.

It may be we won't have to
seftle In 1945 the problem that
loomed so iarge this year: Will

women In war industries go back
home or siav on the job after the

war? Margaret Hickey, Chalrman
of the Womens Advisory Com-
mittee of the War Manpower

Commission, sayvs that cutbacks in
some Industries do not mean that
the whole war Industry is reduce
ing the number of s workers
O the contrary., she declares, \~t‘|
will need several hundred '[Illl|.|.~~--I
and more workers In war indus-
tries by spring and more than half
of them will have ta be women

That means that milllons of
women, in war indusiries and
other joba, face another lengihy
stretch of hard work — a streteh |
in which many will have to do
the three ring Job of worker,
wife and mother. They . must
face the complications which
arise when household furnishings
and equipment wear oul and
cannot be replaced Immediately,
and when returning service men
must be heiped in readjustment
to civilian life. But the hard
work does nol end there,

Women also face unfinished
business for thelr sex. For vears
the National Woman's Party and
others have been working for the
passage of an Equal Righis Amend-
ment which will give the women
of the United States equal rights
with men. It was the first legisla-
tive messure lald before tha 78th
Congress, but so far has not been
passed by either house.

Another plece of unfinlshed
business ahead of women In 1943
is the battle for equal pay for
qual work. So far equal pay laws
have been passed by only five
states — Montana, Michlgan, Tlli-
nols, Washington and New York.

This year, however, the National
Federation of Business and Pro-
fessional Women's Clubs and

other national women’'s organiza-
tions plan to pool their efforts for
the strongest woman-drive vet in
an effort to secure the passage of
equal pay laws in olher states
Looking toward the transition
and postwar periods, women lead-
ers say that women have a termen-
dous job ahead. Margaret Hickey,
who Is also president of the Na-
tlonal Federation of Business and
Professional Women's Clubs, savs:
“Women are nol preparing for
the peace as they should. In
warlime it s natural to work in
harmony with your allies, bul in
peace differences of opinion
often arise. Women have a great
opportunity tn the home, the
community and educational elr-
cles to teach am understanding
of other countiries’ problems
which can help keep peace.

(Editor's Note: This is the
second of two storles in a series
on compulsory military tralning.)

By JAMES MARLOW
WASHINGTON, Dec. 20 (/) —
The main point in all talk about
national compulsory military traln-
Ing in peacetime for American
youths Is this: It it necessary?

The army and navy say it is,
They want every able-bodied
youlh, after reaching a certain

age, to undergo at least one year
of military training.

Some arguments for such a
program:

By training one million youths
A& year, and then returning them
to civilian life, In 10 years we
could build up a reserve of 10
million trained men.

We'd need it if we joined a lea-
gue in order to back up our ef-
forts to preserve peace. I we
dldn't join, then more than ever
we'd bave to have a great reserve
aof trained men,

If we had had a large military
force this time we might not have
been attacked. Our underprepar-
edness figured In Axis calcula-
tions against us.

Fortunately, in this war and the
last one we had Allies who held
off the enemy until we got into
fighting shape.

The next time the attack upon
us may be sudden. We may have
no allies.

So, we'll need plenty of tralned
manpower: either in uniform as
a standing army or ready to be
called into uniform quickly from
civilian life.

We wouldn't need compulsory
training or a large reserve of
regular, standing ‘army, navy and
trnined men if we had a  huge
airforce,

But the upkeep of such a regu-
lar military machine would be far
more expensive than maintaining
a fair-sized machine backed up by
a reserve,

Some arguments
pulsory training: ]

Military training trends to war.
Our young men would want to use
what they learned.

Military training would take out
of a young man's life, by inter-
rupting his schooling and occupa-
tional plans.

Such tralning isn't necessary.
We've done preity well by wait-
ing until war eame and then using
our wartime draft system,

If there s a real league to pre-
perve peace, a blg reserve force
wouldn't he necessary,

Silver Tongued Senator’s Swan Song

However, a number of *fare-
wells” didn't pass without notice
from the <olicagues of departing
members. Kasliy the first to be
rated No. 1 swan song was that
of Rep, Hamilton Fish, the New
York Republican who, for almost
as long as President Roosevell
has been in politics, has been the
representative  from the district
that surrounds Hyde Park. For
almost all of those years he has
been one ol the bitterest critics
the Democrals and the New Deal
have had.

Since Nov. 2, 1920, "Ham™ Flish,
then 32 yeary old, a former All-
American foouball star at Harvard,
and recently mustered out as a
well-decorated hero and a major
in World War 1, has been a mem-

He first came into national
prominence in the House in 1839,
when Speaker Longworth ap-
pointed him chalrman of a special
committee to investigate Commus-
nist activities and propaganda n
the United Siates.

Legislators Agree On Pension Hike

New legisiators and old agree
on the general principle that the
forthcoming legislature must make
increases In old .age pensions.

Some members who replied to
a mall questionnaire indicate that
they belleve the présent limitation
of $13 per month in state funds
to old age pensioners should be
taken off, and the top fixed at $20
(which wnen matched by federal
funds would mean $40 a month.)

Two members thought old age
pensioners should not be penal-
lzed for earning money,

Most who replied to the specific
question thought Increases could
be granted out of current Income,
