feeding meeting Tuesday night I 
asked about the danger of 
grazing johnsongrass after the 
first frost. A killing frost can 
spell danger for livestock pro-
ducers that have cattle graz-
ing on sorghum stubble or any 
of the sorghum-sudan hybrid, 
or johnsongrass pastures. The 
reason is prussic acid poison-
ing of the animals. 

The danger of prussic acid 
poisoning exists mainly in pas-
tures and fields where sor-
ghum stubble is making re-
growth and where there is 
vigorous, young growth of 
iohnsongrass, sgrghum-sudan 
hybrids and related plants. 
Such growth generally has a 
high content of prussic acid, 
especially if produced under 
stress of dry or cool weather. 
The main danger to livestock 

'is grazing such pastures and 
fields immediately after a kill-
ing frost. 

Livestock producers should 
wait a week to 01 days fol-
lowing a killing frost before 
edlowing cattle to graze sus-
pect pastures and fields. If 
only a light freeze occurs, re-
move the cattle until plant 
growth is killed by a heavy 
freeze. 

Each year numerous ani-
mals are lost from prussic 
acid poisoning. These losses 
are needless and rob the pro-
ducer's pocketbook. Giving 
special attention to .  grazing 
management and staying a-
breast of changing weather 
conditions can avoid cattle 
losses to prussic acid poison-
ing.

TESCO sold $70 million in 
new securities at a rate of 
abou 81 percent in April, he 
said, and plans to sell $60 mill_ 
ion of new bonds in Decem-
ber, expecting to pay about 
10 percent for this money.

Safety Drive 

Underway By 

Postal Service 
Postmaster Graydon Baze 

has called for a community-
wide drive to eliminate dan-
gers at rural intersections and 
other safey hazards in the 
area. 

A common problem for rur-
al carriers, as well as other 
motorists, the Postmaster not-
ed, are long-standing "blind 
corners" and other driving 
hazards which can be correct-
ed through community efforts, 
such as removal of obstruc-
tions at intersections to create 
a clear view of the highways. 
The city has done a wonder-
ful job recently in clearing up 
blind corners cutting grass 
and removing unsightly ob-
jets to help us see and drive 
better. 

"Such a simple step as cut- 

ting-down overgrown foliage 
at driveways and intersections 
and around mail boxes can 
save lives and prevent painful 
injuries," he said. "This will 
benefit not just rural letter 
carriers. hut all driving resi-
dents of our area." 

The Postmaster said the 
new naitonal drive by the U. 
S. Postal Service has a goal 
of reducing injuries and fatal-
ities among about 700.000 post-
al personnel, including rural 
carriers who sustain more 
than their share of serious in-
juries. 

In line with this campaign, 
he said rural carriers would 
be stepping up their efforts 
to get residents to adhere to 
proper standards for mailbox-
es. 

"This is not so much a mat-
ter of appearance," he said, 
"as a crucial safety matter. 
If, for example, a carrier must 
leave his car to place mail 
in a "drooping" mailbox, both 
he and on-coming motorists 
face an unnecessary hazard." 

He said he would also be in-
creasing his discussions with 
local, county and state offic-
ials regarding persistent road 
hazards.
