Gorman Peanut Company,
long-time buyer of peanuts in
the Southwest, has announced
construction of a completely
new, ultra.modern peanut
shelling plant at Comyn, Tex-
as. The location is on a 276-
acre tract of land mid-way
between De Leon and Dublin,
one mile south of Texas High-
way 6 on Texas FM Road 1496.
Gorman Peanut Company
was organibed in 1940 by two
brothers, M. E. and W. T.
Shell, and their father, O. T.
Shell. In 1946 O. T. Shell re-
tired from the business and
sold his interest to the bro-
thers. A small shelling plant
was built in Gorman, and was
enlarged at various times un-
til it reached a capacity of

Gorman Peanut Company sold
the plant in 1973.
As sole owners and operat-
ors of the company (until 1965,
at which time Gorman Peanut
Company entered into a part-
nership), M. E. and W. T.
Shell, both life-long Texans,
introduced in the Southwest
many innovations in their
Gorman shelling plant which
are now commonplace in the
peanut shelling industry.

nuts.

In 1958 installed the first
bulk peanut dryers, marking
the beginning of the change in
harvesting methods from bag-
ging at the time of combining
to loading peanuts in bulk
trucks and trailers. Thus, far-
mers were relieved of the lab-
or and other costs of bagging
peanuts. Additional dryers
were added in 1960, 1961 and
1963.

In 1959 constructed a farm-
ers stock cleaner and an auto-
matic spout type sampler to
provide automatic mechanical
sampling of farmers stock
necanuts. Because of demand
from the peanut industry, Gor-
man Feanut Company built
and sold automatic samplers
to most of the shellers and
