list of some of the specific
blessings enjoyed ‘“‘in Christ.”
He began with a revelation of
the fact that God ‘“hath cho-
sen us in him before the foun-
dation of the world."

Much false _teaching has
been the result of either mis-
understanding or misinterpre-
ting what Paul has declared
here concerning our being
‘“‘chosen” in Christ. Is the a-
postle teaching the doctrine of
unconditional election, that is,
is he saying: “By the decree
of God . . . some men and an-
gels are prédestinated unto
everlasting life, and others
fore-ordained to everlasting
death?” Is he decclaring that
God has fore-ordained certain
men to be eternally saved and
that “their number is so cer-
toin an definite that it can-
not be either increased or di-
minished?"’ Certainly not! The
Creator of this universe has
provided his ¢reation, mankind
with the talent to make his
own choice. Inregard to sal-
vation, man is a free moral
agent. He can either accept
salvation or repect it.

Well, what did Paul mean
by the expression: ‘he hath
chosen us in him?"
